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SPREADING THE GOSP! MATURING DISCIPLES - CULTIVATING LEADERS




The Nomadic Ministry of Jesus
Have you ever thought about selling everything and hitting the road? That was far from my mind a few years ago. In fact, as we prepared for our first mission trip to Uganda, we did not consider ourselves missionaries; we were going on a mission trip. Yet, I continually taught the church that we are all missionaries in our own lives. During our second trip to Africa, we began to consider ourselves missionaries to Uganda and agreed to serve there part-time. As we prayed and considered becoming full-time RV’ers, I came to realize that Jesus who is fully God, fully man, lived as a Nomad during His ministry. 

Throughout the Gospels we find Jesus traveling through towns, in the wilderness, on mountainsides, in boats cross the sea, we find Him even sitting at a well. Jesus preached throughout the Kingdom of God, healing people and teaching His disciples along the way. I needed to be reminded that Jesus took His ministry on the road.

Consider a conversation that Jesus has with His followers in Luke 9:57-58. 

“Now it happened as they journeyed on the road, that someone said to Him, “Lord, I will follow You wherever You go.” And Jesus said to him, “Foxes have holes and birds of the air have nests, but the Son of Man has nowhere to lay His head.” (Luke 9:57-58)

It clicked in my brain; I had the revelation! Now I don’t know about you, but sometimes, well most times, I have to have God hit me with a 2X4 to understand Him, I bet you are the same way. 

When I read that scripture in Luke it clicked in my mind that Jesus’ was a Nomad. He did not have a static ministry. He did not preach nor was His ministry meant to stay in one place. Jesus could have had the largest church ever: at one point He had thousands of people following Him! But Jesus’ was a Nomad and the ministry had to be mobile in order for it to spread. Look again at what Jesus said: He said that even animals have a home, a place to lay their head, but He did not!

A Nomad is one without a permanent home who moves around or travels. You can find many nomads in the Bible: the Apostle Paul became a nomad when he answered the call to carry the Gospel to the Gentiles.   He gave up his home and took to the road, in order to obey the call to spread the Gospel.

In fact, in the book of Act’s we find Jesus extends the nomadic gospel by telling His disciples that they must spread out geographically as witnesses of the Good News: to Jerusalem, Judea, Samaria, and to the ends of the earth (Acts 1:8). That is still true today! The Gospel of Jesus Christ is not meant to be static (in one place), but it is to go throughout the world (Matthew 28:18-20). Beloved, without a nomadic mindset, we cannot reach all the world. 

The Mission Statement of Campers on Mission is:

Sharing Christ, as we go.

So simple, yet so profound. That should be every Born-Again Believer’s mission statement, and that’s what Go to The Truth Ministries is all about: we answered Jesus’ call to “GO”, as we spread the Good News of Jesus. The point is this; Jesus gave us a great commission to 

“Go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe everything I have commanded you,” (Matt 28;19-20), so we are to go!

Truth to Go: The Gospel of Jesus Christ is meant to be shared and no matter where you are in your life there is a place, there are people, and there are situations where you can take the Gospel and share it with others.  We were never meant to keep the Good News to ourselves, but rather take it to the ends of the world. 

This is the Nomadic Ministry of Jesus; this is what He has called us to do: to share the Gospel as we go.
