THE HEARTBEAT OF THE FAMILY
Scripture: II TIMOTHY 1:5-6, 3:10-16
Welcome again to the Road Church, we are glad to see you on this wonderful Mother’s Day. 

I don’t know about you but it excites me to begin the service with baptisms. I think that it sets the tone of our service when there is an outward profession of faith! Amen – 
On top of that its Mother’s Day!  Day to celebrate mom’s and other ladies in our lives and the icing on the cake for us is that Mother’s Day 5 years ago I preached my first sermon in this church. 
Would you come with me as we pray for our moms and His Word?
Happy Mother’s Day!

On day a mom was getting a bit unraveled and upset with her little boy. So, she sent him off to take a nap. As he was going off to his room her mood was broken as she heard him mumbling to himself:

“every time she gets tired, I’m the one who has to take a nap” 

The truth is mothers guide us more than we know.

Did you know that Mother’s Day like most holidays began in Church? 
A woman named Anna Jarvis was an Appalachian homemaker organized a day to raise awareness of the poor health conditions in her community. She thought the day would be best advocated by mothers and called the day "Mother's Work Day".
When Anna Jarvis died in 1905 her daughter, also named Anna, began a campaign to memorialize the life work of her mother. Anna remembered that her mother said there were many days dedicated to men but not for mothers. Anna then began to lobby the politicians of the time to support a day dedicated to mothers. Anna Jarvis talked to many politicians including Presidents Taft and Roosevelt hoping they would support her campaign. 

Jarvis organized a church service to celebrate her mother in 1908 and Anna handed out white carnations to those in attendance because the white carnation was her mother's favorite flower. Anna Jarvis' hard work began to pay off five years after that Church service in 1913. The House of Representatives adopted a resolution calling for officials of the federal government to wear white carnations on the day many began calling Mother's Day, the second Sunday in May.
Because of the dedication and hard work of one mother to her community, we now take time to celebrate mom’s all over the United States. Ladies Our church thanks you for being women of God- who serve Jesus Christ and our families. Thank you.

Open your Bibles with me to the book of 2nd Timothy. 2nd Timothy is in the middle of the New Testament- if you find Ephesians, Philippians, Colossians, 1st and 2nd Thessalonians you will find 1st Timothy, then 2nd Timothy chapter 2.
When you found your place let me know by saying AMEN.

You know when most think of mothers, we often see the image of a woman and a baby or a toddler, but the fact is mothers don’t stop being our mom’s when we grow up. We are never too old to hear our mother’s words of wisdom, words of their love and encouragement. 

Something about mothers: No matter how old we become, Mothers will always be concerned for our wellbeing- our life and our future. 

A mother for the newborn child is the center of their universe- she takes care of every need, for a toddler a mother is the one who they come running to when they have scraped their knee or hurt themselves in some way or just needs to cuddle. As a teenager the mother is a friend – a counselor- and the middleman between the child and the father. For the young adult mothers are continued to shape the lives of children. 

They are called mom, mother, mommy or momma and the list goes on. The truth is the older we get the more we seem to act like our mothers. The older we grow, the more we realize we say the things that are moms have said, which we vowed we would never say! Don’t we? I read this on Facebook one day a person wrote “sometimes when I open my mouth – my mother comes out”
Mothers wear many different hats to include the butler, the secretary, the cook- the maid- the banker and even the candle stick maker. Yes, her job never seems to be complete or never ending. Mom’s really are super heroes.

It is in 2nd Timothy that we read of two such Heroes, Timothy’s mother and grandmother. 

Here is what we know: Paul wrote to Timothy; this is the second letter and Paul mentions Timothy as a co-writer of several letters to the church. This means the Timothy spent a lot of time with Paul and Paul groomed Timothy for this position that He is now in as Pastor of the church. Paul poured into Timothy, he bonded with him as a father figure calling Timothy, his son and beloved child. Yet Paul did not bring Timothy up in the faith- and that is where we being today if you are there in 2nd Timothy read with me from the first in chapter 1- verse 5 and it begins like this:
 “clearly recalling your sincere faith that first lived in your grandmother Lois, then in your mother Eunice, and that I am convinced is in you also.”

Then in chapter 3 verses 10-16
“But you have followed my teaching, conduct, purpose, faith, patience, love, and endurance, 11 along with the persecutions and sufferings that came to me in Antioch, Iconium, and Lystra. What persecutions I endured! Yet the Lord rescued me from them all. 12 In fact, all those who want to live a godly life in Christ Jesus will be persecuted. 13 Evil people and impostors will become worse, deceiving and being deceived. 14 But as for you, continue in what you have learned and firmly believed. You know those who taught you, 15 and you know that from childhood you have known the sacred Scriptures, which are able to give you wisdom for salvation through faith in Christ Jesus. 16 All Scripture is inspired by God and is profitable for teaching, for rebuking, for correcting, for training in righteousness, 17 so that the man of God may be complete, equipped for every good work.”
Paul seen something in Timothy that Paul did not teach him, that he had no investment in. Although Timothy grew in maturity, Paul realized where his true teaching came from. 

Which brings us to our big idea today:

The Big Idea is: 

MOTHERS ARE THE HEART BEAT OF THE FAMILY.
Mothers are the heartbeat of the family. This reminds me of Chevrolet’s slogan which came out in the 1980’s “the Heartbeat of America” 

The whole concept behind this slogan was that Chevy employed over 618,000 people more than any other company. Chevrolet became so ingrained in American culture that its late 1980s advertising boasted that Chevrolet was "The Heartbeat of America." It was what kept America going. 

It seems that if they folded there would be more than 618,000 people unemployed. There would be devastation in America. The statement they made, you could say was an arrogant one because the heartbeat is what keeps the brain alive. Chevy was essentially saying to the world without us there is no America.

The point we are making today is that; mothers are the heartbeat of the family- she is the one who keeps the family going. She is the one who keeps the unconditional love growing. She is the one who without we feel lost. She is the one who teaches and the one who shows by example how to live Godly lives. She is the one who in the absence of the father keeps the family together. 
What see in these two scriptures today are three ways that mothers are the heartbeat of the family.

Did you know that in today’s world, with all the advancements in medicine, in technology, science, how advanced we are from 2,000 years ago that today we have more single mothers, single parent homes than any other time in history? 
According to singlemotherguide.com Single motherhood has grown so common in America that as of 2018, that there are 11.3 million families in the US are headed by a single parent, 81% of which were headed by the mother.
Let me share with you the three take a ways that we get from Paul writing Timothy.

MOTHERS ARE THE HEART BEAT OF THE FAMILY BECAUSE FIRST:

MOTHERS ARE FOUNDATION BUILDERS.

Look back with me to chapter 1: clearly recalling your sincere faith that first lived in your grandmother Lois, then in your mother Eunice, and that I am convinced is in you also.”

Paul tells Timothy that the foundation of his faith was founded in his grandmother and Mother. 

Notice that first it was the grandmother’s faith, the grandmother’s faith was taught to her daughter and then her daughter taught her son Timothy. They built the very foundation of faith for Timothy. Which molded him into what he became in life. 

Folks notice with me that what the mother believes, what the does – so does her children. Mother goes to church- the children go to church- if the mother has faith in Christ the children will grow up in faith. What the primary role model of the child does, the child will most likely follow that path. What an incredible responsibility that the mother has. 
I grew up without a father, my family was one of those statistics, single family home with kids that went wild, you know the ones. My mother’s actions, her words, her work ethic, I began to follow some of things as young child. I remember I was about 13 and my mom was yelling at me, and we did not go to church and she cussed at me and I said that’s right---- blanketly blank and she said to me don’t you cuss at me and I said well you cussed at me. Even though I knew it was wrong I followed her example.  When I was grown followed my mother’s footsteps in a lot of my ways. And sometimes today I see her in myself- because that’s the foundation that she built- Each of has those stories about our mothers, don’t we? 

And the truth the mother is the one who can build a good foundation or a bad foundation.
MOTHERS ARE FOUNDATION BUILDERS

MOTHERS ARE THE HEART BEAT OF THE FAMILY BECAUSE SECONDLY:

MOTHERS ARE THE TEACHERS OF LIFE.

Look at Chapter 3 verse 14 with me. Paul says to Timothy:
“But as for you, continue in what you have learned and firmly believed. You know those who taught you”

Paul says that there will be suffering in his ministry and false teachers around, but he instructed Timothy to stay close to what you have been taught because he knows those who taught him. Timothy knew that they will not try to harm or misguide him. 

You know, Men like to think that they run the world. But, They don't, mothers do. Mothers are the molders and makers of each day. We remember the ways that our mothers helped us prepare for the new day: counseling, advising and shaping our attitudes each morning. We instantly recognize the truth of these words spoken by wise wife and mother: "The wife and mother usually hoist the sails of the family ship every day. We determine whether those sails shall catch the breezes of God's love and understanding, or the winds of bickering and discord." That same woman adds, "When a man succeeds, he does so by climbing a ladder steadied by a woman who believes in him" (E. Stanley Jones).
The Bible tells us proverbs 6:20 says;

“My son, keep your fathers command and do not forsake your mothers teaching.”

Proverbs 22:6 “Train up a child in the way that he should go and when he is old he will not depart from it”

Proverbs 31:26 says this about mothers- “She opens her mouth with wisdom and loving instruction”
Notice with me the Biblical descriptions of a mother is one who teaches, trains, gives wisdom and loving instruction. I don’t know about you but there’s a lot wisdom my mother tried to give me when I was younger and many I wished I had followed, because if I had my life then would have been a lot easier.  
Today we celebrate our moms because:

MOTHERS ARE FOUNDATION BUILDERS

MOTHERS ARE THE TEACHERS OF LIFE.

MOTHERS ARE THE HEART BEAT OF THE FAMILY BECAUSE THIRD:

MOTHERS GIVE WIDOM FOR ETERNAL LIFE:

Look at verse 15- 17 with me: Paul writes to Timothy:
“and you know that from childhood you have known the sacred Scriptures, which are able to give you wisdom for salvation through faith in Christ Jesus. 16 All Scripture is inspired by God and is profitable for teaching, for rebuking, for correcting, for training in righteousness, 17 so that the man of God may be complete, equipped for every good work.”
In many ways moms are like Moses- Moses went to Egypt to free the oppressed and he brought the people out of bondage and has taken them to the very edge of the promised land but Moses never entered it. 

Mom’s take God’s gift, a human life and she prepares it for a world from infancy- toddler- grade school, pre-teen and teen – young adult- adult- middle aged adult but  she will never see her work completed.  I loved that about my mother, she always wanted to share her insight with me- she was always proud of my accomplishments. 
Verse 15 shows this importance and how “from childhood you have known the sacred Scriptures, which are able to give you wisdom for salvation through faith in Christ Jesus.” Paul says from the very beginning of your life Timothy your grandmother and mother have been molding and shaping your life through their wisdom and teachings.
Listen to me moms – dads- brothers and sisters, nursery workers, children church – Sunday school – Christian mothers and Christian women provide the greatest education for a child and that is the message of the cross; Jesus Christ crucified, buried and resurrected for the forgiveness of sin an who so ever believes in Him will have eternal life. 

You children are the next generation, our Road kids can be the next pastor, worship leader, pastor’s wife, teacher deacon leader in the Church because of the faith that you inspire into them.
That is what Timothy learned from his grandmother and mother, notice what Paul tells Timothy that they taught him “wisdom for salvation through faith in Christ Jesus” and as he became a Christian, they molded him into what he would become.

Notice how Paul closes this section in verses 16-17:

All Scripture is inspired by God and is profitable for teaching, for rebuking, for correcting, for training in righteousness, 17 so that the man of God may be complete, equipped for every good work.”
Paul says Timothy you know all that stuff in the scriptures that your mom and granny taught you? Well it’s the inspired word of God its not just good for salvation, but its good for teaching, rebuking, correcting and training in righteousness- these are the very things that your mom and grand mom did to you so that the man of God may be complete, equipped for every good work.”
Everything that Timothy’s mom taught him was for the very reason that he would become a mighty man of God and he would be equipped to the pastor that he had become. 

You know there are times when we give our wisdom to our kids and sometimes they get mad about it, and sometimes they won’t speak to us for a while and that’s ok because  I know that when we go home to heaven they will look back and see that we were teaching, rebuking, correcting and training to live the right way- God’s way.

The truth is moms you are super heroes – my mother was one, your mother was one and you are one. The truth is teachers, ladies in the church you too are super heroes as you take and help mold the younger generation. 
You are the heartbeat of this family because you are foundation builders- teachers of life and givers of wisdom for eternal life.
And for that we give you praises and thanksgiving.
Initiation- now I know that this has kind off been one sided to the moms and ladies of our church, but I also know that God’s Word doesn’t go void- Paul told Timothy that the scripture is the inspired word of God and that it is good for salvation. I wonder if you know that right now God is waiting for you to make the decision of salvation? 
All the things have been accumulating in your life for this very moment and the question I have for you is this- are you ready to take the next step= Paul says that the mothers teachings are to make us might people of God.
