Mark 4:35-41

In Mark chapter four, Mark describes how Jesus and other disciples were crossing the Sea of Galilee in the midst of a storm. Jesus had sent away the multitude who He was teaching and He and several other smaller boats left to go to the other side. Jesus fell asleep at the rear of the boat and then;
“A fierce windstorm arose, and the waves were breaking over the boat, so that the boat was already being swamped. 38 But He was in the stern, sleeping on the cushion. So they woke Him up and said to Him, “Teacher! Don’t You care that we’re going to die?”

Jesus got up and rebuked the wind said to the sea “Silence Be Still” All the wind stopped blowing and there was a great calm on the sea. 

I know that there are times in our lives where we feel that life isn’t fair, that we are experiencing storms in our lives and often it seems that we just cannot take one more thing.
