What is your Ministry?
You have to get outside the four walls of your church to do some good for our society. Every Christian should have a ministry outside of their church to minister to other people.

My wife and I are foster parents and we consider this to be one of our ministries. We care for young children who have been abused, neglected or born addicted to drugs or alcohol. Once a month we also travel downtown to a biker bar for a church service to reach the homeless, bikers and others you are not likely to see in church. I preach, my wife sings and we feed them spiritually and literally. I am not saying this to compare us to you or to toot our own horn. My point is this: when we follow Jesus and we say He is the example for all Christians to follow, we have to follow Him inside and outside of the church, where ever He sends us.
Consider when Jesus dined at Matthew’s house. The guest list included people that good God-fearing people would avoid. The Pharisees asked Jesus disciples a question: 

“Why does your teacher eat with tax collectors and 'sinners'?"  Jesus heard that. So he said, "Those who are healthy don't need a doctor. Sick people do. Go and learn what this means, 'I want mercy and not sacrifice.'—(Hosea 6:6) I have not come to get those who think they are right with God to follow me. I have come to get sinners to follow me” (Matthew 9:11-13) NIV. 

Jesus did not sit the synagogue and wait for the lost to come to Him. He told us that He was here for the lost, to go out and give the Good News to the people, the poor, immoral, lonely and the outcast, not just the rich, moral and powerful people. Jesus ministry was not confined by four walls: He went to where the people were.
Consider these facts; there are 8,000 churches in Missouri. There are over 11,000 children in foster care (about half are placed with a non-relative) and 1,400 children that are legally free to be adopted. If there were one or two foster/ adoptive families in each church, Missouri would have no orphan problem. Of course, this assumes that church members would surround these children with Christ-like love and guidance. After all, “Religion that God our Father accepts as pure and faultless is this: to look after orphans and widows in their time of distress” (James 1:27). It is clear that it is the Christian’s responsibility to take care of these children.
