The truth is we can hide from others, but our sin is never far away from God. 

Our story starts there; it’s about Cain and Abel who are brothers. Cain was a farmer, and Abel was a shepherd. When both brothers brought offerings, God accepted Abel’s animal sacrifice but rejected Cain’s vegetable offering. As a result, Cain became jealous of Abel and killed him. God always knows about our sin.
