1 Corinthians 1:10-11 
I appeal to you, brothers, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that all of you agree, and that 
there be no divisions among you, but that you be united in the same mind and the same 
judgment. For it has been reported to me by Chloe’s people that there is quarreling among you, 
my brothers. 
 
Philippians 4:2 
I entreat Euodia and I entreat Syntyche to agree in the Lord. 
 
Deuteronomy 18:20 
But the prophet who presumes to speak a word in my name that I have not commanded him to 
speak, or who speaks in the name of other gods, that same prophet shall die.’ 
 
Jeremiah 23:16-17 
Thus says the LORD of hosts: “Do not listen to the words of the prophets who prophesy to you, 
filling you with vain hopes. They speak visions of their own minds, not from the mouth of the 
LORD. They say continually to those who despise the word of the LORD, ‘It shall be well with 
you’; and to everyone who stubbornly follows his own heart, they say, ‘No disaster shall come 
upon you.’” 
 
2 Timothy 4:3-4 
For the time is coming when people will not endure sound teaching, but having itching ears they 
will accumulate for themselves teachers to suit their own passions, and will turn away from 
listening to the truth and wander off into myths. 
 
2 Peter 3:14-18 
Therefore, beloved, since you are waiting for these, be diligent to be found by him without spot 
or blemish, and at peace. And count the patience of our Lord as salvation, just as our beloved 
brother Paul also wrote to you according to the wisdom given him, as he does in all his letters 
when he speaks in them of these matters. There are some things in them that are hard to 
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understand, which the ignorant and unstable twist to their own destruction, as they do his other 
writings. You therefore, beloved, knowing this beforehand, take care that you are not carried 
away with the error of lawless people and lose your own stability. But grow in the grace and 
knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. To him be the glory both now and to the day of 
eternity. 
 
Titus 1:13-16 
Therefore rebuke them sharply, that they may be sound in the faith, not devoting themselves to 
Jewish myths and the commands of people who turn away from the truth. To the pure, all things 
are pure, but to the defiled and unbelieving, nothing is pure; but both their minds and their 
consciences are defiled. They profess to know God, but they deny him by their works. They are 
detestable, disobedient, unfit for any good work. 
 
1 Corinthians 8:8 
Food will not commend us to God. We are no worse off if we do not eat, and no better off if we 
do. 
 
1 Corinthians 10:29-31 
I do not mean your conscience, but his. For why should my liberty be determined by someone 
else’s conscience? If I partake with thankfulness, why am I denounced because of that for which 
I give thanks? So, whether you eat or drink, or whatever you do, do all to the glory of God. 
 
Romans 14:14 
I know and am persuaded in the Lord Jesus that nothing is unclean in itself, but it is unclean for 
anyone who thinks it unclean. 
 
Matthew 23:5-8 
“They do all their deeds to be seen by others. For they make their phylacteries broad and their 
fringes long, and they love the place of honor at feasts and the best seats in the synagogues 
and greetings in the marketplaces and being called rabbi by others. But you are not to be called 
rabbi, for you have one teacher, and you are all brothers and sisters.” 
 
Matthew 23:10-12 
“Neither be called instructors, for you have one instructor, the Christ. The greatest among you 
shall be your servant. Whoever exalts himself will be humbled, and whoever humbles himself 
will be exalted.” 
 
Matthew 23:23-24 
“Woe to you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! For you tithe mint and dill and cumin, and have 
neglected the weightier matters of the law: justice and mercy and faithfulness. These you ought 
to have done, without neglecting the others. You blind guides, straining out a gnat and 
swallowing a camel!”

For the kingdom of God is not a matter of eating and drinking but of righteousness and peace 
and joy in the Holy Spirit. 
 
 
Luke 11:41 
But give as alms those things that are within, and behold, everything is clean for you. 
 
Ephesians 4:4-6 
There is one body and one Spirit—just as you were called to the one hope that belongs to your 
call—one Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God and Father of all, who is over all and through all 
and in all. 
 
Ephesians 4:13-16 
until we all attain to the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to mature 
manhood, to the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ, so that we may no longer be 
children, tossed to and fro by the waves and carried about by every wind of doctrine, by human 
cunning, by craftiness in deceitful schemes. Rather, speaking the truth in love, we are to grow 
up in every way into him who is the head, into Christ, from whom the whole body, joined and 
held together by every joint with which it is equipped, when each part is working properly, makes 
the body grow so that it builds itself up in love. 
 
John 17:11 
And I am no longer in the world, but they are in the world, and I am coming to you. Holy Father, 
keep them in your name, which you have given me, that they may be one, even as we are one. 
 
John 17:14 
I have given them your word, and the world has hated them because they are not of the world, 
just as I am not of the world. 
 
John 17:17 
Sanctify them in the truth; your word is truth. 
 
John 17:21-22 
that they may all be one, just as you, Father, are in me, and I in you, that they also may be in us, 
so that the world may believe that you have sent me. The glory that you have given me I have 
given to them, that they may be one even as we are one, 
 
John 17:26 
I made known to them your name, and I will continue to make it known, that the love with which 
you have loved me may be in them, and I in them.” 
 
 
 



Romans 12:9-21 
Let love be genuine. Abhor what is evil; hold fast to what is good. Love one another with 
brotherly affection. Outdo one another in showing honor. Do not be slothful in zeal, be fervent in 
spirit, serve the Lord. Rejoice in hope, be patient in tribulation, be constant in prayer. Contribute 
to the needs of the saints and seek to show hospitality. Bless those who persecute you; bless 
and do not curse them. Rejoice with those who rejoice, weep with those who weep. Live in 
harmony with one another. Do not be haughty, but associate with the lowly. Never be wise in 
your own sight. Repay no one evil for evil, but give thought to do what is honorable in the sight 
of all. If possible, so far as it depends on you, live peaceably with all. Beloved, never avenge 
yourselves, but leave it to the wrath of God, for it is written, “Vengeance is mine, I will repay, 
says the Lord.” To the contrary, “if your enemy is hungry, feed him; if he is thirsty, give him 
something to drink; for by so doing you will heap burning coals on his head.” Do not be 
overcome by evil, but overcome evil with good. 
 
Romans 15:1-7 
We who are strong have an obligation to bear with the failings of the weak, and not to please 
ourselves. Let each of us please his neighbor for his good, to build him up. For Christ did not 
please himself, but as it is written, “The reproaches of those who reproached you fell on me.” 
For whatever was written in former days was written for our instruction, that through endurance 
and through the encouragement of the Scriptures we might have hope. May the God of 
endurance and encouragement grant you to live in such harmony with one another, in accord 
with Christ Jesus, that together you may with one voice glorify the God and Father of our Lord 
Jesus Christ. Therefore welcome one another as Christ has welcomed you, for the glory of God. 
 
Colossians 3:11-15 
Here there is not Greek and Jew, circumcised and uncircumcised, barbarian, Scythian, slave, 
free; but Christ is all, and in all. Put on then, as God’s chosen ones, holy and beloved, 
compassionate hearts, kindness, humility, meekness, and patience, bearing with one another 
and, if one has a complaint against another, forgiving each other; as the Lord has forgiven you, 
so you also must forgive. And above all these put on love, which binds everything together in 
perfect harmony. And let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, to which indeed you were called 
in one body. And be thankful. 
 
Colossians 3:16-17 
Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly, teaching and admonishing one another in all wisdom, 
singing psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, with thankfulness in your hearts to God. And 
whatever you do, in word or deed, do everything in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to 
God the Father through him. 
 
Acts 2:40 
And with many other words he bore witness and continued to exhort them, saying, “Save 
yourselves from this crooked generation.” 
 
 



Acts 2:42-46 
And they devoted themselves to the apostles’ teaching and the fellowship, to the breaking of 
bread and the prayers. And awe came upon every soul, and many wonders and signs were 
being done through the apostles. And all who believed were together and had all things in 
common. And they were selling their possessions and belongings and distributing the proceeds 
to all, as any had need. And day by day, attending the temple together and breaking bread in 
their homes, they received their food with glad and generous hearts, praising God and having 
favor with all the people. And the Lord added to their number day by day those who were being 
saved. 
 
Acts 2:32-37 
Now the full number of those who believed were of one heart and soul, and no one said that any 
of the things that belonged to him was his own, but they had everything in common. And with 
great power the apostles were giving their testimony to the resurrection of the Lord Jesus, and 
great grace was upon them all. There was not a needy person among them, for as many as 
were owners of lands or houses sold them and brought the proceeds of what was sold and laid 
it at the apostles’ feet, and it was distributed to each as any had need. Thus Joseph, who was 
also called by the apostles Barnabas (which means son of encouragement), a Levite, a native of 
Cyprus, sold a field that belonged to him and brought the money and laid it at the apostles’ feet. 
 
Proverbs 15:29 
The LORD is far from the wicked, but he hears the prayer of the righteous. 
 
Isaiah 1:15-17 
When you spread out your hands, I will hide my eyes from you; even though you make many 
prayers, I will not listen; your hands are full of blood. Wash yourselves; make yourselves clean; 
remove the evil of your deeds from before my eyes; cease to do evil, learn to do good; seek 
justice, correct oppression; bring justice to the fatherless, plead the widow’s cause. 
 
James 1:27 
Religion that is pure and undefiled before God the Father is this: to visit orphans and widows in 
their affliction, and to keep oneself unstained from the world. 
 
John 13:34-35 
“A new commandment I give to you, that you love one another: just as I have loved you, you 
also are to love one another. By this all people will know that you are my disciples, if you have 
love for one another.”
