1 Corinthians 6:20 
You are not your own, for you were bought with a price. So glorify God in your body. 
 
Book of Wisdom 14:12 
For the idea of making idols was the beginning of porneia, and the invention of them was the 
corruption of life. 
 
Deuteronomy 23:17 
None of the daughters of Israel shall be a cult prostitute, and none of the sons of Israel shall be 
a cult prostitute. 
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Romans 2:14-16 
For when Gentiles, who do not have the law, by nature do what the law requires, they are a law 
to themselves, even though they do not have the law. They show that the work of the law is 
written on their hearts, while their conscience also bears witness, and their conflicting thoughts 
accuse or even excuse them on that day when, according to my gospel, God judges the secrets 
of men by Christ Jesus. 
 
Romans 2:27-29 
Then he who is physically uncircumcised but keeps the law will condemn you who have the 
written code and circumcision but break the law. For no one is a Jew who is merely one 
outwardly, nor is circumcision outward and physical. But a Jew is one inwardly, and circumcision 
is a matter of the heart, by the Spirit, not by the letter. His praise is not from man but from God. 
 
Romans 7:6 
But now we are released from the law, having died to that which held us captive, so that we 
serve in the new way of the Spirit and not in the old way of the written code. 
 
2 Corinthians 3:7-8 
Now if the ministry of death, carved in letters on stone, came with such glory that the Israelites 
could not gaze at Moses’ face because of its glory, which was being brought to an end, will not 
the ministry of the Spirit have even more glory? 
 
1 Timothy 1:5 
The aim of our charge is love that issues from a pure heart and a good conscience and a 
sincere faith. 
 
Romans 14:14-20 
I know and am persuaded in the Lord Jesus that nothing is unclean in itself, but it is unclean for 
anyone who thinks it unclean. For if your brother is grieved by what you eat, you are no longer 
walking in love. By what you eat, do not destroy the one for whom Christ died. So do not let 
what you regard as good be spoken of as evil. For the kingdom of God is not a matter of eating 
and drinking but of righteousness and peace and joy in the Holy Spirit. Whoever thus serves 
Christ is acceptable to God and approved by men. So then let us pursue what makes for peace 
and for mutual upbuilding. Do not, for the sake of food, destroy the work of God. Everything is 
indeed clean, but it is wrong for anyone to make another stumble by what he eats. 
 
Galatians 2:11-14 
But when Cephas came to Antioch, I opposed him to his face, because he stood condemned. 
For before certain men came from James, he was eating with the Gentiles; but when they came 
he drew back and separated himself, fearing the circumcision party. And the rest of the Jews 
acted hypocritically along with him, so that even Barnabas was led astray by their hypocrisy. But 
when I saw that their conduct was not in step with the truth of the gospel, I said to Cephas 
before them all, “If you, though a Jew, live like a Gentile and not like a Jew, how can you force 
the Gentiles to live like Jews?”  



 
Galatians 2:21 
I do not nullify the grace of God, for if righteousness were through the law, then Christ died for 
no purpose. 
 
Romans 2:27-29 (italic clarifications added) 
Then he who is physically uncircumcised (Gentiles, those without the scriptures) but keeps the 
law (the spirit of the law…love) will condemn you who have the written code (the scriptures, the 
Bible for Jews) and circumcision (Jewish sign of salvation) but break the law . For no one is a 
Jew (a child of God…a Christian) who is merely one outwardly, nor is circumcision (salvation) 
outward and physical. But a Jew (a child of God…a Christian) is one inwardly, and circumcision 
(salvation) is a matter of the heart, by the Spirit, not by the letter (Scriptures…the Bible…rules). 
His praise is not from man but from God. 
 
Matthew 22:23-33, Mark 12:18-27, and Luke 20:27-40 (Look them up!) 
 
Matthew 22:29-32 
“You are wrong, because you know neither the Scriptures nor the power of God.” For in the 
resurrection they neither marry nor are given in marriage, but are like angels in heaven. And as 
for the resurrection of the dead, have you not read what was said to you by God: ‘I am the God 
of Abraham, and the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob’? He is not God of the dead, but of the 
living.” 
 
Genesis 6:1-8 
When man began to multiply on the face of the land and daughters were born to them, the sons 
of God saw that the daughters of man were attractive. And they took as their wives any they 
chose. Then the LORD said, “My Spirit shall not abide in man forever, for he is flesh: his days 
shall be 120 years.” The Nephilim were on the earth in those days, and also afterward, when the 
sons of God came in to the daughters of man and they bore children to them. These were the 
mighty men who were of old, the men of renown. The LORD saw that the wickedness of man 
was great in the earth, and that every intention of the thoughts of his heart was only evil 
continually. And the LORD regretted that he had made man on the earth, and it grieved him to 
his heart. So the LORD said, “I will blot out man whom I have created from the face of the land, 
man and animals and creeping things and birds of the heavens, for I am sorry that I have made 
them.” But Noah found favor in the eyes of the LORD. 
 
Jude 6-7 
And the angels who did not stay within their own position of authority, but left their proper 
dwelling, he has kept in eternal chains under gloomy darkness until the judgment of the great 
day—just as Sodom and Gomorrah and the surrounding cities, which likewise indulged in 
ekporneuo (...porneia) and pursued strange flesh, serve as an example by undergoing a 
punishment of eternal fire. 
 
 



Matthew 22:33 
And when the crowd heard it, they were astonished at his teaching. 
 
Luke 20:39-40 
Then some of the scribes answered, “Teacher, you have spoken well.” For they no longer dared 
to ask him any question. 
 
Mark 12:28-31 
And one of the scribes came up and heard them disputing with one another, and seeing that he 
answered them well, asked him, “Which commandment is the most important of all?” Jesus 
answered, “The most important is, ‘Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God, the Lord is one. And you 
shall love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind and 
with all your strength.’ The second is this: ‘You shall love your neighbor as yourself.’ There is no 
other commandment greater than these.” 
 
Revelation 21:4 
He will wipe away every tear from their eyes, and death shall be no more, neither shall there be 
mourning, nor crying, nor pain anymore, for the former things have passed away.
