List of Scripture Mentioned (ESV): 
 
Matthew 18:15-17 
“If your brother sins against you, go and tell him his fault, between you and him alone. If he 
listens to you, you have gained your brother. But if he does not listen, take one or two others 
along with you, that every charge may be established by the evidence of two or three witnesses. 
If he refuses to listen to them, tell it to the church. And if he refuses to listen even to the church, 
let him be to you as a Gentile and a tax collector. 
 
Matthew 7:1-5 
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“Judge not, that you be not judged. For with the judgment you pronounce you will be judged, 
and with the measure you use it will be measured to you. Why do you see the speck that is in 
your brother’s eye, but do not notice the log that is in your own eye? Or how can you say to your 
brother, ‘Let me take the speck out of your eye,’ when there is the log in your own eye? You 
hypocrite, first take the log out of your own eye, and then you will see clearly to take the speck 
out of your brother’s eye.”   
 
John 8:3- 
The scribes and the Pharisees brought a woman who had been caught in adultery, and placing 
her in the midst they said to him, “Teacher, this woman has been caught in the act of adultery. 
Now in the Law, Moses commanded us to stone such women. So what do you say?” This they 
said to test him, that they might have some charge to bring against him. Jesus bent down and 
wrote with his finger on the ground. And as they continued to ask him, he stood up and said to 
them, “Let him who is without sin among you be the first to throw a stone at her.” And once more 
he bent down and wrote on the ground. But when they heard it, they went away one by one, 
beginning with the older ones, and Jesus was left alone with the woman standing before him. 
Jesus stood up and said to her, “Woman, where are they? Has no one condemned you?” She 
said, “No one, Lord.” And Jesus said, “Neither do I condemn you; go, and from now on sin no 
more.” 
 
Romans 1-3 (Look it up, and while you’re at it, read Romans 13:8-10) 
 
1 Corinthians 11:2-16 
Now I commend you because you remember me in everything and maintain the traditions even 
as I delivered them to you. But I want you to understand that the head of every man is Christ, 
the head of a wife is her husband, and the head of Christ is God. Every man who prays or 
prophesies with his head covered dishonors his head, but every wife who prays or prophesies 
with her head uncovered dishonors her head, since it is the same as if her head were shaven. 
For if a wife will not cover her head, then she should cut her hair short. But since it is disgraceful 
for a wife to cut off her hair or shave her head, let her cover her head. For a man ought not to 
cover his head, since he is the image and glory of God, but woman is the glory of man. For man 
was not made from woman, but woman from man. Neither was man created for woman, but 
woman for man. That is why a wife ought to have a symbol of authority on her head, because of 
the angels. Nevertheless, in the Lord woman is not independent of man nor man of woman; for 
as woman was made from man, so man is now born of woman. And all things are from God. 
Judge for yourselves: is it proper for a wife to pray to God with her head uncovered? Does not 
nature itself teach you that if a man wears long hair it is a disgrace for him, but if a woman has 
long hair, it is her glory? For her hair is given to her for a covering. If anyone is inclined to be 
contentious, we have no such practice, nor do the churches of God. 
 
1 Corinthians 14:34-35 
the women should keep silent in the churches. For they are not permitted to speak, but should 
be in submission, as the Law also says. If there is anything they desire to learn, let them ask 
their husbands at home. For it is shameful for a woman to speak in church. 



 
1 Peter 3:3-4 
Do not let your adorning be external—the braiding of hair and the putting on of gold jewelry, or 
the clothing you wear—but let your adorning be the hidden person of the heart with the 
imperishable beauty of a gentle and quiet spirit, which in God’s sight is very precious. 
 
Matthew 5:38-42 
“You have heard that it was said, ‘An eye for an eye and a tooth for a tooth.’ But I say to you, Do 
not resist the one who is evil. But if anyone slaps you on the right cheek, turn to him the other 
also. And if anyone would sue you and take your tunic, let him have your cloak as well. And if 
anyone forces you to go one mile, go with him two miles. Give to the one who begs from you, 
and do not refuse the one who would borrow from you. 
 
 
Jeremiah 31:31-32 
“Behold, the days are coming, declares the LORD, when I will make a new covenant with the 
house of Israel and the house of Judah, not like the covenant that I made with their fathers on 
the day when I took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt, my covenant that 
they broke, though I was their husband, declares the LORD.
