LONDONDERRY TOWNSHIP (LDT)
BOARD OF SUPERVISORS’ (BOS I) MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, MARCH 10, 2020
CALL TO ORDER:  Supervisors Lou Simone, Richard Brown and Gene Wier were in attendance.  The BOS I Meeting began at 7:30 PM in the Municipal Building.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:  None
BOS I MINUTES FROM FEBRUARY 11, 2020 MEETING:  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the Minutes from the BOS I Meeting held on 02-11-2020 as written.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval.  Richard Brown abstained as he was not in attendance at the 02-11-2020 meeting.
BOS II MINUTES FROM FEBRUARY 24, 2020 MEETING:  

Gene Wier made a MOTION to approve the Minutes from the BOS II Meeting held on 02-24-2020 as written.  Richard Brown seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval.  Lou Simone abstained as he was not in attendance at the 02-24-2020 meeting.
TREASURER’S  REPORT – February, 2020:  Treasurer, Alison Emmons, reported the recent PIRMA Insurance invoice premium decreased $209.00 for 2020.  
2019 AUDIT:  The BOS acknowledged the Hostetter and Hostetter auditor’s Report and reviewed the Gawthrop Greenwood confirmation letter dated 03-02-2020.  They reviewed the 03-02-2020 BB&T (aka Truit) letter confirming the two (2) Open Space Loans.  There was discussion regarding LDT’s pay down of the loans.  Mrs. Emmons explained she had attempted to make a $50,000 additional payment on both of the loans, but only one was accepted.  The Redcay/Styer loan appears to have a variable rate which increased in 2020 (an increase of $400.00 per month).  Mrs. Emmons was, however, able to reduce the balance by $50,000.  On the Pannell OS loan, the Bank would not allow her to reduce the loan by a lump sum unless she paid off the entire loan.  Mrs. Emmons will review the loan documents to be certain the above information from the Bank is accurate.
Alison – please review the above to be sure this is accurate.  Let me know of any revisions or unclear statements.
WINTER SERVICES AGREEMENT PAYMENT:  On 02-11-2020 the Township received an electronic payment for Winter Services in the amount of $21,208.38.

PennDOT TURNBACK AGREEMENT:  On 03-02-2020 the Township received an electronic payment of $4,000.00 for the one (1) mile of Greenlawn Road which was taken over from the State by the Township many years ago.  Richard Brown explained the State paved the road and redid the shoulders ($75,000) prior to turning the road over to the Township.  

2020 – 2021 SALT CONTRACT:  Secretary Hearne explained the Township has only used about 30 Tons of salt during the 2019 – 2020 snow season.  Therefore there is salt remaining in the bins and the Township is obligated to purchase and store a total of 60% of the contracted 150 Tons.  LDT has ordered and received 23 Tons which will leave 67 Tons to be purchased and stored.  Most Townships are in the same situation with nearly full bins and no place to store more.  Lou Simone asked Secretary Hearne to obtain CoStars’ contact information and he will look into this matter.  The NEW contract for the 2020-2021 snow season is due BY MARCH 15th.  Mr. Simone will try to obtain an extension for the new contract. 
TOWNSHIP REPORTS:
A. ZONING OFFICER / BUILDING INSPECTOR REPORT – FEBRUARY, 2020:   Lou Simone read from Bill Beers’ February report as follows:  eight (8) Building Permits were issued; no (0) Building Permits are pending; no (0) demolition permits were issued and no (0) exempt Stormwater Permits were issued.  Total permit fees collected were $5,138.00.  Four (4) Use and Occupancy (U&O) permits were issued which included two (2) re-sale /rental U&O permit, two (2) regular U&O Permits, and seven (7) various construction inspections were conducted.  Census Form C-404 and the Chester County Permit Summary were submitted.  Mr. Beers contacted ESNG regarding Janet Witman’s noise complaint and, during the site visit, no noise was observed or noticed.  Mr. Beers conducted a rental inspection on Mr. Miguel Morales’ property at 2195 Gap Newport Pike.  Mr. Beers created a draft letter of his findings and is researching possible electrical violations.
Discussion:  Lou Simone requested Secretary Hearne contact Mrs. Witman to ascertain her thoughts on this matter.  Richard Brown explained he was unable to meet with Mr. Morales, but it is his understanding that the Township is waiting for a list of tenants and compliance with LDT’s ordinances (a list of 16 items).  Lou Simone requested Secretary Hearne contact Bill Beers to request a follow-up letter to Mr. Morales with a specific time frame for compliance.

B. ROADMASTER:   Lou Simone reported Geoff Burkhart has had Walsh Electric install a light in one of the salt bins; was working on pot holes; and either has or is in the process of installing speed bumps on Fernwood Road.  Mr. Simone requested Secretary Hearne contact Mr. Burkhart to determine the situation regarding Hilton Road and the Fernwood speed bumps.
C. EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT (EM):  Lou Simone met with LDT Emergency Management Director Chuck Freese on 03-04-2020.  Their meeting yielded several basic recommendations:
1. White Boards (2) should be purchased in two sizes.  One could be placed on the easel and the other either on the back wall or easily moved from place to place.

2. LDT should participate in the Octorara Regional Management Meetings slated for the second Wednesday of each month at the Cochranville Fire Company at 7:00 PM.  

3. LDT should invite the Superintendent of the Octorara School District to attend a BOS Meeting.  (Mr. Simone will extend an invitation.)  Mr. Simone reminded the audience that Octorara Middle School serves as a Point of Distribution (POD) for emergency needs (meds) in our area
4. It is REQUIRED that ALL Supervisors must take a minimum of two (2) Emergency Management System (FEMA) courses on line.

Mr. Simone asked if there was a general Emergency Management System Plan on hand.  Secretary Hearne responded there was and a copy will be placed in Mr. Simone’s Township mailbox for his use and review.

MEETING WITH MIKE HARRIS, COCHRANVILLE FIRE COMPANY and CHESTER COUNTY FIRE EMS STRTEGIC PLANNING QUESTION-NAIRE:  Lou Simone met with Mike Harris, Fire Chief, on 03-10-2020.  Under discussion was the Chester County Fire EMS Strategic Planning Questionnaire.  Mr. Simone went through the entire questionnaire, line by line, with the Supervisors to determine a group consensus to each of the questions.  Secretary Hearne will fill out and submit the questionnaire online.
CARBON MONOXIDE DETECTORS:  The Cochranville Fire Company received a quantity of carbon monoxide detectors which they distributed to residents of the Londonderry Township Trailer Park and other residents they deemed vulnerable in the area.  They began with 115 detectors, made 67 contacts and distributed 35 detectors (11 were distributed to the LDT Trailer Park).  There are 60 left and CFC will determine other appropriate residences for distribution.  
D. PLANNING COMMISSION (PC):  There will be a PC meeting on 03-17-2020 at 7:30 PM.  Under discussion will be the Wiggins Project and Offer of Extension as well as the Micolucci Sewage Facilities Planning Module.
E. OPEN SPACE COMMITTEE (OSC):  The OSC did not meet in February and has cancelled the March Meeting.  
F. HISTORICAL COMMITTEE (HC):  The Historical Committee did not meet in February.  The next meeting will be on Tuesday, March 24, 2020 at 7:00 PM.
G. WEBSITE / FACEBOOK:   Gene Wier noted he has created links to health care and a YouTube website.  GENE – does this make sense?  My notes have HC – is this Health Care or Historical Committee or something else entirely???  I’ve no idea.  The reference to the YouTube website – I don’t recall what that was about at all.  Could use your help on these details.
OLD BUSINESS:  
A. MORALES ENFORCEMENT:  This topic was discussed earlier under ZONING OFFICER – DISCUSSION.   Bill Beers will write a follow up letter which will include a due date for compliance.
B. SEC. OF STATE MICHEAL POMPEO, Executive Order 13888, Re: Enhancing State and Local Involvement in Refugee Resettlement:  Lou Simone contacted LDT attorney, Stacey Fuller, for her opinion.  She advised to let this sit for now as there is a Judge which placed this issue on hold.  Currently she is waiting for an update from the Judge.
NEW BUSINESS:
A. HONEYCROFT – PHASE V, ESCROW RELEASE #3:  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the Honeycroft – Phase V Escrow Release #3 as recommended in the ARRO letter dated 02-25-2020.  This will reduce the Letter of Credit by $43,544.95 and the Letter of Credit balance will be $1,138,231.36.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.
B. HONEYCROFT – PHASE V, ESCROW RELEASE #4:  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the Honeycroft – Phase V Escrow Release #4 as recommended in the ARRO letter dated 03-03-2020.  This will reduce the Letter of Credit by $150,438.19 and the Letter of Credit balance will be $987,793.17.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.
C. PSATS COVID-19 VIRUS RECOMMENDATIONS:  The BOS reviewed recommendations to Township Officials sent on 03-06-2020 by Dave Sanko, Director of PSATS.
D. PA REP. MIKE TURZAI LETTER:  The BOS reviewed the response letter from Rep. Turzai regarding redistricting dated 02-05-2020.  He is not in favor of redistricting.
