BOARD OF SUPERVISORS’ (BOS I) MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, APRIL 14, 2020
TELEPHONE CONFERENCE CALL

DRAFT MINUTES
CALL TO ORDER:  Supervisors Lou Simone, Richard Brown, Gene Wier, Alison Emmons and Janice Hearne were in attendance.  The BOS I Meeting began at 7:30 PM via teleconferencing.  This meeting announcement along with the Agenda was posted on Facebook.  
PUBLIC COMMENTS:  An opportunity was given via the Facebook posting for Township residents to send in questions and concerns for BOS review and consideration.  None were received.
BOS I MINUTES FROM MARCH 10, 2020 MEETING:  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the Minutes from the BOS I Meeting held on 03-10-2020 as submitted.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.  
BOS II MINUTES FROM MARCH 23, 2020 EMERGENCY MEETING CONDUCTED BY TELECONFERENCE DUE TO COVID-19 EMERGENCY:  

Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the Minutes from the BOS II Emergency Meeting held on 03-23-2020 as written.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.  

TREASURER’S  REPORT – MARCH, 2020:  Treasurer, Alison Emmons, reported the March Treasurer’s report was standard.  The Township did, however, pay off the Styer/Redcay Open Space Loan which had the proposed increased interest rate.  This loan is now paid in full and Mrs. Emmons has received paperwork which will be filed in the Township.  Mrs. Emmons noted the Pannell Open Space Loan remains in effect and cannot be paid off early without penalty.   Lou Simone made a MOTION to accept the Treasurer’s Report as written.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.
TOWNSHIP REPORTS:
A. ZONING OFFICER / BUILDING INSPECTOR REPORT – MARCH, 2020:   The BOS reviewed Bill Beers’ March report as follows:  one (1) Building Permit was issued; two (2) Building Permits are pending; no (0) demolition permits were issued and no (0) exempt Stormwater Permits were issued.  Total permit fees collected were $359.50.  Five (5) Use and Occupancy (U&O) permits were issued which included one (1) rental U&O permit, three (3) resale U&O Permits, and one (1) temporary access U&O.  Six (6) various construction inspections were conducted.  Census Form C-404 and the Chester County Permit Summary were submitted.  Mr. Beers continues to monitor ESNG regarding the Witman noise complaint and, during his site visits, no noise was observed.  Mr. Beers is awaiting the required changes to the Morales house at 2195 Gap Newport Pike for code compliance as a 
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result of the inspection in February.  Mr. Beers received a contractor estimated cost to gunite the Fernwood Road Bridge at about $180,000.  Tom Scott from Highland is looking into other alternatives to satisfy PennDOT and PCS, PennDOT’s consultant.
Discussion - Morales:  Lou Simone requested Secretary Hearne contact Mr. Beers to issue a registered letter to be delivered to Mr. Morales designating a specific date / time frame in which Mr. Morales must be in compliance.  
Additional Discussion – Fernwood Bridge Repairs:  The BOS agreed the estimate was quite expensive, but Tom Scott of Highland will seek other alternatives.  This topic will remain open.
B. ROADMASTER:   Lou Simone reported Geoff Burkhart conducted a road check following a rain and wind storm.  He noted a wash-out with some damage on Daleville Road.  The exact location was unknown, but Mr. Burkhart will be consulted regarding the exact location.  Depending on where the problem is on Daleville, it could be either a PennDOT or Township responsibility.  
C. EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT (EM):  The Resolution issued by the BOS declaring a Local State of Disaster Emergency issued on 03-06-2020 remains in effect until further notice and does not require any further action by the Board.
D. PLANNING COMMISSION (PC):  The March and April PC Meetings have been cancelled.
E. OPEN SPACE COMMITTEE (OSC):  The OSC did not meet in March and has been cancelled for April.  
F. HISTORICAL COMMITTEE (HC):  The Historical Committee did not meet in March and has cancelled for April.
G. WEBSITE / FACEBOOK:   Both have been updated.  There was discussion regarding the need to advertise on the LDT website and Facebook any BOS meetings conducted via telecommunications.  Gene Wier explained a Tab could be created on the website for future meetings.  In an email on 04-14-2020 Stacey Fuller noted HB 841 & SB 841 may have passed in the PA legislature and that Governor Wolf was expected to sign it.  This Bill spells out meeting requirements during the Covid-19 crisis.  A webinar Alison Emmons monitored suggested a Township could satisfy resident participation in meetings by submitting either written questions / concerns or express them verbally by calling the Township.  Written questions / concerns could be submitted via US Mail, email or fax.  Any concerns expressed by residents would then be considered by the BOS during the next meeting, responses would be noted in the Minutes and the Minutes would be posted to the website within 20 days.
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OLD BUSINESS:  
A. MORALES ENFORCEMENT:  This topic was discussed earlier under ZONING OFFICER – DISCUSSION.   Bill Beers will write a follow up letter which will include a due date / time frame for compliance.
B. WIGGINS OFFER OF EXTENSION:  The Wiggins Offer of Extension is in effect until May 15, 2020.  No further action is necessary at this time.
C. HOUGHTON EMAIL (04-10-2020) & SPENCE ANDRESS’ RESPONSE (04-13-2020):  Lou Simone expressed serious concerns regarding compliance.  Richard Brown expressed his desire to visit the area to determine what still requires remediation.  It was noted there appears to be more equipment on the premises than in the past.  There was a question as to whether equipment should be relocated to another location?  Mrs. Emmons noted Mr. Houghton’s account continues to be past due.  It was determined that Dick Brown, Bill Bills and possibly Lou Simone will meet on-site in the next few days and report their findings back to the BOS. 
NEW BUSINESS:
A. 2020 COCHRANVILLE LAWN SERVICE 1 YEAR CONTRACT:

This contract is the same as 2019.  Richard Brown made a MOTION to approve the 2020 Cochranville Lawn Service Contract for 1 year including authorization to apply a pre-emergent treatment to the soccer field.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.  The contract requires two (2) signatures.  Signatures will be affixed as soon as possible.
B. LDT SOCCER FIELD RESERVATION:  In an email dated 03-12-2020 Grant Acosta, on behalf of Octorara Soccer Club/LanChester United Boys Soccer Teams, requested use of the LDT Soccer Field on Wednesdays, 6-8 PM from end of March until early June.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the use of the LDT soccer field by Octorara Soccer Club/
LanChester United Boys Soccer Teams on Wednesdays, 6-8 PM from end of March until early June but with the CONDITION that the association is NOT permitted to use the field unless permitted to do so by Governor Wolf’s Order.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 in favor.
D. PRIMARY ELECTION DAY:  Prior to the Covid-19 emergency Primary Election Day was scheduled for Tuesday, April 28th.  Per order of Governor Wolf Primary Election Day has been moved to Tuesday, June 2, 2020.  Per Dick Brown’s request Secretary Hearne and Mrs. Emmons created posters for residents to secure mail-in ballots.  Laminated copies will be posted in appropriate locations within Londonderry Township.
ANNOUNCEMENTS / CORRESPONDENCE:  All Meetings previously held in the Municipal Building have been cancelled until the emergency has been lifted.
A. PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING:  April PC Meeting Cancelled.
B. OPEN SPACE COMMITTEE:  April OS Meeting Cancelled.  
C. BOS II MEETING:  Scheduled for April 27, 2020.  Dependent on current emergency situation – Likely A Telecommunication Meeting.
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D. HISTORICAL COMMITTEE:  Wednesday, April 29th Meeting Cancelled
E. BOS I MEETING:  Tuesday, May 12, 2020 at 7:30 PM.  Dependent on status of the Covid-19 emergency – Likely A Telecommunication Meeting.
PAY BILLS:   Bills were reviewed and paid in the usual manner.  Checks were signed prior to this meeting.
ADJOURNMENT:  As there was no further business before the BOS a MOTION was made by Lou Simone and seconded by Gene Wier to adjourn the meeting at 7:52 PM.  The vote was 3-0 in favor.
