LONDONDERRY TOWNSHIP (LDT)
BOARD OF SUPERVISORS’ (BOS I) MEETING MINUTES
TUESDAY, MAY 12, 2020
TELEPHONE CONFERENCE CALL

CALL TO ORDER:  Supervisors Richard Brown, Gene Wier, Treasurer Alison Emmons and Secretary Janice Hearne were in attendance.  Lou Simone joined the call a few minutes late due to technical difficulties.  The BOS I Meeting was brought to order by Richard Brown at 7:30 PM via teleconferencing.  This meeting announcement along with the Agenda was posted on Facebook and the Township website at least five (5) days prior to the meeting.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:  An opportunity was given via the website and Facebook posting for Township residents to send in questions and concerns for BOS review and consideration.  None were received.
BOS I MINUTES FROM APRIL 14, 2020 MEETING:  Richard Brown made a MOTION to approve the Minutes from the BOS I Teleconference Meeting held on 04-12-2020 as submitted.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval as Lou Simone had not yet joined the meeting.  
APRIL BOS II MEETING:  The BOS II Meeting scheduled for 04-27-2020 was cancelled.
TREASURER’S  REPORT – APRIL, 2020:  Treasurer, Alison Emmons, reported the April Treasurer’s report was standard.  Mrs. Emmons noted the General Fund  Checking Account contained excess funds, therefore $750,000 was transferred to the Savings Account.  Richard Brown suggested Mrs. Emmons explore and transfer $500,000 into a CD or with PLGIT, whichever has the best rate.      Richard Brown made a MOTION to accept the Treasurer’s Report as written.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval.
MALVERN BANK CD RENEWAL:  May 10, 2020 Renewal Date.  Mrs. Emmons noted the CD ($208,573.94) was automatically renewed on May 10, 2020.  Richard Brown made a MOTION to approve the Malvern Bank CD Automatic Renewal of $208,573.94.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 in favor.
TOWNSHIP REPORTS:
A. ZONING OFFICER / BUILDING INSPECTOR REPORT – APRIL, 2020:   The BOS reviewed Bill Beers’ April report as follows:  three (3) Building Permits were issued; one (1) Building Permits is pending a Conditional Use Hearing for Suzanne Kloud; no (0) demolition permits were issued and no (0) exempt Stormwater Permits were issued.  Total permit fees collected were $2,439.50.  Six (6) Use and Occupancy (U&O) permits were issued which included one (1) rental U&O permit, three (3) resale U&O Permits, one (1) final U&O Permit and one (1) temporary access U&O.  Four (4)
various construction inspections were conducted.  Census Form C-404 and the Chester County Permit Summary were submitted.  Mr. Beers continues to monitor ESNG regarding the Witman noise complaint and, during his site visits, no noise was observed.  Mr. Beers met with a PennDOT Consultant regarding the Fernwood Bridge to review structural issues.  He is also looking into CC Historical and Township records for information on the bridge ownership.  A letter has been issued to Suzanne Kloud regarding a highway occupancy permit, stormwater, steep slope issues and the need for a Conditional Use Hearing on the steep slope issue.  Aerial photos on the Houghton issue were sent to the BOS and office for a historical perspective of site activities on the property.
Discussion:  Richard Brown noted Mr. Beers’ report had been read by the BOS.  The Houghton aerial photos from 2008, 2010, 2014, 2015 and 2017 show differences from year to year.  Richard Brown reiterated the need for a letter to be drawn up for Mr. Morales designating a specific date by which he must be in compliance with the ordinances.  Regarding the Suzanne Kloud property, there are significant details and permits which need to be followed up on.
B. ROADMASTER:   Richard Brown noted the BOS have verbally approved the expenditure of approximately $508.00 for four (4) road barricades as requested by Geoff Burkhart.
C. EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT (EM):  Geoff Burkhart and Secretary Hearne had previously submitted a Road Closure Procedures document to the BOS for review and approval.  This document was approved and will be posted in the Municipal Building.
D. PLANNING COMMISSION (PC):  The April PC Meeting was cancelled due to the pandemic.  The May PC Meeting will also be cancelled.
E. OPEN SPACE COMMITTEE (OSC):  The OSC did not meet in April and May’s OSC meeting has been cancelled as well.  
F. HISTORICAL COMMITTEE (HC):  The Historical Committee did not meet in April and will be cancelled in May as well.
G. WEBSITE / FACEBOOK:   Updated.  The BOS thanked Gene Wier for his continued monitoring of both.
OLD BUSINESS:  
A. MORALES ENFORCEMENT:  This topic was discussed in the meeting.
B. WIGGINS OFFER OF EXTENSION:  The Township received the most recent Wiggins Offer of Extension dated May 6, 2020.  This offer is in effect until July 29, 2020.  The Board acknowledged the Wiggins Offer of Extension until July 29, 2020.  Secretary Hearne will send a letter of acknowledgement to DL Powell and Mr. Wiggins.
Lou Simone acknowledged he had joined the meeting.
C. FERNWOOD BRIDGE MEETING:  Richard Brown explained this is a work in progress.  Lou Simone noted he had asked Diane Henryson to look into 
ownership of the Fernwood Bridge via her historical information and contacts.  Richard Brown responded research had been done in the past which established the bridge is owned by LDT and Highland.  Each Township owns one half of the bridge.
D. HOUGHTON PROPERTY MEETING:  Richard Brown acknowledged receipt of aerial photos submitted by Bill Beers.  These show significantly more equipment now as compared to past years.  Gene Wier noted almost all of his equipment is on his property due to the pandemic.  At least time, due to the pandemic, there are no carnivals or large gatherings allowed in Pennsylvania.
NEW BUSINESS:
A. ARRO / MS4 PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT:  This Agreement was discussed by the BOS.  Of particular interest was the $10,000 lump sum fee.  Alison Emmons did not remember a lump sum fee paid to ARRO last year and agreed Mrs. Emmons should research past payments to ARRO for MS4 related expenditures.  Richard Brown felt $10,000 was too high.  This Agenda item was tabled until next month. 
B. CHESTER COUNTY DEPT. OF COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – 2021 – 2023 CC Housing & Community Development Programs / Opt IN or Opt OUT:  Following a short discussion, Richard Brown made a MOTION to OPT IN to the CC Dept. of Community Development 2021 – 2023 CC Housing & Community Development Programs.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.
C. 2020 – 2021 CO-STARS SALT CONTRACT:  Secretary Hearne explained the Salt Contract had been renewed for 100 Tons of salt for next year’s snow plowing season.
D. REP. JOHN LAWRENCE RESPONSE TO GRANTS/ADDITIONAL FUNDING FOR COCHRANVILLE FIRE COMPANY:   Secretary Janice Hearne contacted Rep. Lawrence’s office to explore the feasibility of additional funding for the Cochranville Fire Company and other responders to the virus since their funding opportunities have been drastically curtailed.  Rep. Lawrence left a voice mail on 05-01-2020 in which he acknowledged there would be a need for additional funding in the near future.  However, additional funding will be required for many other entities as well.  He invited any of the BOS to call on him to discuss options or ideas.   Richard Brown noted all communities will feel the affects of reduced dollars as everyone works through this crisis.
E. LDT AFTER THE “STAY AT HOME” ORDER IS LIFTED:  The most recent extension of the “Stay At Home” order by Gov. Wolf is until June 4th.  Richard Brown suggested once the Municipal Building is deemed OPEN, everyone should be required to wear face coverings and continue to observe social distancing.  Alison Emmons suggested closing the door between the Meeting Room and the hall.  This will provide a physical barrier 

while allowing safe conversation and the ability to accept / dispense paperwork.
F. PRIMARY ELECTION DAY – Rescheduled to Tuesday, June 2, 2010:  Richard Brown noted he has been in contact with CC Voter Services regarding ways the Township may provide for the safety of voters.  The Township has encouraged Voting By Mail if possible.  He suggested placing spacing tapes on the floor and outside the building to regulate voter distancing while waiting to vote.  Secretary Hearne has also reached out to her contact at Voter Services, but had not received a reply by meeting time.  Alison Emmons indicated Voter Services would supply sanitizer, masks for poll workers only, as well as plastic shields.  In addition there are other plans and means of keeping everyone safe at the polls.  

G. EMBOSSER ORDERED:  An embosser with the new seal has been ordered but hasn’t arrived at this time.
ANNOUNCEMENTS / CORRESPONDENCE:  All Meetings previously held in the Municipal Building have been cancelled until the emergency has been lifted.
A. PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING:  Scheduled for May 19, 2020 at 7:30 PM.  Cancelled
B. OPEN SPACE COMMITTEE:  May OS Meeting - Cancelled. 
C. OFFICE CLOSED – MEMORIAL DAY, Monday, May 25, 2020: 

D. BOS II MEETING:  Scheduled for May 26, 2020, 7:30 PM.  Possibly via Teleconferencing if necessary. Dependent on Covid-19 Directives.  Likely cancelled as business topics are light at this time.
E. HISTORICAL COMMITTEE:  Scheduled for Wednesday, May 27th, at 7:00 PM.  Cancelled
F. PRIMARY ELECTION DAY:  Tuesday, June 2, 2020
G. BOS I MEETING:  Tuesday, June 09, 2020 at 7:30 PM.  Possibly in person in the Municipal Building but dependent on status of the Covid-19 emergency.  
PAY BILLS:   Bills were reviewed and paid in the usual manner.  Checks will be signed in the Township Municipal Building tomorrow morning.
ADJOURNMENT:  As there was no further business before the BOS a MOTION was made by Richard Brown and seconded by Gene Wier to adjourn the meeting at 7:56 PM.  The vote was 3-0 in favor.
