BOARD OF SUPERVISORS’ (BOS I) MEETING MINUTES
TUESDAY, AUGUST 11, 2020
TELEPHONE CONFERENCE CALL

DRAFT MINUTES
CALL TO ORDER:  Supervisors Lou Simone, Richard Brown, Gene Wier, Secretary Janice Hearne and Treasurer Alison Emmons were in attendance.  The BOS I Meeting was brought to order by Lou Simone at 7:31 PM via teleconferencing.  The meeting announcement along with the Agenda were posted on Facebook and the Township website at least five (5) days prior to the meeting.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:  An opportunity was given via the website and Facebook for Township residents to phone, email or fax questions or concerns to the LDT office for BOS review and consideration.  No citizen submitted questions or concerns.  
SUE WALKER, DISTRICT DIRECTOR FOR REP. CHRISSY HOULAHAN, US CONGRESS, 6th DISTRICT:   The Board welcomed Ms. Walker to the meeting.  She responded that last year she was able to address the Township in person and thanked the BOS for allowing her to meet with them electronically this year.  She explained the functions of Rep. Crissy Houlahan’s office were to reach out to various US Departments (IRS, Education, Agriculture, Small Business, etc.) to investigate and resolve conflicts for her district residents.  The Township Board is welcome to request Grant assistance, preferably with 2-3 weeks advance notice.  Rep. Houlahan’s office has closed cases involving constituents and the Social Security Administration, Veterans Administration, and IRS Tax issues.  She has conducted more than twelve (12) Town Halls via teleconferencing and assisted with securing local and school funding as well as rebate checks.  Regarding the US Census Ms. Walker stressed the importance for EVERYONE in the household to be counted – in particular children under five (5) who are the part of the population which are most notable undercounted.  There were no questions from the BOS, but were invited to contact Rep. Houlahan’s office should there be a need.  She invited every registered voter to cast their ballot in whatever manner was best suited to their circumstance and thanked the BOS for the opportunity to speak with them.  In turn the Board thanked Ms. Walker for attending virtually.
BOS I MINUTES FROM JULY 14, 2020 MEETING:  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the Minutes from the BOS I Teleconference Meeting held on 07-14-2020 as submitted.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.  
JULY BOS II MEETING:  The BOS II Meeting scheduled for July 27, 2020 was cancelled.
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CORRECTED TREASURER’S REPORT – JUNE, 2020:  Ms. Emmons explained there was an error on last month’s Treasurer’s Report that was corrected.  The BOS acknowledged the correction. 
TREASURER’S REPORT – JULY, 2020:  Ms. Emmons reminded the BOS that this month’s check run contained a check for SCCEMS and, therefore, all Fire and Ambulance obligations have been paid for 2020.  In addition the Township received a $5,000 check for an Open Space grant applied for by Barbara Stewart.  The BOS thanked Dr. Stewart for her hard work on LDT’s behalf.
LOWE’S CREDIT CARD REQUEST:  Ms. Emmons made application 10 – 14 days or longer ago, but has not either received the card or a letter.  She will call to check on the progress.  The card should be delivered to the Township.
TOWNSHIP REPORTS:
A. ZONING OFFICER / BUILDING INSPECTOR REPORT – JULY, 2020:   Prior to the meeting the Board had reviewed Bill Beers’ July report which is as follows:  There were eight (8) Building Permits issued - one (1) Building Permit is pending signed sealed drawings. There was one (1) Demolition permit issued and three (3) exempt Stormwater Permits.  Total permit fees collected were $4,664.00.  Seven (7) Use and Occupancy (U&O) permits were issued which included three (3) regular U&Os and four (4) resale U&Os along with eight (8) various construction inspections conducted.  Census Form C-404 and the Chester County Permit Summary were submitted.  
Witman Noise Complaint:  Mr. Beers continues to monitor ESNG regarding the Witman noise complaint and, during his site visits, no noise was observed. 
Dr. Suzanne Kloud granted an extension of time (2 years) on her Conditional Use Hearing application. 
Strawbridge Paddock:  Mr. Beers continues to follow up on a complaint regarding a Strawbridge paddock on St. Malachi Road which is not vegetated and causing turbidity problems down stream below Suzanne Kloud.  
Houghton Proposal Denial:  Bill Beers sent a denial letter to Mr. Houghton regarding his proposal to hold children’s birthday parties with rides as this activity is not allowed per LDT’s zoning ordinances.  
B. ROADMASTER:  Geoff Burkhart set a trap for a groundhog that was making a mess in the radio room at the back of the building.  He caught and relocated one, but will see if there are any others.  The speed bumps and signage are expected to be installed when the weather is cooler.  There were no phone calls regarding downed trees from the recent storms, but three roads had to be closed (Fernwood, White Horse and Rt. 926) due to downed trees.  The storms identified a need for additional traffic cones, bars and Road Closed signs.  Therefore, Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve an expenditure from the Traffic Store in the amount of $953.50 for 
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30 cones, 10 bars and 6 Road Closed signs.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.
C. EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT (EM):  Lou Simone said there were “no major issues this week” other than the storms and heavy rain.
D. PLANNING COMMISSION (PC):  The July Meeting was cancelled and the  August PC Meeting will also be cancelled.

E. OPEN SPACE COMMITTEE (OSC):  The OSC did not meet in June and July’s OSC meeting has been cancelled as well. 
HISTORICAL COMMITTEE (HC):  The Historical Committee met on July  28th.  The possible building for Historical artifacts and documents storage was discussed with a list of building parameters/requests listed.  A copy of the Historical Committee’s Minutes will be forwarded to the BOS for discussion at the September BOS I Meeting.
F. WEBSITE / FACEBOOK:   Gene Wier suggested a Thank You note might be posted on the website/Facebook page for the citizens who helped out with the downed trees and road closure postings following the recent storms.  Also he suggested a note also to be posted asking citizens to alert the office when incidents occur in the Township of which we should be made aware.
OLD BUSINESS:  
A. MORALES:  Nothing new on this topic.
B. WIGGINS:  Offer of Extension expires on 09-14-2020.   Spence Andress will send a letter or email to DL Howell requesting information on the progress on the placement of the monuments.  
C. HOUGHTON PROPOSAL FOR CHILDREN’S BIRTHDAY PARTIES:  Bill Beers sent a project denial letter on 08-11-2020 as LDT’s ordinances do not allow this use.
D. KLOUD CONDITIONAL USE (CU) HEARING:  Stacey Fuller received notice that Dr. Kloud granted a 2 year extension for the Conditional Use Hearing.  Lou Simone noted there was nothing to be done on this at this time.
E.  MODULAR BUILDING PROPOSED FOR LDT:   Lou Simone explained the BOS is awaiting information from the Historical Committee.  This topic will be discussed at the September BOS I Meeting.
F. SALT BAY REPAIRS:  Richard Brown reported the salt bay has been repaired.  Mr. Mummert will install steel siding on the outside end wall soon.  Dr. Brown noted the repairs look good
G. 2019-2020 SALT CONTRACT:  Lou Simone recommended the salt delivery balance from the 2019 – 2020 Salt Contract should be ordered once the repairs to the salt bay are complete.  Secretary Hearne will check with Darryl King regarding the capacity of the bins (probably 100 Tons/bin).
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NEW BUSINESS:
A. VERIZON – Agreement Renewal:  Lou Simone requested the Verizon letter dated 07-14-2020 be sent to Stacey Fuller, Township attorney, for her opinion and negotiation as has been done in the past.

B. CHESTER COUNTY TAX CLAIM BUREAU 07-15-2020 LETTER:  Four (4) properties in Londonderry were listed on the Tax Claim form.

C. NEW DALEVILLE PARKING ISSUES:  New Daleville HOA officer, Alan Johnson, sent an email to the Township on 08-04-2020 regarding parking problems.  Lou Simone will consult with Stacey Fuller for her legal opinion.  It was suggested possibly the easiest solution is to tow one or two cars and this might solve the problem.

D. PennDOT MASTER AGREEMENT FORECASTING ADJUSTMENTS AGREEMENT:  The BOS had previously received and read the Agreement.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the Master Agreement Forecasting Adjustments and Resolution #03-2020 which accompanies the Agreement.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 in favor.
E. MUNICIPAL ASSISTANCE PROGRAM – Floodplain Ordinance Reimbursement:  There have been no expenses to document.
F. WINDURRA – Indoor Riding Facility:  No new information has been supplied, therefore this topic will wait for further information.
G. COCHRANVILLE FIRE COMPANY ANNUAL MEETING:  The meeting is scheduled for Monday, September 21, 2020 but there will not be a dinner due to the Covid virus.  Lou Simone will attend and Secretary Hearne will RSVP.
H. SCCEMS 2021 CONTRIBUTION:  In 2019 LDT contributed $14,000 and in 2020 the contribution was $16,000.  The reconfigured LDT share for 2021 is now $12,600.  This reconfiguration is more equitable among the members.  The BOS formally agreed to the 2021 contribution of $12,600.
