LONDONDERRY TOWNSHIP (LDT)
BOARD OF SUPERVISORS’ (BOS I) MEETING MINUTES
TUESDAY, APRIL 12, 2022
CALL TO ORDER:  Supervisors Lou Simone, Richard Brown and Gene Wier were in attendance along with Treasurer Alison Emmons (acting Secretary) and Road Master Geoff Burkhart.  Secretary Janice Hearne was not in attendance.  In the audience were residents Bill Venditta, Rich and Diane Henryson, Charlie Rodgers and Stephen McHenry.  The BOS I Meeting began at 7:32 PM.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:  Mr. Bill Venditta was recognized.  Under discussion were Londonderry Meadows six (6) retention basins with two (2) basins in the park parallel to Route 41.  Richard Brown noted there are two (2) springs and existing wetlands in this area.  The excess water is coming from the wetlands/springs.  The southwest basins are working properly.  Dick Brown agreed to look at Mr. Venditta’s property.  Mr. Venditta expressed his opinion that the “basins are faulty”.  Lou Simone suggested bringing Mike Bingham of ARRO in to look at the issues and possibly supply procedures to mitigate the issues.  Lou will call Mr. Bingham.
BOS I MINUTES FROM MARCH 08, 2022 MEETING:  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the Minutes from the BOS I meeting of March 08, 2022 as submitted.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.  
TREASURER’S  REPORT -  MARCH:  Treasurer Alison Emmons submitted and the BOS reviewed/approved the March Treasurer’s Report.  
2022 LIQUID FUELS FUND PAYMENT:  Mrs. Emmons explained the Liquid Fuels Funds for 2022 were received in the amount of $95,398.74.  
TOWNSHIP REPORTS:
A. ZONING OFFICER / BUILDING INSPECTOR REPORT – MARCH, 2022:   The Board reviewed Bill Beers’ March report as follows: There were four (4) Building Permits issued; three (3) building permits are pending and two (2) Exempt Storm Water Permits were issued.  One (1) Shed Permit was issued.  Total permit fees collected were $1,871.00.  Six (6) Use and Occupancy permits were issued with three (3) resale and three (3) regular U&O’s issued.  A total of nine (9) various construction inspections were conducted.   The Fernwood Bridge Zoom calls continue to be held with FEMA and PEMA.  Highland Township authorized the topo survey work and the Hydraulic stream study.  Additionally the PNDI study will also be conducted.  A copy of the bridge inspection report by FEMA/PEMA was attached to Mr. Beers’ report.   Mr. Beers will issue an Enforcement Notice to Mr. John DeHaven and Ms. Lynn Karmilowicz for junk autos and other junk.  Mr. Beers is also drafting an EFN for the old Dewey Roop property on Baker road for junk.  Mr. Beers attended the ZHB meeting for Runneymede 
Sanctuary on March 31, 2022 and verified posting of the property.  Lastly,

Mr. Beers is working with an Amish property owner on Baker Road for a Conditional Use Hearing and a variance request for an Amish School. 
B. ROADMASTER:   Geoff Burkhart gave the following report of recent Township activity: 

Hilton Road - East of White Horse Rd.:  There is a cement culvert pipe separated on the Penn Township side.  This will be dug out and replaced.  There will be added rip rap.
Dave Jackson property at Greenfield and Harvest Drive:  There are two (2) sinking drains in Mr. Jackson’s yard which LDT has filled in several times.  The drains are NOT the responsibility of the Township as they belong to the HOA.  Mr. Burkhart will let Mr. Jackson know the drains are NOT the Township’s responsibility. 

Fiat Allis Front End Loader:  Flasher parts are unavailable.  Mr. Burkhart will try to convert from a 12 Volt system to a 24 Volt system.
Ford F-550 Truck:  An electric motor was replaced.
New Daleville Walking Path:  Signs are in.

Sickle Mower:  Mr. Burkhart presented a proposal to rent a mower for five (5) days from SEI at a cost of $2,700.00.  This mower will cut up to 5 inch diameter limbs up to 5 feet tall.  Richard Brown suggested paying Highland Township to do the work using Highland’s equipment.  Mr. Burkhart responded his opinion was that LDT still needs to replace the LDT mower.
Ford F-550 Truck:  Mr. Burkhart suggested the need to install a flatbed on this truck which would involve removing the hydraulic lift and adding an electric lift.  In addition he suggested installing a salt spreader on it for winter operations.  Mr. Burkhart will secure price quotes.  Lou Simone suggested LDT might consider purchasing a new truck.  Mr. Burkhart responded there would still be the need for a V-plow on the truck.

Overall Truck Maintenance Cost Report:  Alison Emmons was requested to create a schedule of maintenance costs on each LDT truck.

   D.  PLANNING COMMISSION (PC):  There was no PC Meeting in March.

   E.  OPEN SPACE COMMITTEE (OSC):  The OSC did not meet in March. The
         next scheduled meeting for Wednesday, April 20, 2022 will be cancelled

         per Richard Brown.  Chairman Hank Detering resigned as of April 4, 2022. 

        A new committee member will need to be appointed.
   F.  HISTORICAL COMMITTEE (HC):  The Historical Committee met on March 

        22, 2022.  The next scheduled meeting will be on Tuesday, April 26, 2022 at
        7:00 PM.  Diane Henryson provided an update on the meeting with the Task

        Force and Tim Cassidy.  The Task Force is in the process of compiling a 

        “Wish List” for the building renovations.   In addition the Township HC will 

        participate in the 150th Parkesburg Celebration on May 21st.   Members of 

        the HC will man a table at the Celebration.
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  G.  WEBSITE / FACEBOOK:   Gene Wier continues to update the website and 
       Facebook as necessary.
OLD BUSINESS:  
A. LDT MUNICIPAL BUILDING RENOVATIONS:  The Task Force provided Tim Cassidy with a “Wish List”.  Gene Wier noted the process is ongoing and progress is being made.
B. FERNWOOD BRIDGE REPLACEMENT MEETING WITH PEMA:  The BOS were provided with Minutes from the Zoom meeting held on 03-18-2022 at Highland Twp. Building.  Invoices, a copy of the LDT Insurance policy and Geoff Burkhart’s pictures of the bridge have been sent to Bill Beers.  Lou Simone committed to attending future meetings with PEMA.
C. LONDONDERRY MEADOWS CROSSWALK:  Richard Brown reported this is an ongoing project and had a conference call with PennDOT.  LDT needs to apply for a Highway Occupancy Permit.  Prior to applying for the Permit, LDT must have an engineering firm conduct a review.  Dr. Brown had contacted Regester and discussed the scope of work.  A contract had been sent to Dr. Brown for presentation to the Board.  Richard Brown made a MOTION for Regester, Inc to conduct the survey and fill out the Highway Occupancy Permit application.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 in favor.  Richard Brown signed the contract. 
D. ARPA:  Alison Emmons submitted the ARPA Report due April 30th on April 12, 2022.  There was no discussion as to how to spend the funds at this time.
E. ARRO:  On or about April 4th ARRO/Andrew Tuleya will begin Audit preparations visits in LDT including outfalls and maintenance issues.  Mr. Tuleya plans to attend the May BOS I Meeting on May 10th to bring LDT and the BOS up to date on MS4 issues.

A. RUNNEYMEDE SANCTUARY ZHB HEARING RESULTS AND ACKNOWLEDGEMENT:   The BOS explained the variance was granted on March 31, 2022.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to Acknowledge the ZHB Hearing Decision of March 31, 2022.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 in favor.
B. 2022 COCHRANVILLE LAWN SERVICE CONTRACT:  The proposed Cochranville Lawn Service contract was reviewed.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the contract as presented.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 in favor.  The contract copies were signed.
