BOARD OF SUPERVISORS’ (BOS I) MEETING MINUTES
TUESDAY, FEBRUARY 14, 2023
DRAFT
CALL TO ORDER:  Supervisors Lou Simone and Richard Brown were in attendance along with Secretary Janice Hearne and Treasurer Alison Emmons..  Gene Wier was absent.  The BOS I Meeting began at 7:33 PM.  Charlie Rodgers, Diane Henryson and Rich Henryson were in the audience.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:  None
JANUARY 03, 2023 ORGANIZATION MEETING AND BOS I MINUTES APPROVAL:  Both of these items were tabled as Richard Brown was not in attendance at the January 03, 2023 meetings.  The January 03, 2023 Minutes will be approved at the March 14, 2023 BOS I Meeting.   
TREASURER’S  REPORT:  Treasurer Emmons noted there were more checks than usual to be signed as this is the first check run of 2023.  Mrs. Emmons requested permission to transfer $700,000 from the General Fund to PLGIT which currently is paying 4.95% interest.  In addition she requested permission to transfer $200,000 from the Fuel Fund to PLGIT.  The Board granted permission to do so for both the General and Liquid Fuels Funds.  The auditor was in the Township on February 14th for the 2022 Audit.  The Audit Report is due at the end of next week.
TOWNSHIP REPORTS:
A. ZONING OFFICER / BUILDING INSPECTOR REPORT – January, 2023:   Bill Beers had previously submitted his Report and Lou Simone read excerpts from the Report as follows:  There were two (2) Building Permits issued with one (1) permit pending. There was one (1) Storm Water Permit issued.  Total permit fees collected were $419.00. Two (2) Use and Occupancy permits were issued with two (2) regular U&O’s issued and zero (0) resale U&O’s issued.  A total of seven (7) various construction inspections were conducted.  Mr. Beers attended and obtained BCO Re-certification in January, 2023.  The Fernwood Bridge supplemental information for the proposed bridge has been gathered for the new FEMA representative along with a 7 month extension of time to complete the work.  Mr. Beers consulted with Stacey Fuller on the Boyd Martin attorney’s request to merge property and conduct Equestrian activities on the two lots.  In addition Mr. Beers followed up regarding the Singers moving their lawnmowers to the King Farm on Faggs Manor Road from their Baker Road property.  He went to Upper Oxford to inform Mr. Elam King that he would be receiving an EFN for the junk as well as the Singers.  Lastly, an L&I Audit was conducted on February 06, 2023.   Richard Brown noted testing for bog turtles should occur in May (at the roundabout site).
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B. ROADMASTER:   Lou Simone reported Roadmaster Darryl King and Mark Mummert completed tree trimming at the entrance to Country Walk.  Mr. 
King sent letters to all residents of the Fernwood Road neighborhood and
The Greenfield Road residents regarding necessary tree maintenance.  Mr. King continues to monitor repairs to all Township vehicles.
C. EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT (EM):  None.
D. PLANNING COMMISSION (PC):  There was no PC Meeting in January and the February Meeting will be cancelled.
E. OPEN SPACE COMMITTEE (OSC):  The OSC did not meet in January nor will it meet on Wednesday, February 15th. 
F. HISTORICAL COMMITTEE (HC):  The Historical Committee met on Tuesday, January 24, 2023 with Minutes submitted by the Chairwoman.  The next HC meeting will take place on Tuesday, February 28th at 7:00 PM.  
G. WEBSITE / FACEBOOK:   Gene Wier continues to update the website as necessary.  
OLD BUSINESS:  
A. LDT MUNICIPAL BUILDING RENOVATIONS:  A Committee meeting was held on February 1st.  Steve McHenry has prepared Minutes and submitted them to Gene Wier and Lou Simone.  No new meeting date was set.  
B. FERNWOOD BRIDGE PETITION BY HIGHLAND RESIDENTS:  Lou Simone noted Highland has rejected the petition and the Bridge will NOT be closed.  
C. NEW DALEVILLE TRAIL CLEAN-UP UPDATE:  Richard Brown responded that the clean-up is done.  However, some of the materials have been put back.  Lou Simone noted the Tot Lot and Main Path are in good shape.  There may be a need for a pipe under the path, but this will be determined in the Spring.
D. ROUTE 796 CROSSWALK UPDATE:  Richard Brown explained ARRO contacted PennDOT.  For a mid-roadway crossing the speed limit must be less than 35 MPH and recognize 40 – 80 people crossing.  Dick’s point is that there are people crossing now and there is a mowed path between the curb and hard path indicating there is a crossing.  Dick pondered if this would create a liability for the Township.  He will contact John Lawrence to see what can be done.
E. CHESTER COUNTY CONSERVATION DISTRICT (CCCD) COMPLETENESS NOTIFICATION LETTER dated 01-20-2023:  Lou Simone read the letter to the audience in its entirety.  It states the CCCD has reviewed the Roundabout application for completeness and determined it is complete.  The District will now proceed with the technical review of the application to determine if sufficient information exists to render a decision on the technical merits of the application.
F. PA STATE EMERGENCY SERVICES GRANT AWARDS - 2023:  Cochranville Fire Company received $15,000, SCCEMS received $10,000 and West Grove Fire Company – Emergency Services received $10,000.
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NEW BUSINESS:
A. RESOLUTION #03-2023  A RESOLUTION DESIGNATING EMERGENCY SERVICE PROVIDERS FOR LONDONDERRY TOWNSHIP:  Lou Simone read the Resolution aloud.  There were no comments or questions.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve and sign Resolution #03-2023.  Richard Brown seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval.  Lou Simone signed two copies.
B. RESOLUTION #04-2023   A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF LONDONDERRY TOWNSHIP, CHESTER COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA, REGARDING AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL CONTRIBUTION AGREEMENT BETWEEN LONDONDERRY TOWNSHIP, CHESTER COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA, AND THE COMMONWEALTH OF PENNSYLVANIA.  Lou Simone explained to the audience that on January 03rd the BOS approved and signed Resolution #02-2023.  PennDOT requested this Resolution be revised by Stacey Fuller and a NEW Resolution (#04-2023) be considered for approval by the BOS.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve Resolution #04-2023.  Richard Brown seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval.  Lou Simone signed 2 copies of the Resolution and the Agreement.

C. RESOLUTION #05-2023   PENNSYLVANIA SAFE DIGGING MONTH (April):  Lou Simone read the Resolution in its entirety to the audience.  There were no comments or questions.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve Resolution #05-2023 - PA Safe Digging Month (April).  Richard Brown seconded the motion and the vote was 2 to 0 for approval.  Lou signed both copies of the documents.  

D. ARRO PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT – Pollution Reduction Plan:  Lou Simone explained the Agreement and made a MOTION to approve the ARRO Pollution Plan Agreement for $3,800.00.  Richard Brown seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval.  Mr. Simone signed two copies of the Agreement.
E. 2023 – 2034 REGIONAL HOUSEHOLD HAZARDOUS WASTE COLLECTION PROGRAM – COMMITMENT FORM:  Chester County Solid Waste Authority requested approval of this form.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the 2023 – 2024 Regional Household Hazardous Waste Collection Form.  Richard Brown seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval.  Lou Simone signed two copies of the form.
F. RESOLUTION #06-2023   LONDONDERRY TOWNSHIP SIGNATURE AUTHORIZATION FOR ROUNDABOUT MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT #0621134:   Mr. Simone explained the Township’s responsibilities regarding signing the Roundabout Agreement and PennDOT’s requirement that the Board officially authorize his signature.   Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve Resolution #06-2023.  Richard Brown seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval.
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G. ROUNDABOUT MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT #0621134:  Lou Simone explained the Township will have certain maintenance responsibilities once the roundabout is in place such as the curbing, lighting, signage and 
maintenance of the center of the circle.  Mr. Simone made a MOTION to approve the Roundabout Maintenance Agreement.   Richard Brown seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval.  Mr. Simone signed the Agreement.
