LONDONDERRY TOWNSHIP (LDT)
BOARD OF SUPERVISORS’ (BOS I) MEETING MINUTES
TUESDAY, OCTOBER 11, 2022
CALL TO ORDER:  Supervisors Lou Simone and Gene Wier were in attendance along with Secretary Janice Hearne.   LDT residents Charlie Rodgers, Rich and Diane Henryson, Stephen and Jan McHenry, Tyler Mascherino and Steve Mascherino were also in attendance.  Richard Brown joined the meeting at 7:40 PM.  Lou Simone opened the Meeting at 7:30 PM in the Municipal Building Meeting Room.
PUBLIC COMMENTS -  Eagle Scout Candidate, Tyler Mascherino was recognized.  He began his presentation by introducing himself as a Life Scout with Troup 30 in West Grove, PA.  As an integral part of qualifying as an Eagle Scout, Tyler laid out in detail a proposal to restore recreational and building areas of the Township property.  Specifically he proposed refurbishing the gaga pit by painting/staining the interior and exterior walls, ridding the interior of vegetation, spraying weed preventer, laying down a weed barrier and spreading woodchips.  Further, Tyler and his fellow Scout volunteers will remove the bushes surrounding the Township sign and replace with annuals and mulch.  The sign, which was installed by an Eagle Scout years ago, will receive a fresh coat of paint.  Lastly, Tyler proposed cleaning up the area around the flag pole, installing a new flag and retiring the existing flag in a Flag Retirement Ceremony.  Jan McHenry volunteered to help with this project by donating funds, offering assistance with plants and plant maintenance.  Steven McHenry suggested solar lighting to assist visitors locating the Township Building during dark time hours.  The BOS praised this project as much needed and appreciated.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve Tyler’s project as presented and the Township will contribute funds.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.  Tyler asked about logistics for mulch and wood chip storage, acceptable weed preventer types and preferred flower species.  The anticipated project work dates are October 29th and 30th as well as possibly November 5th and 6th depending on volunteer availability.  It is anticipated the project will be complete in time for the Election on November 8th.  The Board and audience enthusiastically approved Tyler’s presentation and project.   
BOS I MINUTES FROM JULY 12, 2022 MEETING:  Richard Brown made a MOTION to approve the Minutes from July 12, 2022 as presented.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval.  Lou Simone abstained as he was not present for the meeting.
BOS I MINUTES FROM AUGUST 09, 2022 MEETING:  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the Minutes from August 09, 2022 as presented.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval.  Richard Brown abstained as he was not present at the meeting.
BOS I MINUTES FROM SEPTEMBER 13, 2022:  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the Minutes from September 13, 2022 as presented.  Richard Brown seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval.  Gene Wier abstained as he was not present at the meeting.
TREASURER’S  REPORT -  SEPTEMBER:  Lou Simone read aloud from the Treasurer’s Report, specifically noting the annual payment to West Grove Fire Company.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the September Treasurer’s Report as submitted.  Richard Brown seconded and the vote was 3-0 for approval.
NATIONAL BANK OF MALVERN – CD Renewal:   The Board noted the 1 year renewal of a CD for $646,248.48 with a renewal date on 09-14-2022.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the renewal of the CD on 09-14-2022 for another year.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.
TOWNSHIP REPORTS:  
A. ZONING OFFICER / BUILDING INSPECTOR REPORT – SEPTEMBER, 2022:   The Board reviewed Bill Beers’ September Report and Lou Simone read excerpts as follows:  There were three (3) Building Permits issued with one (1) permit pending for septic and well permits.  There was one (1) exempt stormwater permit issued and one (1) Road Occupancy permit was issued.  Total permit fees collected were $1,421.50.  Four (4) Use and Occupancy permits were issued with one (1) Resale U&O and three (3) regular U&O’s issued.  A total of seven (7) various construction inspections were conducted.   The Fernwood Bridge Zoom call will be held with FEMA and PEMA on October 12, 2022 at 11:00 AM.  The H&H has been completed.  We are still awaiting Phase 1 of the Bog Turtle study.  Cost 
comparisons for replacing or repairing the bridge are being investigated as well as reviewing applicable bridge construction code requirements.  Stacey
Fuller has provided a Holding Tank Agreement for the Amish School which needs to be executed.  Mr. Beers issued an Enforcement Notice to the property owner at 201 Paxson Road for junk and unregistered vehicles in early June, 2022.  Since Mr. DeHaven has not complied, a Civil Complaint will be filed in District Court along with an LDT check in the amount of $42.38 made out to District Court 15-3-07.
B. ROADMASTER:   The mower has been repaired and Darryl King will begin to mow road banks on this side of Rt. 41 in late October.  The hitching post has been installed.  Richard Brown noted Highland Township has mowed the other side of Rt. 41 with good feedback from residents.  LDT has no capacity to economically do this work and Dick Brown suggested this relationship with Highland Township should be maintained.  Lou Simone volunteered to call Tom Scott to establish an official Agreement with Highland at $80.00 per hour.  
   C.  EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT (EM):  None. 
   D.  PLANNING COMMISSION (PC):  Rich Henryson, in consultation with
        Spence Andress, determined there was no need for a PC meeting in
     October.  A cancellation notice will be emailed to all PC members.  
E. OPEN SPACE COMMITTEE (OSC):  The OSC did not meet in September and the October meeting will be cancelled. 
   F.  HISTORICAL COMMITTEE (HC):  The Historical Committee did not meet
        in September.  The next scheduled meeting will be on Tuesday, October 25,
        2022 at 7:00 PM.  The meeting was originally slated to meet at Phillip

        Edwards Farm, but will meet in the LDT Meeting Room instead.
  G.  WEBSITE / FACEBOOK:   Gene Wier continues to update the website and 
        Facebook as necessary.   Gene Wier noted the official Trick or Treat date

        and time for 2022 will be on October 31st from 6:00 PM until 9:00 PM.
OLD BUSINESS:  
A. LDT MUNICIPAL BUILDING RENOVATION:  Gene Wier and Tim Cassidy met recently.  Dr. Cassidy is preparing three (3) building renovation options:  1.  Extend the Meeting Room out toward the driveway with 3 options for sizes  2.  Upgrade bathrooms  3.  Install a new HVAC system to accommodate the additional space.  He plans to provide a cost estimate on the renovations with  60% - 70% accuracy.  He also plans to give the front of the building a facelift.
B. ELM CREEK PAROCHIAL SCHOOL:  Stacey Fuller is working on the $25,000 Stormwater Letter of Credit from the Lancaster Bank.  

C. 185 FAGGS MANOR ROAD (MIX PROPERTY) :   Lou Simone signed the Best Management Practices (BMPs) and Conveyances Stormwater Agreement and Secretary Hearne notarized the signature.  The Agreement had previously been signed by Mr. and Mrs. Mix and notarized.  
D. FERNWOOD BRIDGE REPLACEMENT MEETING WITH PEMA:  Discussed previously under Agenda Item A. Zoning Officer Report for September.
E. LONDONDERRY MEADOWS CROSSWALK:  Richard Brown contacted Regester last week.  He forwarded the Traffic Survey to Regester as well.  He noted this is a By Right Use and everything is ready to be installed.  He noted this is taking too long and that the purpose is to make it safer for our citizens to cross Rt. 796.
F. BAKER ROAD PROJECT REPAIRS:  Baker Road area resident, Steve Mascherino, expressed his approval of the repairs.  The basin appears to be working effectively, but the grate should be kept free of leaves and grass clippings. 
G. 2022 PAVING PROJECT:  The 2022 paving projects have been completed.  Once the Township receives a copy of the cancelled check to Long’s Paving the project can be closed out with PennDOT.
H. RUNNYMEDE SANCTUARY SUBDIVISION:  The Township received the Chester County Planning Commission Act 247 Review letter.  The BOS signed 5 copies of the plans to be sent to Stacey Fuller for recording.
NEW BUSINESS:
A. CROWN CASTLE OVERPAYMENT of $2,290.52:  An email was sent to Stacey Fuller asking her to research this.  There has been no reply at this time.  Lou Simone requested Secretary Hearne reach out to her again to secure her recommendation.
