LONDONDERRY TOWNSHIP (LDT)
BOARD OF SUPERVISORS’ (BOS II) MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, NOVEMBER 28, 2022
CALL TO ORDER:  Supervisors Lou Simone and Gene Wier were in attendance along with Treasurer Alison Emmons and Secretary Janice Hearne.   LDT residents Charlie Rodgers, Rich and Diane Henryson, Stephen and Jan McHenry, Suzanne Regnier and Lisa Sweet representing the Avon Grove Public Library, as well as Tyler and Steve Mascherino were in audience.  Richard Brown joined the meeting at 7:40 PM.  Lou Simone opened the Meeting at 7:30 PM in the Municipal Building Meeting Room.
PUBLIC COMMENTS - Avon Grove Public Library – Suzanne Regnier and Acting Director, Lisa Sweet:  Mrs. Regnier began by thanking the BOS and the Township for their monetary support of the Library.  She described the programs offered by the Library for children, teens and adults.  Lou Simone asked what is the biggest challenge for the Library and Mrs. Regnier responded “Funding”.  Acting Director, Lisa Sweet, arrived and was recognized.  She described youth and child programming as well as provided materials for the Township bookshelf.  She noted the staff is working on new adult programming as well as seeking stronger ties with the community.  Secretary Hearne will provide Gene Wier’s email address to Mrs. Regnier in preparation to positing Library information on the LDT website.  After Mrs. Regnier and Mrs. Sweet had departed the Board discussed the desire to contribute additional money using ARP Funds to each of the Libraries.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve $5,000 from ARP Funds to Parkesburg Library and Avon Grove Library.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval. 
Eagle Scout, Tyler Mascherino was recognized.  He began his presentation by 
announcing he had qualified and been inducted as a new Eagle Scout.  This achievement was greeted by a round of applause from all present.  Tyler presented the Township with a binder documenting his Eagle Scout Project.  He reminded the audience of the scope of the project and the BOS thanked Tyler and his participating Scouts, family and friends for their accomplishment on behalf of the Township.  An authorized Expense Report was accepted by the BOS and a check will be signed at the next BOS meeting in December.  Unused or extra paint materials were turned over to the Township for future sign touch-ups.  In addition the Board also recognized the contribution of labor and materials from Jan and Steve McHenry.  
BOS I MINUTES FROM OCTOBER 11, 2022 MEETING:  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the Minutes from October 11, 2022 as presented.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.  

TREASURER’S  REPORT -  NOVEMBER, 2022:  Alison Emmons reported three checks had been written from ARP Funds to Cochranville Fire Company ($62,200), SCCEMS ($31,000) and West Grove EMS ($19,000).  These checks 
will be presented to each recipient in early December and were based on specific requests for much needed equipment and uniforms.  The check to SCCEMS will be hand delivered in early December.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the September Treasurer’s Report as submitted.  Richard Brown seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.  
2023 BUDGET:  The 2023 Budget has been advertised in the Daily Local News (DLN) and a copy is available for Public review in the office and on the website.  The BOS will vote to approve the Budget at their December 28th End-of-Year Meeting.
HVAC REPAIRS:  Stephen McHenry noted he feels the HVAC repairs have shown improvement in the air quality in the Meeting Room.
A. TOWNSHIP REPORTS:  NOVEMBER, 2022:   The Board reviewed Bill Beers’ November Report and Lou Simone read excerpts as follows:  There were two (2) Building Permits issued with one (1) building permit renewed.  There was one (1) exempt stormwater permit issued.  Total permit fees collected were $1,108.50.  Six (6) Use and Occupancy permits were issued with four (4) Resale U&O’s and two (2) regular U&O’s issued.  A total of six (6) various construction inspections were conducted.   The next Fernwood Bridge Zoom call will be held with FEMA and PEMA on November 30, 2022 at 11:00 AM.  In early June, 2022 Mr. Beers issued an Enforcement Notice to the property owner at 201 Paxson Road for junk and unregistered vehicles.  Since Mr. DeHaven has not complied, a Civil Complaint was filed in District Court with a court date scheduled for December 20, 2022 at 8:45 AM.  However Mr. Beers has a conflict with another court date for Criminal Mischief in Upper Oxford which will necessitate a continuance in the DeHaven matter.  In addition Mr. Beers issued an Enforcement Notice to the property owners at 95 Baker Road for junk lawn mowers and unregistered vehicles.  The EFN has been received, but no action involving removal activities has been observed.
B. ROADMASTER:   Lou Simone explained the Township has entered into a joint venture on mowing utilizing Highland equipment and personnel in areas where their equipment is better suited to the terrain than LDT’s equipment.  Road Master Darryl King has repaired the power washer, ordered and received the initial allotment of salt in preparation for the winter snow and ice season and has repaired the salt bin gates.  He is also inspecting the trucks to be certain they are ready for winter.
PURCHASE OF 2004 FORD F-550 W/PLOW AND SALT SPREADER ON 11-08-2022:  With permission of the BOS Lou Simone and Darryl King purchased a used 2004 Ford F-550 with a hydraulic lift, salt spreader and plow.  The previous F-550 will be sold for parts.  However, the BOS plan to keep the previous plow and salt spreader in reserve in case of an emergency repair.  The new truck has been inspected and repairs made to have it in good running order in preparation for the snow season.  
C. EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT (EM):  Secretary Hearne advised the BOS of the arrival of additional protective gear (PPE) from the Department of
Government Services.   After checking with Chuck Freese, Emergency

 Management Director, it was decided the Township would retain a small

 quantity of the PPE and distribute the remaining masks, sanitizer and wipes 

 to the Emergency Services of West Grove and SCCEMS as they are in

 urgent need of these items.    

   D.  PLANNING COMMISSION (PC):  Rich Henryson, in consultation with
        Spence Andress, determined there was no need for a PC meeting in
     October or November.  A cancellation notice was emailed to all PC

     members.  Traditionally the December PC Meeting Is cancelled.
E. OPEN SPACE COMMITTEE (OSC):  The OSC did not meet in October or November.  Traditionally the OSC Meeting is cancelled in December.
F. HISTORICAL COMMITTEE (HC):  The Historical Committee met in 

     October and November.  Lou Simone read the Minutes of both meetings to

     the audience.  Diane Henryson pointed out the new pictures documenting
     astronomy pictures taken by Kevin Witman which have been added to the

     meeting room bulletin board.  The December HC Meeting will be cancelled.
  G.  WEBSITE / FACEBOOK:   Gene Wier continues to update the website and 
        Facebook as necessary.   .
OLD BUSINESS:  
A. LDT MUNICIPAL BUILDING RENOVATION:  Gene Wier noted Dr. Tim Cassidy has prepared and emailed to the BOS three (3) building renovation options with estimated costs.  He also included options to give the front of the building a facelift.  Lou Simone suggested a meeting of the Committee on the second Tuesday of February (February 14th ) at 5:30 PM.  Prior to the meeting the square footage of document storage will be determined.  Lou Simone noted an additional consideration of the renovation might be a strengthening of the salt storage area.
B. ELM CREEK PAROCHIAL SCHOOL:  Stacey Fuller is working on the $25,000 Stormwater Letter of Credit from a Lancaster Bank.  The property owners, Mr. and Mrs. Bennie Lapp, have signed the Stormwater Agreement and their signatures have been notarized.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to accept the Stormwater Agreement for the Elm Creek Amish Schoolhouse as presented by ARRO.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.  Lou Simone signed the Agreement, Secretary Janice Hearne witnessed and notarized the document.  Copies will be sent to Stacey Fuller for recording with the Recorder of Deeds.
C. 185 FAGGS MANOR ROAD (MIX PROPERTY):   Mr. and Mrs. Andrew Mix  have signed the Stormwater Agreement and their signatures have been notarized.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to accept the Stormwater Agreement for Andrew and Karen Mix as presented.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.  Lou Simone signed the Agreement and Janice Hearne witnessed and notarized Mr. Simone’s 
signature.  Copies will be sent to Stacey Fuller for recording with the CC Recorder of Deeds.
D. ARP FUNDS DISTRIBUTION:   This topic was discussed previously.

E. LONDONDERRY MEADOWS CROSSWALK:  Dick Brown reported there have been no communications for months.  He proposed it may be time to simply have ARRO install the crosswalk.
F. FERNWOOD ROAD WATER RUNOFF ISSUES:  Dick Brown will review the issues with Darryl King and Ed Burkhart.  It is possible that a culvert under Mr. and Mrs. Owensby’s driveway might be helpful.  
FERNWOOD BRIDGE:  Dick Brown noted Highland Township may be amenable to closing the Fernwood Road.  The Cochranville Fire Company Chief, when in the area on another matter, noted that the road was not essential to the Fire Company and its ability to respond to emergencies.  There were several LDT residents in the meeting who objected to closing the road and find Fernwood Road to be useful when traveling to and from Coatesville.  Something to consider in the future.  
G. RUNNYMEDE SANCTUARY SUBDIVISION:  Highland Township has signed the same copies of the plans that LDT’s BOS signed at the October meeting.  The plans have been recorded.
H. CROWN CASTLE AGREEMENT:  A letter was sent to Stacey Fuller for review and research.  Recently the Township received a monthly statement which indicated $454.84 was deducted from the last EFT payment.

ROUTE 41 AND ROUTE 926 ROUNDABOUT:  As an aside, Lou Simone announced PennDOT will be seeking bids for construction

A. 2023 BUDGET:   An ad has been placed in the Daily Local News in the 
November 23, 2022 issue advertising the 2023 Budget, 2022 End-of-Year Meeting on December 28, 2022 at 7:30 PM and 2023 Organization Meeting on January 03, 2023 at 7:30 PM.  
B. RESOLUTION #04-2022 – CHESTER COUNTY HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN – Municipal Adoption Resolution:  Lou Simone read the Resolution to the audience in its entirety.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the CC Hazard Mitigation Plan – Municipal Adoption Resolution.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.  It was signed by the three Supervisors and attested by Secretary Hearne. 
C. STORMWATER MANAGEMENT APPLICATION:  Michael Bingham created the application to replace the old application.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the Stormwater Management Application.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.  
D. GAWTHROP GREENWOOD PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT FOR 2023:  The BOS reviewed the Agreement and noted the fees remain 
the same from last year.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the 2023 Professional Services Agreement.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the
vote was 3-0 in favor.  Secretary Hearne signed the Agreement and a copy will be returned to Gawthrop Greenwood for their files.
E. ARRO / MS4 2023 AGREEMENT:  The BOS reviewed the Agreement and noted the fee had increased $1,000 from last year’s contract.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the 2023 ARRO MS4 Agreement.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 in favor.  Lou Simone signed the agreement and a copy will be returned to ARRO for their files.
F. VISION PARTNERSHIP GRANT CONTRACT:  This Grant contract is for the Route 41 Transportation Study and Corridor Improvement Plan among four (4) Townships:  London Grove Township; New Garden Township; Londonderry Township; and Kennett Township.  The Board had received via email and reviewed the Grant Contract.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the Vision Partnership Grant Contract.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.  The Supervisors signed five (5) copies of the signature sheet and Secretary Hearne witnessed the signatures.   The five signature sheets will be sent to the CC Planning Commission for inclusion in the completed document.   
G. COCHRANVILLE FIRE COMPANY 2023 AGREEMENT:   The BOS reviewed the contract and Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the 2023 Cochranville Fire Agreement in the amount of $79,534.89.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 in favor.  The three Supervisors signed the Agreement as did Secretary Hearne.  A copy will be mailed to Cochranville Fire Company for their records. 
H. WEST GROVE FIRE COMPANY 2023 AGREEMENT:  The BOS reviewed the contract and Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the West Grove Fire Company Agreement in the amount of $36,674.34.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.  The contract was signed by Lou Simone and attested by Secretary Hearne.  A copy will be mailed to West Grove Fire Company for their records.
I. PLAN FOR BEST TOWNSHIP RESOURCES:  Lou Simone noted Juan Medina has a $5,000 credit with the Township.  His services have been utilized in landscaping various areas within the township and clearing paths.  There is a need for No Maintenance signs to be erected on the walking path of New Daleville.  Mr. Medina’s services could be utilized to clear various walking paths and add woodchips to the paths.  Richard Brown will communicate the BOS requests to Mr. Medina.
J. AVON GROVE AND PARKESBURG LIBRARIES THANK YOU NOTES:  The Board was given the Thank You notes from both Libraries for review.  Each Library is extremely appreciative of the support, monetary and otherwise, by the Township.
