LONDONDERRY TOWNSHIP (LDT)
BOARD OF SUPERVISORS’ (BOS I) MEETING MINUTES
TUESDAY, DECEMBER 13, 2022
CALL TO ORDER:  Supervisors Lou Simone, Richard Brown and Gene Wier were in attendance along with Secretary Janice Hearne.   LDT residents Charlie Rodgers, Rich and Diane Henryson and Stephen and Jan McHenry were also in attendance.  Lou Simone opened the Meeting at 7:30 PM in the Municipal Building Meeting Room.
PUBLIC COMMENTS -  Presentation of ARP Funds to the Cochranville Fire Company and West Grove EMS:  Lou Simone thanked Cochranville Fire member Doug Lapp, Asst. Chief Judah Kocher and Mike Harris for coming.  He gave a short presentation thanking the Cochranville Fire Company for all they do to keep the residents of Londonderry safe.  In appreciation he presented them with a check in the amount of $62.200.00.  Similarly, in a second presentation, Lou Simone presented West Grove EMC President, Gary Vinnecombe, with a check from ARP funds for $19,000.00.  Mr. Simone noted the difficulties WG EMS have endured throughout the pandemic as well as the challenges presented by the closing of Jennersville Hospital.  The Township Supervisors and residents appreciate their efforts on a daily basis.  Pictures of the presentation were taken and will be posted on the LDT website.
Andrew Tuleya, ARRO, Re: MS4, Township Pollution Reduction Plan / Big Elk Creek Watershed Stream Restoration Project:  Previous to the BOS I Meeting, Mr. Tuleya had submitted a Memorandum dated 12-13-2022 which included his entire presentation.  A copy of this Memo is attached to these Minutes.  In addition Mr. Tuleya explained he and Londonderry’s solicitor, Stacey Fuller, met at her office and discussed the project and questions/concerns they had regarding the customized agreement from PennDOT.  Once the responses to their questions had been answered satisfactorily, it was determined the risk is minimal.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to go forward with the paperwork and application with PennDOT.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.  Lastly, there was some confusion regarding a revision to the Township’s Fee Schedule, but this is an internal revision and does not require ARRO’s assistance. 
BOS II MINUTES FROM NOVEMBER 28, 2022 MEETING:  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the Minutes from November 28, 2022 as presented.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.  
TREASURER’S  REPORT -  NOVEMBER, 2022:  Lou Simone read excerpts from the Treasurer’s Report to the audience.  He noted PLGIT CDs are up to a 4% interest rate.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the November Treasurer’s Report as submitted.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.
TOWNSHIP REPORTS:  
A. ZONING OFFICER / BUILDING INSPECTOR REPORT – NOVEMBER, 2022:   The Board reviewed Bill Beers’ November Report and Lou Simone read excerpts as follows:  There were two (2) Building Permits issued with one (1) permit pending. Total permit fees collected were $1,541.50. Three (3) Use and Occupancy permits were issued with three (3) regular U&O’s issued.  A total of six (6) various construction inspections were conducted.   The Fernwood Bridge Zoom call will be held with FEMA and PEMA on December 22, 2022 at 11:00 AM.  Mr. Beers issued a Civil Complaint for the property owner at 201 Paxson Road for junk and unregistered vehicles.  A Court date was scheduled for December 20th, but will be continued due to a conflict with Mr. Beers’ appearance in court for Upper Oxford.  A Continuance request has been submitted.  Mr. Beers is also preparing a Civil Complaint for an Enforcement Notice on the property at 95 Baker Road for junk lawn mowers and unregistered vehicles.  Mr. Simone read aloud to the audience the letter dated 12-05-2022 submitted to Mr. Beers from the property owner, Emily Singer. 
B. ROAD MASTER:   In an email dated 11-30-2022 Road Master Darryl King documented his recent activities.  Mr. Simone read excerpts to the audience regarding repairs to the plow trucks including the new F-550, the big pay loader, the power washer and the refurbishing of the salt bin gates.  Mr. King feels he has the personnel he will need for the plowing season.  In addition he has installed rods to mark the edges of roads and any snow covered obstructions as well as ordered new reflective signs and filled in pot holes.  He feels the Township is ready for the snow season.

C. EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT (EM):  None.
D. PLANNING COMMISSION (PC):  There was no PC Meeting in November and the December meeting has been cancelled.
E. OPEN SPACE COMMITTEE (OSC):  The OSC did not meet in November and the December meeting has been cancelled. 
F.  HISTORICAL COMMITTEE (HC):  The Historical Committee met in 
November and the Minutes from that meeting were read at the last BOS meeting.   The December meeting has been cancelled..  
  G.  WEBSITE / FACEBOOK:   Gene Wier continues to update the website and 
        Facebook as necessary.   
OLD BUSINESS:  
A. LDT MUNICIPAL BUILDING RENOVATION:  It was agreed at the last meeting that the Renovation Committee would meet on February 14, 2023 at 5:30 PM in the Township Building.
B. LONDONDERRY MEADOWS CROSSWALK:  Richard Brown contacted Regester last week.  If PennDOT doesn’t respond very soon, the Township will move to Plan B and get Regester to do the job.

C. FERNWOOD ROAD WATER RUNOFF ISSUE:  Richard Brown and Darryl King have discussed the Fernwood issues and determined a backhoe may be required.  In the spring a macadam curbing may be installed as part of the 2023 paving project.
D. CROWN CASTLE OVERPAYMENT of $2,290.52:  There has been no communication from Stacey.  Lou Simone will call her soon.
NEW BUSINESS:
A. GENERATOR / PREMIUM POWER SERVICES LLC CONTRACT:  Lou Simone presented the contract to the BOS for discussion.  Last year the Township checked the Gold Option for $495.00.  Gene Wier noted a representative came out this year and serviced the unit.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the new contract and select the Gold Option for $495.00.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.
B. PARKESBURG LIBRARY:  Stefanie Wrigley, on behalf of the Parkesburg Library, sent a Thank You note to the Township for the additional $1,500.00 inadvertently not included in the previous contribution for 2022.  Lou Simone stressed these were NOT ARP funds, but from the General Fund.
