BOARD OF SUPERVISORS’ (BOS I) MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, JANUARY 04, 2021
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CALL TO ORDER:  Supervisors Lou Simone, Richard Brown and Gene Wier  were in attendance along with Treasurer Alison Emmons and Secretary Janice Hearne.   The virtual BOS I Meeting began at 7:58 PM via telephone conference immediately following the BOS I Organization Meeting.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:  None
BOS II MINUTES FROM DECEMBER 28, 2020 END-OF-YEAR MEETING:  
Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the Minutes from December 28, 2020 as submitted.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.  
TREASURER’S  REPORT:  None presented as so little time had elapsed since the last submission.
PROFIT & LOSS BUDGET vs. ACTUAL:  None presented but Mrs. Emmons will submit a copy to the BOS electronically.
TOWNSHIP REPORTS:
A. ZONING OFFICER / BUILDING INSPECTOR REPORT – DECEMBER, 2020:   A report will be submitted to the BOS electronically.
B. ROADMASTER:   No report.
C. EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT (EM):  None.
D. PLANNING COMMISSION (PC):  There was no PC Meeting in December.  The next PC meeting will be held Tuesday, January 19, 2021 for reorganization.  This meeting may be in person or held virtually.  Members will be notified.
E. OPEN SPACE COMMITTEE (OSC):  The OSC did not meet in December. The next scheduled meeting will be on Wednesday, January 20th at 5:30 PM
F. HISTORICAL COMMITTEE (HC):  The Historical Committee did not meet in December.  The next scheduled meeting will be on Tuesday, January 26, 2021 at 7:00 PM.  
G. WEBSITE / FACEBOOK:   Gene Wier continues to update the website as necessary.  Secretary Hearne will send 2021 new appointments updates to Mr. Wier.
OLD BUSINESS:  
A. NEW DALEVILLE STORMWATER ISSUES:  An open issue.  There was no discussion.
B. VERIZON AGREEMENT RENEWAL NEGOTIATION:  A pending issue.  No Discussion.
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C. LDT FENCE REPLACEMENT:  Mr. Mummert scheduled installation, but weather was an issue.  It is anticipated the fence will likely be replaced in mid January – weather permitting.
D. NEW DALEVILLE PARKING ISSUES:  Lou Simone noted he has been in contact with the lady who owns the property.  She plans to remove the vehicle and have it inspected as soon as possible.
NEW BUSINESS:
A. ORDINANCE AMENDMENT AUTHORIZATION:  The BOS were advised that the Chester County Planning Commission (CCPC) has advised Townships that as of February 1, 2021 they will only be accepting submissions electronically or by appointment ONLY.  Spence Andress and LDT attorney, Stacey Fuller, have discussed this issue and Mrs. Fuller has requested BOS authorization to prepare an amendment to the ordinance to spell out a new directive for the number of hard copies of plans to be submitted to the Township and to require an electronic copy.  Richard Brown made a MOTION to authorize Stacey Fuller to prepare an amendment to the LDT Ordinance reflecting requirements for electronic submissions and the number of hard copies of plans to be submitted to the Township.  Lou Simone seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 in favor.  Mrs. Fuller will be notified of the Boards authorization.
B. MITIGATION PLAN:  Lou Simone updated the other Supervisors of a response received from Chester County.  They are requesting an update regarding necessary repairs or replacements of culverts in LDT.  Mr. Simone did a road review of LDT and found several culverts which may need attention:  two were on Jackson Road (200 feet +/- from Fernwood Rd and one near Rikki Saunders’ property on Jackson); one on Rt. 926 near the Faggs Manor Cemetery; possibly one on White Horse Road (Near Sue Benner’s property); and possibly one on St. Malachi.  Richard Brown said he would cruise the roads and make notes of possible problems.
ADDITIONAL DISCUSSION RE:  MODERNA VACCINE AVAILABILITY:  The Township has been notified that Municipal administrators and employees have received the classification of 1B in respect to the distribution of the Moderna vaccine.  Richard Brown asked if there was any further information on this.  Secretary Hearne responded that she is awaiting further information and direction.  She will forward any CC Health information on this topic to the BOS as soon as it is received.  Richard Brown also asked if anyone had contacted their personal physician regarding availability of the vaccine.  Mrs.Emmons said her family physician indicated he was unable to procure any vaccine at all at this time.
MS4 SURVEY ON LDT WEBSITE:  Lou Simone reminded everyone on the conference call of our responsibility to submit the MS4 survey.  He also reminded everyone that the Township residents at large need to fill out the

survey as well.  It was noted that filling out the survey can be done on-line and takes just a few minutes.  It’s very easy to do.
