LONDONDERRY TOWNSHIP (LDT)
BOARD OF SUPERVISORS’ (BOS I) MEETING MINUTES
TUESDAY, FEBRUARY 09, 2021
CALL TO ORDER:  Supervisors Lou Simone, Gene Wier, and Richard Brown (arrived at 7:31PM) were in attendance along with Secretary Janice Hearne.  Treasurer Alison Emmons was unable to attend.  Lou Simone brought the virtual BOS I Meeting to order at 7:30 PM via telephone conference call.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:  Honeycroft Sidewalks:  A Honeycroft resident in an email dated 01-29-2021 requested information regarding a Honeycroft Village HOA ruling regarding snow being deposited on sidewalks.  Lou Simone noted the Township has no jurisdiction over sidewalks.  This is an HOA issue.  
Hostetter Road and Daleville Road:  The Township office received an email on 02-08-2021 from a LDT resident regarding vehicles recently becoming mired in drifted snow on Hostetter Road.  It appears there are motorists using this unimproved road as a short cut between Daleville Road and Route 1.  Following discussion it was decided to install a “No Winter Maintenance” road sign at the Daleville Road entrance to Hostetter Road.  The Township has contacted West Fallowfield requesting their Supervisors consider erecting a similar sign on Route 1 at Hostetter Road.  The West Fallowfield Supervisors will discuss this topic at their next BOS meeting on 02-17-2021.
BOS I MINUTES FROM THE ORGANIZATION AND REGULAR MEETINGS ON JANUARY 04, 2021:  The Minutes had been emailed to the BOS prior to the meeting and were reviewed.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve both Minutes from January 04, 2021 as submitted.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.  
TREASURER’S  REPORT:  Alison Emmons sent an email with her February report for BOS review.  Further the financial audit is currently underway and should be completed within 2 weeks.  The 2020 fuel audit is in the scheduling process.  The State is attempting to change a portion of the previously accepted and approved 2018 Fuel Report which is delaying filing of the 2020 Report causing the 2021 fuel payment likely to be delayed by 2 weeks.  The increased Treasurer’s Bond has been received.  The BOS accepted the January Treasurer’s Report as submitted.
TOWNSHIP REPORTS:
A. ZONING OFFICER / BUILDING INSPECTOR REPORT – JANUARY, 2021:   Bill Beers will submit the December Report soon.  Lou Simone read the following from the January Report as follows:  There 
were five (5) Building Permits issued, two (2) building permits pending 

plan reviews for storm water revisions for the Windurra Indoor Arena and Runnymede Sanctuary.  There were two (2) exempt Stormwater 
Permits issued.  Total permit fees collected were $3,515.50.  Eight (8) Use 
and Occupancy (U&O) permits were issued, five (5) Resale U&Os,  along 
with seven (7) various construction inspections conducted.  Census Form C-404 and the Chester County Permit Summary Form for January were completed.  Mr. Beers followed up on a complaint regarding timber harvesting along Faggs Manor Road.  This property is actually in Upper Oxford Township.
B. ROADMASTER:   The road crew plowed snow during two storms.  Two mailboxes were damaged on Wheatsheaf Lane and residents were notified.  A plow scooped up both speed bumps on Fernwood Road which will be reinstalled once the weather improves.  Debris was cleaned from two pipes on Faggs Manor Road at the creek.  PennDOT is working on Daleville Road to remediate water and ice on the roadway. Lights in the last bay at the Municipal Building have been replaced.  
C. EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT (EM):  The Road Crew received a compliment from Chuck Freese for the condition of the roads during and after the snow storms.
D. PLANNING COMMISSION (PC):  There was no PC Meeting in January.  The next PC meeting will be held Tuesday, February 23, 2021 for reorganization.  This meeting may be in person or held virtually.  Members will be notified, however it is highly likely this meeting will be cancelled.
E. OPEN SPACE COMMITTEE (OSC):  The OSC did not meet in January. The February meeting has been cancelled.
F. HISTORICAL COMMITTEE (HC):  The Historical Committee did not meet in January due to Covid concerns.  The next scheduled meeting will be on Tuesday, February 23, 2021 at 7:00 PM.  Members will be notified should this meeting be held as scheduled or cancelled.
G. WEBSITE / FACEBOOK:   Gene Wier continues to update the website as necessary.  Mr. Wier requested Secretary Hearne provide 2021 Meeting Dates and the Holiday Schedule for posting to the website.
OLD BUSINESS:  
A. NEW DALEVILLE STORMWATER ISSUES:  An open issue.  There was no discussion.
B. VERIZON AGREEMENT RENEWAL NEGOTIATION:  Earlier today Stacey Fuller sent a copy of the Cohen Law Group letter and proposal.  The Verizon Agreement does not expire until February, 2023.  The BOS agreed to become a party to a group of municipalities retaining the Cohen Law Group for the purpose of renegotiating the terms of each of their Armstrong Agreements.  The fee for this service will be invoiced once the commitment letter has been received.
C. LDT FENCE REPLACEMENT:  The new fence has been installed with the invoice received and paid.
D. ORDINANCE AMENDMENTS:   Stacey Fuller sent Draft copies of an Ordinance to Spence Andress and David Sweet for review and revisions. 
This ordinance Amending Chapter 130 of the LDT Code, Titled “Subdivision 
and Land Development (SALDO)”, Article IV, Procedures, Sections 130-14, 
     130-16 and 130-17 regarding Submission of Electronic Plans is necessary  
as Chester County is now requiring all plans to be submitted electronically. 

Lou Simone asked about amending the Township Ordinance to reflect snow removal requirements and procedures.   Mr. Simone indicated he was unable to find any references to snow removal in LDT’s ordinance. Mr. Simone’s question:   Should LDT have guidelines in the ordinance?  Richard Brown wondered if this would be over regulating and does the Township want to become involved as the HOAs have requirements of their own.  This topic was tabled for further consideration and discussion.
NEW BUSINESS:
A. MS4 / ARRO PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT – 2021:  Lou Simone previously had spoken with Mark Harman of ARRO regarding LDT’s commitment and responsibilities with MS4.  Mr. Simone announced an MS4 Workshop by Mr. Harmon scheduled for February 16th.  Richard Brown expressed an interest in attending.  Of particular interest is what should LDT be focusing on and what is necessary for compliance.  Mr. Simone said ARRO will be meeting with LDT in the spring to comply with MS4 regulations.  The BOS discussed the Barnsgate MS4 remediation moving forward.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve and sign the ARRO Professional Services Agreement as submitted.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3-0 for approval.  The Agreement will be signed on 02-10-2021.
B. RESOLUTION #01-2021 – Chester County Municipal OS Grant Resolution:  Richard Brown explained this is a simple resolution fulfilling grant requirements when applying for grant money from Chester County.   Barbara Stewart has submitted applications and been granted money for the last two years.  Richard Brown made a MOTION to approve the Chester County Municipal OS Grant Resolution in compliance with the requirements of the Grant process.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 3 -0 for approval.  The Resolution requires signatures from all three Supervisors in triplicate.
C. SOUTHERN CHESTER COUNTY OPPORTUNITY NETWORK (SCCON) TELEPHONE CONFERENCE:  Richard Brown said he was unable to attend this meeting.
D. NEW COMPUTER:   Secretary Hearne advised the new computer and monitor have been received and installation is scheduled for next week.
