BOARD OF SUPERVISORS’ (BOS I) MEETING MINUTES
TUESDAY, MARCH 14, 2023
CALL TO ORDER:  Supervisors Lou Simone and Gene Wier were in attendance along with Secretary Janice Hearne and Treasurer Alison Emmons.  Richard Brown was absent.  The BOS I Meeting began at 7:30 PM.  Charlie Rodgers, Diane Henryson, Rich Henryson and Jan and Stephen McHenry were in the audience.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:  None
JANUARY 03, 2023 ORGANIZATION MEETING APPROVAL:  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approved the January 03, 2023 Organization Meeting Minutes as submitted.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval. 
BOS I MINUTES APPROVAL:  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the January 03, 2023 regular BOS I Meeting Minutes as submitted.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval.

BOS I MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 14, 2023:  This item was tabled until the April BOS I Meeting as Gene Wier was not in attendance on February 14th and Richard Brown was not in attendance at this meeting.
TREASURER’S  REPORT:  Treasurer Emmons noted the PennDOT Auditor conducted the 2021 and 2022 Audits on March 2nd and 3rd.  These audits are complete with no Findings.  However for the 2020vaudit there was a Finding for a late payment which was not Londonderry’s fault (due to Covid).  The 2022 CPA Audit is awaiting a letter from Stacey, however the DCED Report has been filed.  The ARP Report will be filed with a due date of April 1st.  
LIQUID FUELS PAYMENT – March 1, 2023:  Received

TURNBACK MAINTENANCE PAYMENT – March 1, 2023:  Received.  
TOWNSHIP REPORTS:
A. ZONING OFFICER / BUILDING INSPECTOR REPORT – February, 2023:   Bill Beers had previously submitted his Report and Lou Simone read excerpts from the Report as follows:  There was one (1) Building Permit issued with three (3) permits pending. There was one (1) Demolition permit and one (1) exempt Storm Water Permit issued.  Total permit fees collected were $421.00. Three (3) Use and Occupancy permits were issued with three (3) regular U&O’s issued and zero (0) resale U&O’s issued.  A total of sis (6) various construction inspections were conducted.  Mr. Beers attended and obtained BCO Re-certification in February, 2023 and is awaiting a new certification card.  The Fernwood Bridge supplemental information for the proposed bridge has been gathered for the new FEMA 
Representative along with a 6 month extension of time to repair the bridge.  The next Zoom meeting will be on March 22nd.  Mr. Beers supplied a summary for the bridge repair and a cost to replace the bridge and straighten the stream as requested by FEMA.   An L&I Audit was conducted on February 06, 2023.
B. ROADMASTER:   Lou Simone reported Roadmaster Darryl King continues to monitor the roads.  The Road Tour will commence soon.  In addition he noted the sewers in New Daleville are not the responsibility of the Township.  However the roadways are Londonderry’s responsibility.  Mr. Simone has a call in to Stacey Fuller for clarification.  They should discuss soon.
C. EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT (EM):  None.
D. PLANNING COMMISSION (PC):  There was no PC Meeting in February and the March Meeting will be cancelled.
E. OPEN SPACE COMMITTEE (OSC):  The OSC did not meet in February nor will it meet in March.
F. HISTORICAL COMMITTEE (HC):  The Historical Committee met on Tuesday, February 28, 2023 with Minutes submitted by Diane Henryson.  Lou Simone read the Minutes to the audience.  In addition Lou Simone said the Township should sponsor an activity to celebrate the 250th US Anniversary in 2026.  Diane Henryson noted the Committee in the process of exploring some ideas.  The next HC meeting will take place on Tuesday, March 28th at 7:00 PM.  
G. WEBSITE / FACEBOOK:   Gene Wier continues to update the website as necessary.  
OLD BUSINESS:  
A. LDT MUNICIPAL BUILDING RENOVATIONS:  Gene Wier explained the Committee met in January with Tim Cassidy.  Mr. Wier wrote Minutes and forwarded them to Tim Cassidy and the Committee.  Due to vacations, Mr. Wier will check in with Tim Cassidy tomorrow to determine any next steps.  
B. ROUTE 796 CROSSWALK UPDATE:  This topic was tabled until the April BOS Meeting as Richard Brown was not in attendance.
C. ROUTE 41 AND ROUTE 926 ROUNDABOUT CONFIGURATION UPDATE:  Steve Fellin from PennDOT sent an email with roundabout options to the Township.  Via return email the Board selected the herringbone pattern for the red stamped concrete; a graded center mound with river rock, mulch and possibly small trees in the center; a parking area for maintenance activity; and a single arm steel light pole.  Regarding the light pole, Mr. Fellin noted the light pole material and configuration is usually determined by the bidding contractor.  Mr. Simone noted he will be contacting Grant DeCosta to determine that his issues have been resolved.  The bottom line is the Route 41 Roundabout project is progressing.
D. THANK YOU FROM SCCEMS WITH PICTURE OF CHECK PRESENTATION:  In January Mr. Simone presented SCCEMS with a check for $31,000 from the ARP Funds.  SCCEMS put the picture and a 
short article in their monthly report expressing their gratitude.  Mr. Simone said he would be calling Mr. Bob Hotchkiss soon to secure an update as to when Christiana Hospital Group expects to open the Hospital (formerly Jennersville Hospital) to patients.
NEW BUSINESS:
A. HONEYCROFT VILLAGE, PHASE III, ESCROW RELEASE #26:   

Mr. Simone made a MOTION to approve ARRO’s recommendation to approve the Honeycroft Phase III Escrow Release #26 in the amount of $20,367.37 which leaves a Letter of Credit balance of $0.00.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval.  
B. HONEYCROFT VILLAGE, PHASE IV, ESCROW RELEASE #5:   

Mr. Simone made a MOTION to approve ARRO’s recommendation to approve the Honeycroft Phase IV Escrow Release #5 in the amount of $33,707.21 which does NOT include a release of Retainage.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval.  
C. HONEYCROFT VILLAGE, PHASE V, ESCROW RELEASE #9:   

Mr. Simone made a MOTION to approve ARRO’s recommendation to approve the Honeycroft Phase V Escrow Release #9 in the amount of $181,593.35 which does NOT include a release of Retainage.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval.  

D. 2023 – 2024 SNOW SEASON SALT CONTRACT:  A contract for 50 Tons of salt has been submitted for the 2023 – 2024 snow season.  Both salt bins are currently full, but next Fall there is room to accommodate the new order.
