CALL TO ORDER:   Supervisors Lou Simon and Richard Brown were in attendance.  Lou Simone called the BOS I Meeting to order at 7:40 PM in the Municipal Building.
CLOSE REGULAR BOS I MEETING
ORDINANCE HEARING

November 12, 2019

Supervisor Lou Simone opened the Ordinance Hearing at 7:40 PM.
Lou Simone read the entire Ordinance and the documentation supporting the ordinance to the audience. 
ORDINANCE #02-2019:  AN ORDINANCE OF LONDONDERRY TOWNSHIP, CHESTER COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA, AMENDING CHAPTER 125 OF THE TOWNSHIP OF LONDONDERRY, STORMWATER MANAGEMENT, ADDING A DEFINITION AND EXCEPTION FOR CERTAIN HIGH TUNNEL FACILITIES.

3. Review of Ordinance by Chair/Solicitor:  Lou Simone read the entire ordinance to the audience.

4. Supervisor discussion of Ordinance provisions:  None
5. Open to Public Comment/Concern:  None
6. Close Hearing – Lou Simone closed the Hearing at 7:45 PM.
Lou Simone reopened the regular BOS Meeting at 7:45 PM.

Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve Ordinance #02-2019 and Richard Brown seconded the motion.  The vote was 2-0 in favor.
The Regular BOS I Meeting resumed.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:  Josh and Chris Kauffman (Kauffman Gas Company) were recognized and presented the BOS with a plot plan of their four (4) acre property at 2099 Gap Newport Pike.  They propose to put stone on the lot in preparation for storage of tanks and trucks on the lot.  Richard Brown noted the stone would provide a pervious surface.  Lou Simone read from the LDT Zoning Ordinance Book regarding permissible uses on a parcel located in CG1 Zoning.  Unfortunately the zoning does not permit this use.  Richard Brown will talk to Bill Beers and the Board will further consider their proposal.  Chris Kauffman noted that in the future they plan to construct a building on this lot for the purpose of maintaining their fleet of trucks, but this will not be financially possible for several years.  The Kauffman brothers agreed to leave their plans with the Township for further consideration.
Holding Tank:  Jocelyn Micolucci was recognized and asked for approval and signatures on the two agreements previously submitted to the Township.  She noted the Chester County Board of Health (CCBH) had agreed to the temporary (3-4 month period) holding tank solution.  In the spring of 2020 it is anticipated that a regular septic system will be installed.  Mrs. Micolucci noted that the paperwork from McGovern and the design field work have been done.  PA DEP has agreed to the process but the Micolucci’s must hire a consultant to test for nitrates and this process will take 10 – 20 weeks to process.  The BOS suggested Spence Andress become the point person on this project.  Mrs. Micolucci was given Mr. Andress’ email address and phone number.  The Agreements were signed and notarized as appropriate.
Fernwood Road Truck Issues:  Mrs. Micolucci explained she had talked with the PA State Police (PSP) regarding the Fernwood fully loaded dump trucks speeding along Fernwood Road.  Pictures have been taken and neighbors continue to count the number of trucks and any hazardous incidents observed.  So far there has been no response to phone calls to the PSP.  Safety of other motorists on this narrow road is of primary concern.  Mrs. Micolucci’s father was in the audience and suggested PennDOT install an instrument/equipment which will measure the speed and number of axels of the vehicles as well as identify the type of vehicles.  The BOS will look into this with PennDOT.  Richard Brown suggested the possibility of temporary speed bumps.  It was also suggested PennDOT install a “No Trucks” sign on the other side of the Fernwood Bridge in Highland Township.  Mrs. Micolucci said she would try to get the names of the trucking companies to Richard Brown so that the Township can send letters to the offending trucking companies.  Lou Simone will follow up with PSP and PennDOT.
BOS EXECUTIVE SESSION:  Lou Simone announced there was an Executive Meeting conducted on October 21st to discuss a personnel issue.
BOS I MINUTES – October 08, 2019:  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the BOS I Minutes of October 08, 2019 as written.  Richard Brown seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval.
BOS II Meeting: This meeting scheduled for 10-28-2019 was cancelled  

TREASURER’S REPORT- October, 2019:  The supervisors reviewed the October Treasurer’s Report as submitted by Alison Emmons. Checks were signed by the Supervisors.   Mrs. Emmons noted the Armstrong check / statement noted a deduction from the payment for “Bad Debt”.  Richard Brown explained this was a standard practice for this Agreement.
Treasurer’s Bond:  Mrs. Emmons noted the bond is for $2,000,000 and has been sent in.

New Auditor:  Secretary Hearne has emailed four (4) CPA firms for quotes for the 2020 Audit.  There has been one reply so far and this one seems high.
TOWNSHIP REPORTS:
A. ZONING OFFICER/BUILDING INSPECTOR REPORT – October, 2019:
Lou Simone read the following from Bill Beers’ October report: There were Five (5) Building Permits issued, One (1) Building Permit (Micolucci) is pending a sewage permit or temporary holding tank, One (1) shed permit and Six (6) exempt Stormwater Permits were issued. Total fees collected were $2,588.57. Six (6) Use & Occupancy permits were issued plus (3) resale/rentals and five (5) regular U&O permits and 10 various construction inspections were conducted. Census Form C-404 for October, 2019 was completed and submitted. Mr. Beers is awaiting a contractor visit to Fernwood Bridge to prepare a cost estimate for repairs.  Mr. Beers requested the BOS not approve the Holding Tank Agreements until a signed contract for pumping the holding tank is executed by the Micolucci’s. 
B. ROADMASTER:  Lou Simone noted Mr. Wood was to bring in his

Employment Application on Monday, but it was not received by the Township.  Mr. Simone will call again to remind him.
C. EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT:  No report.
D. PLANNING COMMISSION:   The October 15, 2019 PC meeting was cancelled.  There will be a PC Meeting on November 19, 2019 at 7:30 PM.  The PC will review subdivision applications from George Strawbridge and Robert Wiggins.   
E. OPEN SPACE COMMITTEE (OSC):  The October 16th meeting was cancelled and the November 20th meeting has been cancelled as well.
F. HISTORICAL COMMITTEE (HC):   The Stargazers Event was cancelled due to cloud cover, however the HC did meet on October 22nd.  The next HC Meeting will be on Tuesday, November 26, 2019 at 7:00 PM.
G. WEBSITE/ FACEBOOK:  Gene Wier continues to work on the new website.  
OLD BUSINESS:  
A. HONEYCROFT-Phase IV & V AGREEMENTS (3):  Solicitor Stacey Fuller has been working on three (3) Honeycroft Agreements.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the Development Agreement; Financial Security Agreement – Phase V; and Stormwater Best Management Practices and Conveyances Operation and Maintenance Agreement for Honeycroft Village, LP subject to receipt of the signed agreements from the developer and approval by the Township Solicitor.  Richard Brown seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval.
B. NEW DALEVILLE 2019 – 2020 PLOWING:  The BOS had reviewed the contract specifications for two New Daleville plowing quotes.  Since Pristine Green was roughly $1,100.00 more plus the use of LDT salt, it was decided to stay with Burkhart.  Richard Brown made a MOTION to retain Burkhart to plow snow in New Daleville during the 2019 – 2020 snow season.  Lou Simone seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 in favor.  
C. FAGGS MANOR ROAD GUIDERAIL:  EMC Ins. paid $3,950.00 (minus $250.00 deductable).  LDT received a check from Progressive for $4,200.00 but this was returned to Progressive as EMC had already sent a check.  Geoff Burkart’s time ($75.00) for prep work prior to installation of the guiderail has been paid by EMC.  The Township is awaiting the $250.00 deductable.
D. CAMERAS FOR LDT:  Gene Wier has purchased and delivered the cameras. Secretary Hearne will contact Troy Losey to install.  
E. GAIN RESIDENCE – NEW CONSTRUCTION:  ARRO is dealing with issues of mud and water on the road. 
D.  HOUGHTON LAND DEVELOPMENT APPLICATION:  Lou Simone made

a MOTION that the Board of Supervisors deny approval of the application, plan and supporting documentation originally submitted by James and Gladys Houghton prepared by Commonwealth Engineers, Inc. dated August 8, 2019 containing four plan sheets.  The original application was determined to be incomplete but after the proper fees were paid the submission was then determined to be complete and the 90-day review began on September 17, 2019 pursuant to the provisions contained in the Municipalities Planning Code.

The basis for denial of the application, plan and supporting documentation is presented in a letter dated November 11, 2019 prepared by Michael Bingham, P.E., Assistant Vice President with ARRO, the Londonderry Township Engineer which is incorporated into this motion by reference thereto as if set forth in its entirety herein.  Richard Brown seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 in favor. 
Alison Emmons asked about the outstanding invoices on this project.  She had contacted Mr. and Mrs. Houghton via US Mail and received a phone response indicating payment of these invoices was “not in the budget”.  Mrs. Emmons had promised to send copies of the invoices and the Supervisors advised to go ahead and send them.  Once the rest of the invoices have been received by LDT Mrs. Emmons was directed to send another invoice for payment plus copies of the most recent ARRO and Solicitor invoices.
E. LONDONDERRY TOWNSHIP SEAL AND LOGO:  This item was tabled.
F. PECO PIPE: Richard Brown met with PECO Rep. Scott Neuman on 10-24-2019 to discuss the pipe issue.  This is PECO’s responsibility and Mr. Neuman agreed the pipe needed to be repaired.  .  
G. DANGEROUS CROSSING FROM LONDONDERRY MEADOWS TO NEW DALEVILLE PARK ACROSS RT. 796:  Lou Simone read the email dated 10-26-2019 describing the information and procedures delineated by Don Centofante of PennDOT.  PennDOT will need to perform a preliminary engineering inspection to evaluate sight lines, crosswalk pavement and an ADA compliant access pad on each side of the road.  PennDOT gave a preliminary OK to move forward.  Mr. Simone will call Michael Bingham at ARRO to discuss the project and request a scope of work plan and quote.
H. FERNWOOD ROAD TRUCK ISSUES:  This was discussed earlier in the meeting (See Public Comments).
NEW BUSINESS:
A. 2020 PROPOSED BUDGET:  This item was postponed and discussed at the end of this meeting.
B. 2020 COCHRANVILLE FIRE COMPANY AGREEMENT:  Lou Simone suggested the BOS increase LDT’s contribution from .0004 mils to .00045 mils.  Richard Brown was in agreement and made a MOTION to approve the 2020 Cochranville Fire Company Fire Protection Agreement at .00045 mils for the sum of $65,544.50.  Lou Simone seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval.  The BOS signed the contract.
C. 2020 WEST GROVE FIRE COMPANY AGREEMENT:  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the 2020 West Grove Fire Company Contribution in the amount of $28,600.00.  Richard Brown seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval.  Lou Simone signed the contract.
D. WEST FALLOWFIELD POLICE ASSISTANCE:  Lou Simone met with West Fallowfield in October.  At their next meeting on the first Wednesday of the month this will be discussed.  As of this date Mr. Simone has not heard back.
E. 2019 AUDIT:  Secretary Hearne has requested four (4) quotes from CPA firms.  There has been a reply from one firm, but the quote was nearly twice as much as LDT paid last year.
F. PERIMETER SURVEY – LONDONDERRY MEADOWS OS B & BARNSGATE PRESERVE:  Previously Richard Brown had signed the authorization with Regester to survey Londonderry Meadows Open Space B.  Regester had submitted another authorization for a Barnsgate Preserve survey.  At this meeting Richard Brown signed the Barnsgate authorization and noted that at 8:15 AM on 11-13-2019 the survey was to be done at Londonderry Meadows and possibly Barnsgate as well. 
 LDT ROOF LEAK:  Richard Brown asked Secretary Hearne to contact Allen Mummert regarding repairs for a possible roof leak which is allowing water into the Roadmaster’s office.  
G. FAGGS MANOR ROAD PROPERTY AUCTION:  This property was formerly the Styers’ Nursery and currently owned by Mr. & Mrs. Engle.  It did not sell at the auction and, at least for now, will remain an Engle property.
H. PARKESBURG LIBRARY THANK YOU NOTE:  The Board was given the thank you note written by Stef Wrigley on behalf of the Parkesburg Library Board for Londonderry’s 2019 contribution.
2020 PROPOSED BUDGET:  Alison Emmons distributed the Proposed 2020 Budget.  Lou Simone, Dick Brown and Mrs. Emmons reviewed each item and adjustments were made on various budget items as deemed appropriate.  It was noted that the SCCEMS contribution information was not yet available, therefore the 2019 contribution amount was used for the 2020 category on the budget.  Lou Simone noted LDT’s portion should decrease for 2020.
