BOARD OF SUPERVISORS’ (BOS I) MEETING MINUTES
FRIDAY, JANUARY 10, 2025 
CALL TO ORDER:  Following the Organization Meeting at 7:13 PM Supervisor Lou Simone opened the BOS I Meeting.  Supervisors Gene Wier, Treasurer Alison Emmons, Secretary Janice Hearne and Zoning Officer Ted Jasinski were in attendance. In the audience were Dana Simpson, Charlie Rodgers, Jan and Stephen McHenry and Jeri Ramagnano.
PUBLIC COMMENTS – Lou Simone introduced Dana Simpson to the meeting attendees. Dana has been hired to train with Janice Hearne and will assume the Township Secretary role on Janice’s retirement date. Dana’s start date is Monday, January 13, 2025.  
BOS I MINUTES OF DECEMBER 10, 2024 : These minutes cannot be approved, due to Supervisor Richard Brown not being in attendance tonight; and Chairman Lou Simone was not in attendance at the December 10, 2024 meeting. 

BOS END OF THE YEAR MEETING – DECEMBER 19, 2024: Meeting was cancelled due to not having a quorum. Advertising was not completed due to meeting being cancelled too late to advertise. 
TREASURER’S REPORT – DECEMBER, 2024:  Alison Emmons gave her report to the Supervisors.  Lou Simone read the account balances.
RECEIPT OF EFT FROM 2024-2025 WINTER SERVICES AGREEMENT: 

TOWNSHIP REPORTS:
A. ZONING OFFICER / BUILDING INSPECTOR REPORT – DECEMBER, 2024: Zoning Officer, Ted Jasinski, provided a year end summary: issued almost 50 Zoning permits and 147 Building Permits for the year 2024. He advised that Honeycroft is winding down. A lot of U & O certificates were issued, mostly in Honeycroft and New Daleville. He attended a Hazard Mitigation Plan Update meeting. There will be an in person interview with Michael Baker from the County. He will keep the Board up to date as this proceeds. Lou Simone asked if there were significant issues, Ted advised “no”, right now they are discussing procedures. Pete Kingsley submitted a report for three (3) Building Permits in December, with a total of 33 for the year.
B. ROADMASTER: Darryl King submitted an email to the Board regarding road issues that he forwarded to John Lawrence’s office. Darryl sold the salt spreader from old F-550 truck. Drivers list has been updated. Route 41 signed agreement has been received. On January 16, 2025, Darryl King, Lou Simone, and a representative from Senator Carolyn Comitta’s office, Michael Hartman, will be touring Jackson, Baker, and Faggs Manor Roads to review for the Grant the Township has applied for.

 2025 at 7:30 PM :  Brandywine Conservancy will be working with the Township as a consultant. This is a multi-year project. We will be looking at demographics of the Township; water supply, population growth, industry, etc. Will follow up to let Grant DeCosta know about the approval. Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve Brandywine Conservancy as the vendor for the Comprehensive Plan update. Gene Wier seconded the MOTION and the vote was 2-0 for approval.

OLD BUSINESS: 
A. 2025 BUDGET APPROVAL: Lou Simone reviewed the 2024 budget. The total was $1,053.037.00 and it was balanced. The 2025 proposed budget is $2,383,728.00. The majority of the increase is impacted by the LDT Building Renovations and roadway construction planned for 2025. Percentage wise, the largest item increase is for the West Grove Fire Company Ambulance Service at an 18-19% increase.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the 2025 Budget of $2,383,728.00. Gene Wier seconded the MOTION and the vote was 2-0 for approval.
B. REQUEST FOR BIDS FOR LONDONDERRY MEADOWS: Several emails were sent to contractors on December 16, 2024. One contractor declined, others have not responded. Darryl King is contacting other Roadmasters on this topic. 
C. LDT MUNICIPAL BUILDING RENOVATIONS: We are awaiting water testing results so that the non potable water that is currently in the LDT Building can be addressed during renovations. Liz Lawrence will be in on January 13, 2025 to inspect the ceiling to determine if raising the ceiling during renovations is a possibility. Ted Jasinski has provided Liz with information regarding Building Code. 
D. POLICE PRESENCE IN LONDONDERRY: Tabled at this time. 
E. LSA – LOCAL SHARE ACCOUNT GRANT: Meeting will be held with Michael Hartman from Senator Comitta’s office, Roadmaster Darryl King, and Chairman Lou Simone on January 16, 2025 at 2pm. 
F. RETARDER BRAKES ORDINANCE: No new ordinance necessary, as LDT already has an ordinance for this. 
NEW BUSINESS:

A. BRANDYWINE CONSERVANCY – COMP. PLAN REVIEW / SUSTAINABLE COMMUNITY ASSESSMENT (SCA) PROPOSAL: Will contact Grant DeCosta regarding our approval as previously noted in these minutes. 
B. ARRO CONSULTING PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT: Lou Simone reviewed the MS4 Contract at $12,000 with ARRO Consulting for 2025. Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the ARRO Agreement. Gene Wier seconded the MOTION and the vote was 2-0 for approval. 
C. ORDINANCE ___ - 2025 – COMPENSATION FOR SUPERVISORS:  Pennsylvania approved a salary increase for Board of Supervisors. This takes the salary from $1,875.00 to $2,241.00 per year. This will take effect in 2026. Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the advertising for the February Ordinance Hearing. Gene Wier seconded the MOTION and the vote was 2-0 for approval.
