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10-8-25. THE WORD OF GOD.
The Words in italics are my comments.
Other references Strong’s concordance unless indicated otherwise.
I THESSALONIANS 2:
13  ¶  For this cause also thank we God without ceasing, because, when ye received the word of God which ye heard of us, ye received it not as the word of men, but as it is in truth, the word of God, which effectually worketh also in you that believe.

The subject I call the Word of God is used maybe millions of time in religion and I sometimes wonder if people really understand much about it.

I want to try to explain things as I understand them going to scripture and as always I stand willing to be corrected if anyone has scriptural correction and not just an opinion
The word of God is eternal life as Christ spoke.

I want to speak of the Word of God in three ways.

1. The Word as God is speaking
2. As God has spoken
3. Jesus Christ as the Word.

GENESIS 1:
1 n the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.
2 And the earth was without form, and void; and darkness was upon the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God moved upon the face of the waters.

In verse two I don’t want to elaborate but I do not understand God to speak something and when it comes out is as that scripture states

Without form: formlessness, confusion, unreality, emptiness   8414   tohuw    {to'-hoo}
Void: emptiness, void, waste.   922   bohuw    {bo'-hoo}  

ISAIAH 55:
11 So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall not return unto me void, but it shall accomplish that which I please, and it shall prosper in the thing whereto I sent it.

Void in empty condition, empty, emptily   7387   reyqam    {ray-kawm'}

God word created from nothing or from no material the heavens and the earth 

HEBREWS 11:
3 Through faith we understand that the worlds were framed by the word of God, so that things which are seen were not made of things which do appear.
PSALM 148:
5 Let them praise the name of the LORD: for he commanded, and they were created.

All things were created by the Word of God as God spoke.

The things God created were not the Word but were created by the Word.

God continued speaking mostly through prophets and sometime angels and most of this was what I call second hand meaning God did not speak direct other then to the prophet and then the prophet or sometimes the angels would deliver the message, but the people seldom heard directly from God.

If you are a trinitarian then you might have trouble trying to figure out which God is speaking the Word whether it is the Father, Son or Holy Spirit but to the Christian it is God which in the last service we tried to show that whatever name he went by in the Old Testament it is not required for us to know as long as we know Jesus Christ.  Without that name no other name will ever matter.

When the Word Created the World who was speaking?  We cannot say the Word spoke without the father, but rather the Father was speaking.

JOHN 1:
1 n the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 
2 The same was in the beginning with God. 
3 All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was.

The word of God that creates when spoken is a seed.  The Lord Jesus used a physical parable to explain spiritual things.

LUKE 8:
4  ¶  And when much people were gathered together, and were come to him out of every city, he spake by a parable: 
5 A sower went out to sow his seed: and as he sowed, some fell by the way side; and it was trodden down, and the fowls of the air devoured it.
LUKE 8:
11 Now the parable is this: The seed is the word of God.
LUKE 8:
15 But that on the good ground are they, which in an honest and good heart, having heard the word, keep it, and bring forth fruit with patience.

The seed being the Word of God is not a parable but the understanding of the parable.

I PETER 1:
23 Being born again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the word of God, which liveth and abideth for ever.

2. The Word that has been spoken is also a seed waiting to generate life in the way it is prepared.

The Gospel preached will produce ever Word as life is beginning in every believer.

MARK 16:
15 And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature.
16 He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned.

We have given scripture that the Word is a seed and certainly nothing starts without a beginning and in the beginning was the Word.

God’s word in the beginning created all things and after they were created each produced its own seed to continue.
GENESIS 2:
19 And out of the ground the LORD God formed every beast of the field, and every fowl of the air; and brought them unto Adam to see what he would call them: and whatsoever Adam called every living creature, that was the name thereof.

The chicken came first them the egg.  Everything God created can be destroyed except the Word seed itself.
MATTHEW 24:
35 Heaven and earth shall pass away, but my words shall not pass away.
REVELATION 21:
5 And he that sat upon the throne said, Behold, I make all things new. And he said unto me, Write: for these words are true and faithful.

Faith brings the Word God has spoken to life as our text said it worketh in you that believe.  God Word also as a time appointed that will cause it to come to past.

PHILIPPIANS 2:
12  ¶  Wherefore, my beloved, as ye have always obeyed, not as in my presence only, but now much more in my absence, work out your own salvation with fear and trembling. 
13 For it is God which worketh in you both to will and to do of his good pleasure.
ACTS 17:
31 Because he hath appointed a day, in the which he will judge the world in righteousness by that man whom he hath ordained; whereof he hath given assurance unto all men, in that he hath raised him from the dead.
MATTHEW 24:
35 Heaven and earth shall pass away, but my words shall not pass away.
36 But of that day and hour knoweth no man, no, not the angels of heaven, but my Father only.

This should not be confusion, but confusion comes from misunderstanding.  Yesterday I was looking for a bright chrome hook to put into the wall I never found it because I had the wrong image in my mind.

Religion has put a lot of images in our minds that is not scriptural and we miss the scriptural unless we allow God to place the image.

ROMANS 12:
2 And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.

 When God spoke and it created or became a prophesy of things to be.

ISAIAH 48:
3 I have declared the former things from the beginning; and they went forth out of my mouth, and I shewed them; I did them suddenly, and they came to pass.

If we try to make the Word which is what God is saying or has said to be different them what it is then we will be in error.

JOHN 1:
1 n the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 
2 The same was in the beginning with God. 
3 All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was.

If I would say that is the person or body of Jesus Christ I would have no scripture.   Unless I come to this scripture.
JOHN 1:
14 And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth. 
15  ¶  John bare witness of him, and cried, saying, This was he of whom I spake, He that cometh after me is preferred before me: for he was before me.

John’s birth was before Christ, yet he said that He was before him.

Christ was spoken of from Genesis as being the woman’s seed and also the Rock that followed the children of Israel.
I CORINTHIANS 10:
4 And did all drink the same spiritual drink: for they drank of that spiritual Rock that followed them: and that Rock was Christ.
I PETER 1:
19 But with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot: 
20 Who verily was foreordained before the foundation of the world, but was manifest in these last times for you,

We as believers also were and are foreknown.

Romans 8:29   For whom he did foreknow, he also did predestinate to be conformed to the image of his Son, that he might be the firstborn among many brethren.

Foreordained. to have knowledge before hand, to foreknow; to predestinate: those whom God foreknew so that they would love him 4267   proginosko    {prog-in-oce'-ko}

EPHESIANS 3:
9 And to make all men see what is the fellowship of the mystery, which from the beginning of the world hath been hid in God, who created all things by Jesus Christ:

REVELATION 3:
14  ¶  And unto the angel of the church of the Laodiceans write; These things saith the Amen, the faithful and true witness, the beginning of the creation of God;

The Word begin the creation which was spoken.

Question we should ask.  Is the Word, Christ a second God? With equal power.
Could the universe be created if God the Father had not spoken it?

Does the Word have any power of its own without the Father?
JOHN 5:
19 Then answered Jesus and said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, The Son can do nothing of himself, but what he seeth the Father do: for what things soever he doeth, these also doeth the Son likewise.

In Christ God continued speaking His Word to those who will believe.

HEBREWS 1:
1  ¶  God, who at sundry times and in divers manners spake in time past unto the fathers by the prophets, 
2 Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son, whom he hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds;

God voice which came directly from God the Father was the only voice in the Old Testament spoken various ways and by prophets.  In the New Testament the only voice will still be God’s voice through Jesus Christ.

If we understand that Jesus Christ the Son of God is also the Word of God and is interchangeable.  When Christ was on earth he could speak with his voice as the Son of God but the Eternal Word was always God Himsel speaking through Christ.

JOHN 14
10 Believest thou not that I am in the Father, and the Father in me? the words that I speak unto you I speak not of myself: but the Father that dwelleth in me, he doeth the works.
JOHN 14:
12  ¶  Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go unto my Father.
13 And whatsoever ye shall ask in my name, that will I do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son.

When Christ returned it was the Father in Christ being glorified.  That is why we cannot come to the Father except through Christ.

JOHN 14:
6 Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.
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Reckon It To Be So
"Likewise reckon yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, but alive unto God through Jesus Christ, our Lord" Because of our redemption in Christ and our relationship to our Lord, there are two things we should reckon to be absolutely true! Consider and count them to be true.
1. WE ARE DEAD INDEED TO SIN! Our sins are cleansed, put away and paid for. The curse and condemnation of the law for all sin (past, present, and future) is removed. We are not under its penalty, its power, nor its dominion; and one day we will no longer feel its presence.
2. WE ARE ALIVE UNTO GOD THROUGH OUR LORD JESUS. As REGENERATED persons, we live unto God (in Adam we died; in Christ we live forever and shall never die). As JUSTIFIED persons we do not fear condemnation nor the second death. As SANCTIFIED persons we have a perfect holiness by the obedience of Christ and are fit for the very presence of God. As CHILDREN OF GOD we love Christ, His word, His people, and His commandments, endeavoring in word and deed to glorify our Lord. RECKON IT TO BE SO!  Henry T. Mahan
