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5-24-26. WHAT IS TRUTH?
The Words in italics are my comments.
Other references Strong’s concordance unless indicated otherwise.
JOHN 18:
37 Pilate therefore said unto him, Art thou a king then? Jesus answered, Thou sayest that I am a king. To this end was I born, and for this cause came I into the world, that I should bear witness unto the truth. Every one that is of the truth heareth my voice.
38 Pilate saith unto him, What is truth? And when he had said this, he went out again unto the Jews, and saith unto them, I find in him no fault at all.

Jesus’s statement answers the question what is truth when He said I came to bear witness to the truth.  Christ is the only one who can reveal truth by bearing witness.

There is a truth that we all can bear witness to and that is physical or mental truth but there is also a spiritual truth which the scripture and the Spirit of our Lord will witness.

  Truth:  225   aletheia    {al-ay'-thi-a}  ) what is true in any matter under consideration.

MATTHEW 16
2 He answered and said unto them, When it is evening, ye say, It will be fair weather: for the sky is red.
3 And in the morning, It will be foul weather to day: for the sky is red and lowring. O ye hypocrites, ye can discern the face of the sky; but can ye not discern the signs of the times? 
4 A wicked and adulterous generation seeketh after a sign; and there shall no sign be given unto it, but the sign of the prophet Jonas. And he left them, and departed.

That was a true physical sign about weather that was true, but they did not see the truth about the sign of the times.

Remembering.
ISAIAH 55:
7 Let the wicked forsake his way, and the unrighteous man his thoughts: and let him return unto the LORD, and he will have mercy upon him; and to our God, for he will abundantly pardon.
8 For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways, saith the LORD.
9 For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are my ways higher than your ways, and my thoughts than your thoughts.

Spiritual truth has to be revealed.
LUKE 21:
1 And he looked up, and saw the rich men casting their gifts into the treasury. 
2 And he saw also a certain poor widow casting in thither two mites. 
3 And he said, Of a truth I say unto you, that this poor widow hath cast in more than they all: 
4 For all these have of their abundance cast in unto the offerings of God: but she of her penury hath cast in all the living that she had.
The natural truth is that the rich gave more:  The spiritual truth the widow gave more then all of them.

A spiritual definition of Truth.
JOHN 14
6 Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.

We will never understand truth until we know Jesus Christ.  From that point He will bear witness to what is truth.

John the Baptist spoke of this.
JOHN 1:
7 The same came for a witness, to bear witness of the Light, that all men through him might believe. 
8 He was not that Light, but was sent to bear witness of that Light. 
9 That was the true Light, which lighteth every man that cometh into the world.

Lighteth:  5461   photizo    {fo-tid'-zo}  to bring to light, render evident; to cause something to come to light and become clear to all.

JOHN 8:
12 Then spake Jesus again unto them, saying, I am the light of the world: he that followeth me shall not walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life.
I JOHN 1:
7 But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin.

That light is how we worship God.
JOHN 4:
24 God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in 
truth.
JOHN 8:
32 And ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free.
EPHESIANS 4:
21 If so be that ye have heard him, and have been taught by him, as the truth is in Jesus:

When an error is taught revelation of truth stopped and from that point only knowledge remains.
II TIMOTHY 2:
18 Who concerning the truth have erred, saying that the resurrection is past already; and overthrow the faith of some. 

I JOHN 5:
6 This is he that came by water and blood, even Jesus Christ; not by water only, but by water and blood. And it is the Spirit that beareth witness, because the Spirit is truth. 
7 For there are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, the Word, and the Holy Ghost: and these three are one.

How does the Father bear record?
MATTHEW 3:
16 And Jesus, when he was baptized, went up straightway out of the water: and, lo, the heavens were opened unto him, and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove, and lighting upon him: 
17 And lo a voice from heaven, saying, This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.
MATTHEW 17:
5 While he yet spake, behold, a bright cloud overshadowed them: and behold a voice out of the cloud, which said, This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased; hear ye him.
JOHN 8:
17 It is also written in your law, that the testimony of two men is true. 
18 I am one that bear witness of myself, and the Father that sent me beareth witness of me.
19 Then said they unto him, Where is thy Father? Jesus answered, Ye neither know me, nor my Father: if ye had known me, ye should have known my Father also.

We know Christ is the Word made flesh but, in every doctrine, only the Word can bear witness that it is truth.
JOHN 17:
17 Sanctify them through thy truth: thy word is truth.
COLOSSIANS 1
5 For the hope which is laid up for you in heaven, whereof ye heard before in the word of the truth of the gospel;
I THESSALONIANS 5:
21 Prove all things; hold fast that which is good.
LUKE 24:
45 Then opened he their understanding, that they might understand the scriptures,
JOHN 8
12 Then spake Jesus again unto them, saying, I am the light of the world: he that followeth me shall not walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life.
II JOHN 1
2 For the truth's sake, which dwelleth in us, and shall be with us for ever.
ROMANS 8:
16 The Spirit itself beareth witness with our spirit, that we are the children of God:
I JOHN 5
6 This is he that came by water and blood, even Jesus Christ; not by water only, but by water and blood. And it is the Spirit that beareth witness, because the Spirit is truth.

The Spirit will not bear witness to any truth rather than the Word truth.

All truth that we need to know can be found in the scriptures.

All that is error cannot be found in the scriptures.   Error begins when we try to understand truth by education or our mental ability which includes reasoning or man’s teaching alone.

The eternal son of God. Find that is scriptures.

God the Holy Ghost.  Find that in scriptures.

God does not allow the true believer to understand things that are not written.

GENESIS 1:
26 And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth.

Most orthodox churches will tell you God the Father was talking to God the Son and sometimes God the Holy Ghost.

I just read were a man said he believed God the Father was speaking to Jesus the Son.

My testimony is that I was not there I do not know, nor do I desire to know for sure.  The only scripture I have in the Old Testament is that God does communicate with angels.

GENESIS 18:
16 And the men rose up from thence, and looked toward Sodom: and Abraham went with them to bring them on the way.
17 And the LORD said, Shall I hide from Abraham that thing which I do;

That is truth and that is all that the Lord requires us to know.  Every attempt to make more than one in the Godhead is an attempt to make these scriptures of none effect.

DEUTERONOMY 6:
4 Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God is one LORD:
DEUTERONOMY 32:
12 So the LORD alone did lead him, and there was no strange god with him.
II KINGS 19:
15 And Hezekiah prayed before the LORD, and said, O LORD God of Israel, which dwellest between the cherubims, thou art the God, even thou alone, of all the kingdoms of the earth; thou hast made heaven and earth.

NEHEMIAH 9:

MARK 12:
29 And Jesus answered him, The first of all the commandments is, Hear, O Israel; The Lord our God is one Lord:
I CORINTHIANS 8:
6 But to us there is but one God, the Father, of whom are all things, and we in him; and one Lord Jesus Christ, by whom are all things, and we by him.
HEBREWS 1:
2 Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son, whom he hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds; 
3 Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his person, and upholding all things by the word of his power, when he had by himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high;

What do we need to believe?
I JOHN 4:
1 Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God: because many false prophets are gone out into the world. 
2 Hereby know ye the Spirit of God: Every spirit that confesseth that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is of God:
JOHN 20:
31 But these are written, that ye might believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God; and that believing ye might have life through his name.

To my understanding which I believe is correct when you identify you religion with any name other then Jesus Christ and that by personal experience not with a group you identify with them that come in their own name.
ACTS 8:
37 And Philip said, If thou believest with all thine heart, thou mayest. And he answered and said, I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God.

46 times Jesus Christ is identified as the Son of God and not once identified as an eternal Son of God, or the second God of a trinity and at no time does he make himself equal to the Father. All that would identify Jesus Christ as any of those things have introduced to their listeners another Jesus that is not identified by the Word.

JOHN 5:
43 I am come in my Father's name, and ye receive me not: if another shall come in his own name, him ye will receive.
44 How can ye believe, which receive honour one of another, and seek not the honour that cometh from God only?
II TIMOTHY 2:
25 In meekness instructing those that oppose themselves; if God peradventure will give them repentance to the acknowledging of the truth;

Repentance is not just repenting of deeds, but it is repenting of a nature that is born in sin.

LUKE 18:
13 And the publican, standing afar off, would not lift up so much as his eyes unto heaven, but smote upon his breast, saying, God be merciful to me a sinner.
14 I tell you, this man went down to his house justified rather than the other: for every one that exalteth himself shall be abased; and he that humbleth himself shall be exalted.
ROMANS 5:
15 But not as the offence, so also is the free gift. For if through the offence of one many be dead, much more the grace of God, and the gift by grace, which is by one man, Jesus Christ, hath abounded unto many. 
16 And not as it was by one that sinned, so is the gift: for the judgment was by one to condemnation, but the free gift is of many offences unto justification.
I JOHN 4:
4 Ye are of God, little children, and have overcome them: because greater is he that is in you, than he that is in the world.


JOHN 16:
33 These things I have spoken unto you, that in me ye might have peace. In the world ye shall have tribulation: but be of good cheer; I have overcome the world.
GALATIANS 5:
17 For the flesh lusteth against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh: and these are contrary the one to the other: so that ye cannot do the things that ye would. 
18 But if ye be led of the Spirit, ye are not under the law. 
19 Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these; Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness, 
20 Idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, heresies, 
21 Envyings, murders, drunkenness, revellings, and such like: of the which I tell you before, as I have also told you in time past, that they which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God. 
22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, 
23 Meekness, temperance: against such there is no law. 
24 And they that are Christ's have crucified the flesh with the affections and lusts. 
25 If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the Spirit.

“Whosoever offereth a sacrifice of peace offerings unto the LORD to accomplish his vow, or a freewill offering in beeves or sheep, it shall be perfect to be accepted; there shall be no blemish therein.  Blind, or broken, or maimed, or having a wen, or scurvy, or scabbed, ye shall not offer these unto the LORD, nor make an offering by fire of them upon the altar unto the LORD.” (Lev. 22:21).
In Leviticus, chapters 21 and 22 the Lord gave instructions to Moses and Aaron about the most vital and fundamental information on how to approach and worship Him. The high priest could not have any defect, deformity or blemish (Lev. 21:16-21). Likewise, the sacrifice could not have any blemish at all (Lev.22: 17-24). If the priest had no defect, yet brought a sacrifice with blemishes it would not be accepted, for it "must be perfect to be accepted" (Lev. 22:21). Likewise, if the sacrifice had no blemish, but the priest that offered it had any blemish, the sacrifice would not be accepted at all, for it "must be perfect to be accepted."
All of this declares the gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ. He is the perfect and great High Priest without blemish, spot, defect, deformity or sin (Heb. 4:14-15; Heb. 7:26; 8:1). 
Not only is that true, but He is also the perfect sacrifice for sin. He is the Lamb without blemish or spot (John 1:29; 1Peter.1: 18-20). It is only through the Lord Jesus Christ and His glorious sacrifice, that we can be justified from all sin (Acts 13:38-39; Heb. 9:11-12; Heb. 9:26). In the Lord Jesus Christ every believer is made a priest with no blemish, no sin (Rev. 1:5-6; 5:9-10).   Likewise, in Christ's precious blood atonement we can approach the throne of grace with boldness (Heb. 4:16), because we have a perfect sacrifice that fully, eternally satisfies the holy justice of God (Rom. 3:24-26; Col. 1:19-22; Jude 1:24-25). Through Christ, we meet God's standard, "It must be perfect to be accepted. Authur unknown.
