I CORINTHIANS 2:
12 Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the spirit which is of God; that we might know the things that are freely given to us of God. 
13 Which things also we speak, not in the words which man's wisdom teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost teacheth; comparing spiritual things with spiritual.

I trust I have this understanding correct.  We know the Word of God even the Law is Spiritual.
JOHN 5:
39 Search the scriptures; for in them ye think ye have eternal life: and they are they which testify of me.
JOHN 6:
63 It is the spirit that quickeneth; the flesh profiteth nothing: the words that I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life.
ROMANS 7:
14 For we know that the law is spiritual: but I am carnal, sold under sin.
I PETER 2:5.
5 Ye also, as lively stones, are built up a spiritual house, an holy priesthood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to God by Jesus Christ.

Lively speaks of life we know God is the builder of this spiritual house and our purpose is to offer spiritual sacrifices as priest of God that will be acceptable to Christ.

This is my words but also it means something given and in the New Testament sacrifices may be a physical thing, but they must be accepted in the spiritual to God.

ROMANS 12
1 I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service.

36 For of him, and through him, and to him, are all things: to whom be glory for ever. Amen.

All things that are acceptable to God will also come from God.  God will never accept a service or sacrifice that comes from the carnal mind. Any sacrifice or offering must be found written in the Word.

EPHESIANS 2:
2 Wherein in time past ye walked according to the course of this world, according to the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that now worketh in the children of disobedience:

Worketh:   1754   energeo    {en-erg-eh'-o} to display one's activity, show one's self operative

Disobedience I believe speaks of those who turn the gospel down, not just a sinner as we all are born in sin.  You have to have something to obey before you disobey.

Disobedience:  543   apeitheia    {ap-i'-thi-ah}  obstinacy, obstinate opposition to the divine will. Dictionary.  (obstinate:  stubbornly refusing to change one's opinion or chosen course of action, despite attempts to persuade one to do so:) 

JOHN 15:
22 If I had not come and spoken unto them, they had not had sin: but now they have no cloke for their sin.

Once sin or error had been exposed by scripture there will be no covering until repentance.
EPHESIANS 6
12 For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places.
HEBREWS 13:
15 By him therefore let us offer the sacrifice of praise to God continually, that 
16 But to do good and to communicate forget not: for with such sacrifices God is well pleased.

Communicate:  2842   koinonia    {koy-nohn-ee'-ah} fellowship, association, community, communion, joint participation, the share which one has in anything, participation

Fleshly fellowship is not wrong in the correct circumstance, but the fellowship of the scripture is with Christ.
I CORINTHIANS 1
9 God is faithful, by whom ye were called unto the fellowship of his Son Jesus Christ our Lord.
PHILIPPIANS 1:
5 For your fellowship in the gospel from the first day until now;
I JOHN 1:
3 That which we have seen and heard declare we unto you, that ye also may have fellowship with us: and truly our fellowship is with the Father, and with his Son Jesus Christ.
I JOHN 1:
6 If we say that we have fellowship with him, and walk in darkness, we lie, and do not the truth: 
7 But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin.
HEBREWS 12:
22 But ye are come unto mount Sion, and unto the city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to an innumerable company of angels, 
23 To the general assembly and church of the firstborn, which are written in heaven, and to God the Judge of all, and to the spirits of just men made perfect, 
24 And to Jesus the mediator of the new covenant, and to the blood of sprinkling, that speaketh better things than that of Abel.
PHILIPPIANS 4:
16 For even in Thessalonica ye sent once and again unto my necessity. 
17 Not because I desire a gift: but I desire fruit that may abound to your account. 
18 But I have all, and abound: I am full, having received of Epaphroditus the things which were sent from you, an odour of a sweet smell, a sacrifice acceptable, wellpleasing to God. 
I CORINTHIANS 11:
23 For I have received of the Lord that which also I delivered unto you, That the Lord Jesus the same night in which he was betrayed took bread: 
24 And when he had given thanks, he brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is my body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of me.
25 After the same manner also he took the cup, when he had supped, saying, This cup is the new testament in my blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of me.
26 For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew the Lord's death till he come.

The carnal acceptance of what the Christians call the Lord’s supper or Communion by the interpretation that it is physical had to have something added to the Word of God to explain how it becomes physical, so they added the faithless prayer of a priest changes the bread and wine into the flesh and blood of Christ.



I CORINTHIANS 10
16 The cup of blessing which we bless, is it not the communion of the blood of Christ? The bread which we break, is it not the communion of the body of Christ? 
17 For we being many are one bread, and one body: for we are all partakers of that one bread.

There are many called fellowships but to be one they must be in the same spirit.
We read where the law is spiritual.	

COLOSSIANS 2:
16 Let no man therefore judge you in meat, or in drink, or in respect of an holyday, or of the new moon, or of the sabbath days: 
17 Which are a shadow of things to come; but the body is of Christ.

To compare spiritual (Word or Scripture) with spiritual that must be the Spirit of Christ within each person to reveal the purpose of God and the fulfilling of Scriptures.
The Word of God is only understood when it happens or after it happens.

MATTHEW 8:
16 When the even was come, they brought unto him many that were possessed with devils: and he cast out the spirits with his word, and healed all that were sick: 
17 That it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Esaias the prophet, saying, Himself took our infirmities, and bare our sicknesses.
MATTHEW 12:
18 Behold my servant, whom I have chosen; my beloved, in whom my soul is well pleased: I will put my spirit upon him, and he shall shew judgment to the Gentiles.
MATTHEW 13:
13 Therefore speak I to them in parables: because they seeing see not; and hearing they hear not, neither do they understand.
14 And in them is fulfilled the prophecy of Esaias, which saith, By hearing ye shall hear, and shall not understand; and seeing ye shall see, and shall not perceive:
JOHN 12:
16 These things understood not his disciples at the first: but when Jesus was glorified, then remembered they that these things were written of him, and that they had done these things unto him.

They recognized scripture had been fulfilled after the event happened.


AMOS 8:
11 Behold, the days come, saith the Lord GOD, that I will send a famine in the land, not a famine of bread, nor a thirst for water, but of hearing the words of the LORD:
12 And they shall wander from sea to sea, and from the north even to the east, they shall run to and fro to seek the word of the LORD, and shall not find it.
II TIMOTHY 4:
2 Preach the word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all longsuffering and doctrine. 
3 For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but after their own lusts shall they heap to themselves teachers, having itching ears; 
4 And they shall turn away their ears from the truth, and shall be turned unto fables.

There are many scriptures that point to the physical but have a spiritual meaning. I believe that would include all scripture.   Comparing spiritual with spiritual.
Soon this scripture will be completely fulfilled.

17 The wicked shall be turned into hell, and all the nations that forget God.

Reprobate:  96   adokimos    {ad-ok'-ee-mos} not standing the test, not approved, unfit for, unproved, spurious, reprobate

Mind:  3563   nous    {nooce} – understanding, the mind, comprising alike the faculties of perceiving and understanding and those of feeling, judging, determining, the intellectual faculty, the understanding
MATTHEW 12
25 And Jesus knew their thoughts, and said unto them, Every kingdom divided against itself is brought to desolation; and every city or house divided against itself shall not stand:

There is not a scripture to pray for this or any nation or kingdom but to pray for the leaders of this world.
I TIMOTHY 2:
1 I exhort therefore, that, first of all, supplications, prayers, intercessions, and giving of thanks, be made for all men; 
2 For kings, and for all that are in authority; that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness and honesty.
