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10-18-25. The Fulfilling of Scriptures. 
The Words in italics are my comments.
Other references Strong’s concordance unless indicated otherwise.
LUKE 4:
18 The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that are bruised, 
19 To preach the acceptable year of the Lord.
20 And he closed the book, and he gave it again to the minister, and sat down. And the eyes of all them that were in the synagogue were fastened on him. 
21 And he began to say unto them, This day is this scripture fulfilled in your ears.

Jesus just opened one of the greatest prophecies in the scripture and the results was to see it was completely rejected.  Regardless.   it opened a time of deliverance to those who believed but to most it just brought anger.

LUKE 4:
23 And he said unto them, Ye will surely say unto me this proverb, Physician, heal thyself: whatsoever we have heard done in Capernaum, do also here in thy country.
24 And he said, Verily I say unto you, No prophet is accepted in his own country.
25 But I tell you of a truth, many widows were in Israel in the days of Elias, when the heaven was shut up three years and six months, when great famine was throughout all the land; 
26 But unto none of them was Elias sent, save unto Sarepta, a city of Sidon, unto a woman that was a widow.
27 And many lepers were in Israel in the time of Eliseus the prophet; and none of them was cleansed, saving Naaman the Syrian.
28 And all they in the synagogue, when they heard these things, were filled with wrath,

Jesus was also showing that when the grace of God opens most people will reject it and if their minds are blinded, they will become angry.

MATTHEW 17:
10 And his disciples asked him, saying, Why then say the scribes that Elias must first come? 
11 And Jesus answered and said unto them, Elias truly shall first come, and restore all things.
12 But I say unto you, That Elias is come already, and they knew him not, but have done unto him whatsoever they listed. Likewise shall also the Son of man suffer of them.
13 Then the disciples understood that he spake unto them of John the Baptist.

In these scriptures we understand that some things will happen and most of not all will not know it without a spiritual revelation.  A spiritual understanding is an acceptance of what is written.   I do not believe the apostles fully understood the prophecy of Elias or Elijah, but they accepted the Words of Christ, and I am sure more understanding came later.

The Lord does not always broadcast spiritual happenings or when scriptural or fulfilled but will reveal them to the spiritual.
I CORINTHIANS 2:
7 But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery, even the hidden wisdom, which God ordained before the world unto our glory: 
8 Which none of the princes of this world knew: for had they known it, they would not have crucified the Lord of glory. 
    9 But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him.
10 But God hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God.
I CORINTHIANS 2:
13 Which things also we speak, not in the words which man's wisdom teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost teacheth; comparing spiritual things with spiritual.
JOHN 13:
14 If I then, your Lord and Master, have washed your feet; ye also ought to wash one another's feet.
15 For I have given you an example, that ye should do as I have done to you.
16 Verily, verily, I say unto you, The servant is not greater than his lord; neither he that is sent greater than he that sent him.
17 If ye know these things, happy are ye if ye do them.

Jesus was not telling his disciples the washing feet would make them happy but rather that all should be as servants.  That is where happiness comes from and would do the same for all others.
LUKE 18:
18  ¶  I speak not of you all: I know whom I have chosen: but that the scripture may be fulfilled, He that eateth bread with me hath lifted up his heel against me.
19 Now I tell you before it come, that, when it is come to pass, ye may believe that I am he.
31  ¶  Then he took unto him the twelve, and said unto them, Behold, we go up to Jerusalem, and all things that are written by the prophets concerning the Son of man shall be accomplished.
32 For he shall be delivered unto the Gentiles, and shall be mocked, and spitefully entreated, and spitted on: 
33 And they shall scourge him, and put him to death: and the third day he shall rise again.
34 And they understood none of these things: and this saying was hid from them, neither knew they the things which were spoken.

For all the years that Judas was with them it was not revealed that he was there to fulfill scripture until the event happened and Christ revealed it in part and events revealed the rest but even the death burial and resurrection was hidden until Christ opened the scriptures.  Most spiritual events are hidden today until scripture is opened by Christ.
LUKE 24:
17 And he said unto them, What manner of communications are these that ye have one to another, as ye walk, and are sad? 
18 And the one of them, whose name was Cleopas, answering said unto him, Art thou only a stranger in Jerusalem, and hast not known the things which are come to pass there in these days? 
19 And he said unto them, What things? And they said unto him, Concerning Jesus of Nazareth, which was a prophet mighty in deed and word before God and all the people: 
20 And how the chief priests and our rulers delivered him to be condemned to death, and have crucified him. 
21 But we trusted that it had been he which should have redeemed Israel: and beside all this, to day is the third day since these things were done.
MARK 15:
28 And the scripture was fulfilled, which saith, And he was numbered with the transgressors.
JOHN 19
24 They said therefore among themselves, Let us not rend it, but cast lots for it, whose it shall be: that the scripture might be fulfilled, which saith, They parted my raiment among them, and for my vesture they did cast lots. These things therefore the soldiers did.
JOHN 19:
28 After this, Jesus knowing that all things were now accomplished, that the scripture might be fulfilled, saith, I thirst.
PSALM 69
21 They gave me also gall for my meat; and in my thirst they gave me vinegar to drink.
JOHN 19:
33 But when they came to Jesus, and saw that he was dead already, they brake not his legs: 
34 But one of the soldiers with a spear pierced his side, and forthwith came there out blood and water. 
35 And he that saw it bare record, and his record is true: and he knoweth that he saith true, that ye might believe.:
36 For these things were done, that the scripture should be fulfilled, A bone of him shall not be broken. 
PSALM 34:
20 He keepeth all his bones: not one of them is broken.

37 And again another scripture saith, They shall look on him whom they pierced.

ZECHARIAH 12:
10 And I will pour upon the house of David, and upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the spirit of grace and of supplications: and they shall look upon me whom they have pierced, and they shall mourn for him, as one mourneth for his only son, and shall be in bitterness for him, as one that is in bitterness for his firstborn.

ZECHARIAH 13:
1 In that day there shall be a fountain opened to the house of David and to the inhabitants of Jerusalem for sin and for uncleanness.

There are many more scriptures that have been fulfilled but let bring it up to the present tense.
II TIMOTHY 4:
2 Preach the word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all longsuffering and doctrine. 
3 For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but after their own lusts shall they heap to themselves teachers, having itching ears; 
4 And they shall turn away their ears from the truth, and shall be turned unto fables.
II THESSALONIANS 2
9 Even him, whose coming is after the working of Satan with all power and signs and lying wonders, 
10 And with all deceivableness of unrighteousness in them that perish; because they received not the love of the truth, that they might be saved. 
11 And for this cause God shall send them strong delusion, that they should believe a lie:
REVELATION 14:
8 And there followed another angel, saying, Babylon is fallen, is fallen, that great city, because she made all nations drink of the wine of the wrath of her fornication. 
9 And the third angel followed them, saying with a loud voice, If any man worship the beast and his image, and receive his mark in his forehead, or in his hand, 
10 The same shall drink of the wine of the wrath of God, which is poured out without mixture into the cup of his indignation; and he shall be tormented with fire and brimstone in the presence of the holy angels, and in the presence of the Lamb:

Laodicea is a last message and a last call to come out from a rejected group who would call themselves Christian.
REVELATION 3:
14 And unto the angel of the church of the Laodiceans write; These things saith the Amen, the faithful and true witness, the beginning of the creation of God; 
15 I know thy works, that thou art neither cold nor hot: I would thou wert cold or hot.
16 So then because thou art lukewarm, and neither cold nor hot, I will spue thee 
17 Because thou sayest, I am rich, and increased with goods, and have need of nothing; and knowest not that thou art wretched, and miserable, and poor, and blind, and naked: 
18 I counsel thee to buy of me gold tried in the fire, that thou mayest be rich; and white raiment, that thou mayest be clothed, and that the shame of thy nakedness do not appear; and anoint thine eyes with eyesalve, that thou mayest see.
19 As many as I love, I rebuke and chasten: be zealous therefore, and repent.
20 Behold, I stand at the door, and knock: if any man hear my voice, and open the door, I will come in to him, and will sup with him, and he with me.

I believe Laodicea as a church is completely rejected and only if a person receives correction by the Word can they be redeemed.

HEBREWS 12:
7 If ye endure chastening, God dealeth with you as with sons; for what son is he whom the father chasteneth not? 
8 But if ye be without chastisement, whereof all are partakers, then are ye bastards, and not sons.

The rebuke and chastisement is the correction of the Word which can only be received by individuals.
REVELATION 3
5 He that overcometh, the same shall be clothed in white raiment; and I will not blot out his name out of the book of life, but I will confess his name before my Father, and before his angels.
AMOS 8:
11  ¶  Behold, the days come, saith the Lord GOD, that I will send a famine in the land, not a famine of bread, nor a thirst for water, but of hearing the words of the LORD:

 Only spiritual understand and receive correction the other go into desolation as Jerusalem as a place of worship.
LUKE 13:
33 Nevertheless I must walk to day, and to morrow, and the day following: for it cannot be that a prophet perish out of Jerusalem.
34 O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, which killest the prophets, and stonest them that are sent unto thee; how often would I have gathered thy children together, as a hen doth gather her brood under her wings, and ye would not! 
35 Behold, your house is left unto you desolate: and verily I say unto you, Ye shall not see me, until the time come when ye shall say, Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the Lord.

The correction was to realize that they were the ones that killed and stone the prophets and the ones sent to them.
 
They were the ones refusing Christ and only when they overcome and recognized Christ would their eyes be opened fulling another scripture

II CORINTHIANS 3:
14 But their minds were blinded: for until this day remaineth the same vail untaken away in the reading of the old testament; which vail is done away in Christ. 
16 Nevertheless when it shall turn to the Lord, the vail shall be taken away.

As God allowed Jerusalem to be destroyed by a heathen nation as a place of worshiping God so will the Lord allow the ten Kings of the beast to destroy or at least attempt to destroy all so-called Christian religion.  I believe this has already started.

REVELATION 17:
12 And the ten horns which thou sawest are ten kings, which have received no kingdom as yet; but receive power as kings one hour with the beast. 
13 These have one mind, and shall give their power and strength unto the beast. 
14  ¶  These shall make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb shall overcome them: for he is Lord of lords, and King of kings: and they that are with him are called, and chosen, and faithful. 
15 And he saith unto me, The waters which thou sawest, where the whore sitteth, are peoples, and multitudes, and nations, and tongues. 
16 And the ten horns which thou sawest upon the beast, these shall hate the whore, and shall make her desolate and naked, and shall eat her flesh, and burn her with fire. 
17 For God hath put in their hearts to fulfil his will, and to agree, and give their kingdom unto the beast, until the words of God shall be fulfilled.
ISAIAH 47:
11 Therefore shall evil come upon thee; thou shalt not know from whence it riseth: and mischief shall fall upon thee; thou shalt not be able to put it off: and desolation shall come upon thee suddenly, which thou shalt not know.
JEREMIAH 10:
23 O LORD, I know that the way of man is not in himself: it is not in man that walketh to direct his steps.
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1 Thessalonians 2:
In verse 3, he said “For our exhortation was not of deceit, nor of uncleanness, nor in guile.” We do not preach the Gospel to deceive men. That is not our purpose to deceive men. Paul was in the Gospel-preaching business. Listen to me; I don’t want to hurt your feelings but I am going to tell you the truth. The apostle Paul was never in politics. He was never engaged in them and never promoted them. He was never in the school business. He was not a denominational promoter. He had no money to raise and he had no debt to pay and he had not a budget to meet.
You might say, “What was wrong with him?” He was God’s preacher. He had one occupation, one vocation, one profession and that was to preach the Gospel of Jesus Christ. He had nothing to gain from any man but the glory of God and the salvation of sinners. He had his name written on nothing. He had no reason to con anyone or deceive anyone. He didn’t have to compromise with anyone.

Wouldn’t that be something in this day if the preachers of God, (and God’s preachers are), totally free from entanglements, from any debt, from any promotion, from any publications, from any politics, from any organizations, that men would be free in Christ to tell the truth about God? Think about it! “He that warreth doth not entangle himself.” That is what the Word says. No budget to meet, no debt to pay, no school to promote and nothing to sell. They need to just come before the people preaching the good news of Christ and Him crucified. Maybe God would bless.

In verse 4, he says; “But as we were allowed of God to be put in trust with the gospel, even so we speak; not as pleasing men, but God, which trieth our hearts.” We preach the Gospel as a sacred trust. We don’t preach it in vain; we preach it boldly. We didn’t come to deceive or con men. We preach it as a sacred trust. He said, “I’ve been put in trust with the Gospel.”

God’s People Are Blessed Above All People
“Blessed is the people that know the joyful sound: they shall walk, O LORD, in the light of thy countenance” (Psalm 89:15).
This Psalm declares in such a plain and powerful way all the covenant promises made with the Lord Jesus Christ that are eternal and certain (Psa. 89:3, 28, 34 37). Many commentators of scripture have called this Psalm, "The glorious covenant Psalm" and truly it is. We read about covenant mercies, covenant faithfulness of the Surety, the covenant God Who rules over all and the promise to the covenant seed being established forever in Christ Jesus (Psa. 89:4, 29, 36). He is a covenant God, therefore His covenant people must be blessed (Eph. 1:3). God gives us this glorious description of His people in verses 15, 16, 17, 18 of this Psalm.
1). They know “the joyful sound of the gospel” (ver. 15). The sheep of Christ know the effectual voice of the Great Shepherd and they delight to follow Him (John 10:27-30). It is the sound of victory over sin through His blood. It is the sound of love, peace and pardon in and through Christ Jesus (Eph. 1:6).
2). “They shall walk in the light of His countenance” (ver. 15). Their darkened heart has been illuminated through the preaching of the gospel and the quickening of the Holy Spirit to see the beauty, glory and necessity of their great Redeemer and King (2 Cor. 4:6). Christ is our Light (John 9:5).
3). “They shall rejoice in His name all the day” (ver. 16). Believers have every reason to rejoice in Christ alone and have no confidence in the flesh (Phil. 3:3). They have been redeemed, justified and exalted in His name (Acts 4:12). They shall be exalted in His righteousness (ver. 16). The perfect righteousness that Jesus Christ worked out for His elect has been freely, eternally and fully imputed to them that believe (Rom. 4:6). Christ Jesus is the Lord our Righteousness (Jer. 23:5; Phil. 3:7-9). 
4). The Lord Jesus Christ is “our glory and strength” (ver. 17). Without Him we can do nothing and know nothing (John 15:5). Any spiritual strength or spiritual knowledge that we enjoy and experience must be because of His grace worked within us (Phil. 1:6; 4:13).
5). “The Lord is our defense” (ver. 18). We are unable to defend ourselves against our spiritual enemies, there are too many of them and they are too powerful for us even to begin to fight. However, our Lord stood face to face with all our enemies and won the glorious victory for us (Psa. 98:1). He defeated sin by making atonement for it (Heb. 9:26). He honored the Law for us (Gal. 3:13). He defeated Satan by crushing his dominion and power (Heb. 2:14). He defeated death by raising Himself from the dead (Rev. 1:18).
