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6-14-26 THEN SHALL THE END COME
The Words in italics are my comments.
Other references Strong’s concordance unless indicated otherwise.
MATTHEW 24
6 And ye shall hear of wars and rumours of wars: see that ye be not troubled: for all these things must come to pass, but the end is not yet.
7 For nation shall rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom: and there shall be famines, and pestilences, and earthquakes, in divers places.
8 All these are the beginning of sorrows.
9 Then shall they deliver you up to be afflicted, and shall kill you: and ye shall be hated of all nations for my name's sake.
10 And then shall many be offended, and shall betray one another, and shall hate one another.
11 And many false prophets shall rise, and shall deceive many.
12 And because iniquity shall abound, the love of many shall wax cold.
13 But he that shall endure unto the end, the same shall be saved.
14 And this gospel of the kingdom shall be preached in all the world for a witness unto all nations; and then shall the end come.
15 When ye therefore shall see the abomination of desolation, spoken of by Daniel the prophet, stand in the holy place, (whoso readeth, let him understand:) 
16 Then let them which be in Judaea flee into the mountains:
LUKE 21:
21 Then let them which are in Judaea flee to the mountains; and let them which are in the midst of it depart out; and let not them that are in the countries enter thereinto.
22 For these be the days of vengeance, that all things which are written may be fulfilled.
23 But woe unto them that are with child, and to them that give suck, in those days! for there shall be great distress in the land, and wrath upon this people.
24 And they shall fall by the edge of the sword, and shall be led away captive into all nations: and Jerusalem shall be trodden down of the Gentiles, until the times of the Gentiles be fulfilled.
MATTHEW 24:
42 Watch therefore: for ye know not what hour your Lord doth come.

Since Christ spoke of coming and the end there have been many false prophecies predicting the end of time on or by a certain date and everyone has proven wrong and will continue to be wrong when people try to get a day or even a time Christ will come.

All teaching of thing to come will also fail which is in itself is a prophecy making the person or persons teaching also a false prophet.  Because God has hidden his true scriptural prophecies from the wise and prudent when and how He will bring them to past.

Christ did give one undeniable sign of His impending return which I have mentioned before, and I will repeat it at the end.



ACTS 18:
28 For he mightily convinced the Jews, and that publickly, shewing by the scriptures that Jesus was Christ.

True teaching proves scriptural happening by scriptural.  Apollos was speaking of events that had taken place and putting it with scripture.

That is how the true believer will understand the man of sin the mark of the beast and Babylon.  We only can understand that that are present tense or have been.

MATTHEW 11:
25 At that time Jesus answered and said, I thank thee, O Father, Lord of heaven and earth, because thou hast hid these things from the wise and prudent, and hast revealed them unto babes.

3516   nepios    {nay'-pee-os}   an infant, little child.

I CORINTHIANS 2:
15 But he that is spiritual judgeth all things, yet he himself is judged of no man. 
16 For who hath known the mind of the Lord, that he may instruct him? But we have the mind of Christ. 
I CORINTHIANS 3
1 And I, brethren, could not speak unto you as unto spiritual, but as unto carnal, even as unto babes in Christ. 
2 I have fed you with milk, and not with meat: for hitherto ye were not able to bear it, neither yet now are ye able. 
3 For ye are yet carnal: for whereas there is among you envying, and strife, and divisions, are ye not carnal, and walk as men? 
4 For while one saith, I am of Paul; and another, I am of Apollos; are ye not carnal?

Paul did not call them babes in Christ, but he spoke to them as babes in Christ.

I PETER 2:
1 Wherefore laying aside all malice, and all guile, and hypocrisies, and envies, and all evil speakings, 
2 As newborn babes, desire the sincere milk of the word, that ye may grow thereby:

A babe in Christ is someone who has been born again and starting out to serve Christ and is not able to spiritually understand the deep teaching of some things of the Word.

A true Christian has a new mind that grows to understand things in the Word that most will never understand.

EPHESIANS 4:
22 That ye put off concerning the former conversation the old man, which is corrupt according to the deceitful lusts; 
23 And be renewed in the spirit of your mind; 
24 And that ye put on the new man, which after God is created in righteousness and true holiness.

That is not something we can do but rather allow God to do it for us.

ROMANS 1:
17 For therein is the righteousness of God revealed from faith to faith: as it is written, The just shall live by faith.
ROMANS 16:
25 Now to him that is of power to stablish you according to my gospel, and the preaching of Jesus Christ, according to the revelation of the mystery, which was kept secret since the world began,
PHILIPPIANS 2:
13 For it is God which worketh in you both to will and to do of his good pleasure.

A minister preaches the truth, but spiritual understanding and revelation only comes from God.
ROMANS 10:
14 How then shall they call on him in whom they have not believed? and how shall they believe in him of whom they have not heard? and how shall they hear without a preacher? 
15 And how shall they preach, except they be sent? as it is written, How beautiful are the feet of them that preach the gospel of peace, and bring glad tidings of good things! 
16 But they have not all obeyed the gospel. For Esaias saith, Lord, who hath believed our report? 
17 So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God. 
18 But I say, Have they not heard? Yes verily, their sound went into all the earth, and their words unto the ends of the world.

Hearing and believing are completely different.  Many hear and become religious other believe and become Christians.

Jesus said the gospel would be preached to all nations and only He can determine when that is finished there are some things that history will tell us.  That is the gospel has been preached in much of the world already and many nations have rejected the gospel and have been closed to hearing more.  China, Russia and all Muslim controlled nations as a nation rejected the gospel as this nation has also. It does not mean they have rejected religion but they have rejected the leadership of Christ by the Holy Ghost as Stephen told them in Acts.

ACTS 7:
51 Ye stiffnecked and uncircumcised in heart and ears, ye do always resist the Holy Ghost: as your fathers did, so do ye.
PSALM 9:
16 The LORD is known by the judgment which he executeth: the wicked is snared in the work of his own hands. Higgaion. Selah.
17 The wicked shall be turned into hell, and all the nations that forget God.

Hell:   7585   sh'owl    {sheh-ole'} or shol {sheh-ole'}Sheol -- the OT designation for the abode of the dead.
ROMANS 1:
25 Who changed the truth of God into a lie, and worshipped and served the creature more than the Creator, who is blessed for ever. Amen. 
26 For this cause God gave them up unto vile affections: for even their women did change the natural use into that which is against nature: 
27 And likewise also the men, leaving the natural use of the woman, burned in their lust one toward another; men with men working that which is unseemly, and receiving in themselves that recompence of their error which was meet. 
28 And even as they did not like to retain God in their knowledge, God gave them over to a reprobate mind, to do those things which are not convenient; 
29 Being filled with all unrighteousness, fornication, wickedness, covetousness, maliciousness; full of envy, murder, debate, deceit, malignity; whisperers, 
30 Backbiters, haters of God, despiteful, proud, boasters, inventors of evil things, disobedient to parents, 
31 Without understanding, covenantbreakers, without natural affection, implacable, unmerciful: 
32 Who knowing the judgment of God, that they which commit such things are worthy of death, not only do the same, but have pleasure in them that do them. 
»   ROMANS 2
1 Therefore thou art inexcusable, O man, whosoever thou art that judgest: for wherein thou judgest another, thou condemnest thyself; for thou that judgest doest the same things. 
2 But we are sure that the judgment of God is according to truth against them which commit such things. 
3 And thinkest thou this, O man, that judgest them which do such things, and doest the same, that thou shalt escape the judgment of God?

The spiritual judgment of God has already fallen upon the United States as well as many other countries and often wars, storms and earthquakes are also God’s judgment on those who rejected the truth. 
II CHRONICLES 15:
6 And nation was destroyed of nation, and city of city: for God did vex them with all adversity.

Any nation that has elected immoral, communist reprobate minded people to rule and is spreading and only God can stop the spread but as in Isreal the people’s hearts are harden.
MATTHEW 13:
14 And in them is fulfilled the prophecy of Esaias, which saith, By hearing ye shall hear, and shall not understand; and seeing ye shall see, and shall not perceive: 
15 For this people's heart is waxed gross, and their ears are dull of hearing, and their eyes they have closed; lest at any time they should see with their eyes, and hear with their ears, and should understand with their heart, and should be converted, and I should heal them.
AMOS 8:
12 And they shall wander from sea to sea, and from the north even to the east, they shall run to and fro to seek the word of the LORD, and shall not find it.

Any place where people gather and call it a revival causes people to drive hundreds of miles to be a part but by scripture, they did not find the Word of God.

Any honest person that will do research you would find over 600 different groups were formed from and after the so-called revival of Azusa street.  There were no similarity of Azusa revival and the day of Pentecost.

II TIMOTHY 3:
12 Yea, and all that will live godly in Christ Jesus shall suffer persecution. 
13 But evil men and seducers shall wax worse and worse, deceiving, and being deceived. 
14 But continue thou in the things which thou hast learned and hast been assured of, knowing of whom thou hast learned them;
II TIMOTHY 4:
2 Preach the word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all longsuffering and doctrine. 
3 For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but after their own lusts shall they heap to themselves teachers, having itching ears; 
4 And they shall turn away their ears from the truth, and shall be turned unto fables.

Those scriptures to the most part have already been fulfilled in the lives of people.

Israel has been watching for Elijah and their Messiah for over 2000 years, and they have already come.
MATTHEW 13
27 So the servants of the householder came and said unto him, Sir, didst not thou sow good seed in thy field? from whence then hath it tares? 
28 He said unto them, An enemy hath done this. The servants said unto him, Wilt thou then that we go and gather them up? 
29 But he said, Nay; lest while ye gather up the tares, ye root up also the wheat with them.
30 Let both grow together until the harvest: and in the time of harvest I will say to the reapers, Gather ye together first the tares, and bind them in bundles to burn them: but gather the wheat into my barn.

Each generation has a harvest of believers and unbelievers I do believe also there will be a group of people that because of their deeds toward the children of God will be shown mercy at Judgment.

Notice tares are bound in bundles like churches that are bound in different doctrines, but God’s wheat or believers go into one place called Christ’s barn.

The bundles of tares will be destroyed at the end, but the binding is ongoing.

As the truth is preached this scripture is fulfilled.

JUDE 1:
19 These be they who separate themselves, sensual, having not the Spirit.

There are two separations going on one as the tares or unbelievers separate themselves and the other as the believers separate by the Word from idol worshipers as God Himself calls them out.
REVELATION 18:
3 For all nations have drunk of the wine of the wrath of her fornication, and the kings of the earth have committed fornication with her, and the merchants of the earth are waxed rich through the abundance of her delicacies. 
4 And I heard another voice from heaven, saying, Come out of her, my people, that ye be not partakers of her sins, and that ye receive not of her plagues. 
5 For her sins have reached unto heaven, and God hath remembered her iniquities.

There will be a time when God says this is enough as he did when he delivered Iseral.

GENESIS 15:
16 But in the fourth generation they shall come hither again: for the iniquity of the Amorites is not yet full.

This tells us of the two harvests.
REVELATION 14:
14 And I looked, and behold a white cloud, and upon the cloud one sat like unto the Son of man, having on his head a golden crown, and in his hand a sharp sickle. 
15 And another angel came out of the temple, crying with a loud voice to him that sat on the cloud, Thrust in thy sickle, and reap: for the time is come for thee to reap; for the harvest of the earth is ripe. 
16 And he that sat on the cloud thrust in his sickle on the earth; and the earth was reaped. 
17 And another angel came out of the temple which is in heaven, he also having a sharp sickle. 
18 And another angel came out from the altar, which had power over fire; and cried with a loud cry to him that had the sharp sickle, saying, Thrust in thy sharp sickle, and gather the clusters of the vine of the earth; for her grapes are fully ripe. 
19 And the angel thrust in his sickle into the earth, and gathered the vine of the earth, and cast it into the great winepress of the wrath of God. 
20 And the winepress was trodden without the city, and blood came out of the winepress, even unto the horse bridles, by the space of a thousand and six hundred furlongs.
MATTHEW 24
37 But as the days of Noe were, so shall also the coming of the Son of man be.
38 For as in the days that were before the flood they were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, until the day that Noe entered into the ark, 
39 And knew not until the flood came, and took them all away; so shall also the coming of the Son of man be.
MARK 13:
25 And the stars of heaven shall fall, and the powers that are in heaven shall be shaken.
26 And then shall they see the Son of man coming in the clouds with great power and glory.
27 And then shall he send his angels, and shall gather together his elect from the four winds, from the uttermost part of the earth to the uttermost part of heaven.
28 Now learn a parable of the fig tree; When her branch is yet tender, and putteth forth leaves, ye know that summer is near:

Who would you say is the truly blessed man? Most people would probably say, “Well, it is the person who has good health, if you have good health you have everything.” To them I would answer, good health is only temporary, one day soon the flesh must wither and die and after that is judgment (Psalm 103:14; Isa. 40:6; Heb. 9:27). Others might answer and say, “That the person who is wealthy, surely he is a blessed man.” Again, wealth may purchase a lot of things and influence many people, but we can be sure that we are not redeemed with corruptible things as silver and gold (1 Peter 1:18). 
David in this Psalm gives us the right answer to this very important and sobering question. "Blessed is he whose transgression is forgiven, whose sin is covered. Blessed is the man unto whom the LORD imputeth not iniquity, and in whose spirit there is no guile." Truly, here is the statement of the Almighty God that identifies who is truly blessed. It is the person who through the bloody sacrifice of Jesus Christ, (the sinner’s Substitute) has had his sin covered by the effectual atonement of the appointed Lamb (Heb. 2:17; John 1:29); his transgressions are forgiven because the Saviour took our sins and judgment to Himself (1 Peter 3:18). Our Lord also declares unto us that the believer is blessed because the Lord will not impute, charge or reckon our iniquities unto us (Rom. 8:1; Rom. 4:6). 
In the light of this scripture and many others throughout the Word of God, who would you say is truly blessed of God? Certainly it is plain to see, it is the believer who is resting the whole of his salvation in Jesus Christ the Righteous (1 John 2:1-2). 
Carefully read the following scripture. "Thus saith the LORD; Cursed be the man that trusteth in man, and maketh flesh his arm, and whose heart departeth from the LORD. For he shall be like the heath in the desert, and shall not see when good cometh; but shall inhabit the parched places in the wilderness, in a salt land and not inhabited. 
Blessed is the man that trusteth in the LORD, and whose hope the LORD is. For he shall be as a tree planted by the waters, and that spreadeth out her roots by the river, and shall not see when heat cometh, but her leaf shall be green; and shall not be careful in the year of drought, neither shall cease from yielding fruit" (Jer. 17:5-8).
Able To Save
 
“Wherefore he is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by him, seeing he ever liveth to make intercession for them” (Heb. 7:25).
"Able to save" means something more than just delivering men from hell. "Able to save" is the whole work of salvation from the first conviction of sin, to complete glorification. Christ is not only "able to save" those who REPENT, but He is able to make men repent. Christ is not only "able to save" those who BELIEVE, but He is able to give a new heart and work faith in men (Eph. 2:8-9). Christ is not only "able to save" those who CONTINUE IN THE FAITH, but He is able to keep us from falling and give us a holy desire to be like Him (Jude 1:24-25)
