JOHN 1:
1 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 
JOHN 4:
23 But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to worship him.
24 God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth.

As worshippers we must understand what we are worshipping, and Satan’s purpose is to turn worship from God to himself.

In the Old Testament you could be told not only who to worship but also how to worship.

II KINGS 17:
36 But the LORD, who brought you up out of the land of Egypt with great power and a stretched out arm, him shall ye fear, and him shall ye worship, and to him shall ye do sacrifice.

3 All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made. 
4 In him was life; and the life was the light of men. 
5 And the light shineth in darkness; and the darkness comprehended it not. 
6 There was a man sent from God, whose name was John. 
7 The same came for a witness, to bear witness of the Light, that all men through him might believe. 
8 He was not that Light, but was sent to bear witness of that Light.

Remember our understanding comes first from hearing the Word and then by God’s grace our understanding is opened.
MARK 9:
31 For he taught his disciples, and said unto them, The Son of man is delivered into the hands of men, and they shall kill him; and after that he is killed, he shall rise the third day.
32 But they understood not that saying, and were afraid to ask him.
MATTHEW 22
42 Saying, What think ye of Christ? whose son is he? They say unto him, The Son of David. 
43 He saith unto them, How then doth David in spirit call him Lord, saying, 
44 The LORD said unto my Lord, Sit thou on my right hand, till I make thine enemies thy footstool? 
45 If David then call him Lord, how is he his son? 
46 And no man was able to answer him a word, neither durst any man from that day forth ask him any more questions.
LUKE 24:
44 And he said unto them, These are the words which I spake unto you, while I was yet with you, that all things must be fulfilled, which were written in the law of Moses, and in the prophets, and in the psalms, concerning me.

16 These things understood not his disciples at the first: but when Jesus was glorified, then remembered they that these things were written of him, and that they had done these things unto him.

I believe and teach in a resurrection.  I do not teach where people go when they die in this life before the resurrection.  If I say when a Christian dies, they immediately go into the presence of Christ or as most teacher teach those not a Christian go into a burning hell to suffer.  If that was not true it would be a false prophecy.

It would be the same if I say all remain in the grave asleep until Christ comes could also be a false prophecy.  I can take some scriptures and leave others out and teach it either way.

Some things are not meant to be understood except by what is written until Christ reveals it or reveals the manifestation of it when it has happened.

Let’s remember as we study what Christ told us.	

MATTHEW 11:
27 All things are delivered unto me of my Father: and no man knoweth the Son, but the Father; neither knoweth any man the Father, save the Son, and he to whomsoever the Son will reveal him.
I CORINTHIANS 2:
11 For what man knoweth the things of a man, save the spirit of man which is in him? even so the things of God knoweth no man, but the Spirit of God.

No matter how much we study are who we listen to the answer about God or Christ is hidden until it is revealed by the Godhead itself.

All that Christ taught when he was in the flesh was to be understood at a time and place God Himself chose.

All revelation must be based upon scripture alone and the gospel is preached to be believed in Word form but revealed to the individual as they hunger and thirst after righteousness.
MATTHEW 5:
6 Blessed are they which do hunger and thirst after righteousness: for they shall be filled.

By scripture until the New Testament there was no question to the believer that there was only one God.
DEUTERONOMY 6:
4 Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God is one LORD:
ZECHARIAH 14
9 And the LORD shall be king over all the earth: in that day shall there be one LORD, and his name one.
ISAIAH 44:
6 Thus saith the LORD the King of Israel, and his redeemer the LORD of hosts; I am the first, and I am the last; and beside me there is no God.
   
I base my teaching on the belief of one God, and any other definition is not scripture.
The truth cannot contradict other scriptures.

The New Testament in the hands of teachers without a spiritual revelation is where the problems and misunderstanding begin and continue.  I won’t go into all the teachings of the different councils but will remind all that the doctrine of the trinity in its fulness was not completely a part of what is called orthodox teaching until nearly 400 years after the first church.  

Let start with John 1:1
JOHN 1:
1 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 
2 The same was in the beginning with God.

If the Father God is there and Christ also is present as another God, then we have contradiction of written scripture from Isaiah 44.

ISAIAH 44
7 And who, as I, shall call, and shall declare it, and set it in order for me, since I appointed the ancient people? and the things that are coming, and shall come, let them shew unto them.
8 Fear ye not, neither be afraid: have not I told thee from that time, and have declared it? ye are even my witnesses. Is there a God beside me? yea, there is no God; I know not any.
9 They that make a graven image are all of them vanity; and their delectable things shall not profit; and they are their own witnesses; they see not, nor know; that they may be ashamed.

The Word always means that which was spoken from God the Father or from Christ or anyone speaking. The Word cannot exist without proceeding from someone.  If the Word is spoken it must have a source.

Since Jesus Christ is the Word made flesh or to say it correctly Jesus Christ is that which was spoken made flesh.

Does this confirm or contradict Jesus Christ own testimony?

JOHN 8:
42 Jesus said unto them, If God were your Father, ye would love me: for I proceeded forth and came from God; neither came I of myself, but he sent me.
JOHN 16:
28 I came forth from the Father, and am come into the world: again, I leave the world, and go to the Father.*
· Means it will be discussed in detail, Lord willing in part 2.

If you will take the Word of God as written it will put everything in its place. The definition of the Word referring to Christ never changes.

JOHN 1:
14 And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.

That which was spoken by the Father became flesh.  Regardless the Word spoken became flesh.

That God is one cannot be taken from the scripture because all can read it, but the meaning can be changed to say there are three Gods, but we call them one.

To understand about God, and if Christ is another God, we must see Him in a spiritual way by scripture.  I know the attribute or description of God are more then we can comprehend but he can take a few from scripture and see it Christ fits the description of God.
JOHN 1:
18 No man hath seen God at any time; the only begotten Son, which is in the bosom of the Father, he hath declared him.

Had a man or any person ever seen Christ?

JOHN 4:
24 God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth.

I know we have the Spirit of Christ but is Christ as the Son of God a Spirit?

LUKE 24:
39 Behold my hands and my feet, that it is I myself: handle me, and see; for a spirit hath not flesh and bones, as ye see me have.

COLOSSIANS 1:
13 Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, and hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son:

2 (For the life was manifested, and we have seen it, and bear witness, and shew unto you that eternal life, which was with the Father, and was manifested unto us;)
3 That which we have seen and heard declare we unto you, that ye also may have fellowship with us: and truly our fellowship is with the Father, and with his Son Jesus Christ.
