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10-15-25 THE WORD OF LIFE
The Words in italics are my comments.
Other references Strong’s concordance unless indicated otherwise.
I JOHN 1:
1 That which was from the beginning, which we have heard, which we have seen with our eyes, which we have looked upon, and our hands have handled, of the Word of life; 
2 (For the life was manifested, and we have seen it, and bear witness, and shew unto you that eternal life, which was with the Father, and was manifested unto us;) 
3 That which we have seen and heard declare we unto you, that ye also may have fellowship with us: and truly our fellowship is with the Father, and with his Son Jesus Christ. 

The Word of life was and is Jesus Christ and the Words He spoke are also eternal life.

I JOHN 5:
11 And this is the record, that God hath given to us eternal life, and this life is in his Son.
JOHN 6:
68 Then Simon Peter answered him, Lord, to whom shall we go? thou hast the words of eternal life.
JOHN 6:
63 It is the spirit that quickeneth; the flesh profiteth nothing: the words that I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life.

If the Word of God is turned down so is eternal life.

ACTS 13
46 Then Paul and Barnabas waxed bold, and said, It was necessary that the word of God should first have been spoken to you: but seeing ye put it from you, and judge yourselves unworthy of everlasting life, lo, we turn to the Gentiles.

If a minister teaches/preaches the Word of God then he is preaching/teaching Christ.
The Word (Logos) spoken and the Word (Logos) made flesh cannot be separated.

Eternal life is not just an experience or some sensation, but it is received by receiving the Word of God.
I PETER 1
23 Being born again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the word of God, which liveth and abideth for ever.

Death came through Adam and life through Christ.

ROMANS 5:
17 For if by one man's offence death reigned by one; much more they which receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness shall reign in life by one, Jesus Christ.)

The Death of Christ made us eligible to receive eternal life.
ROMANS 5:
12 Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned:

I do not believe any person received eternal life until Christ Came as our substitute and advocate.
HEBREWS 11:
39 And these all, having obtained a good report through faith, received not the promise: 
40 God having provided some better thing for us, that they without us should not be made perfect
I CORINTHIANS 1:
30 But of him are ye in Christ Jesus, who of God is made unto us wisdom, and righteousness, and sanctification, and redemption: 
31 That, according as it is written, He that glorieth, let him glory in the Lord.

It is never your ability but the grace of God by your faith.

HEBREWS 11:
5 By faith Enoch was translated that he should not see death; and was not found, because God had translated him: for before his translation he had this testimony, that he pleased God.

Scripture does not tell us to where of what Enoch was translated which means brought from one place to another and he did not see death as other would see it.

God can allow spirits to return as Samual returned to prophecy.

I SAMUEL 28:
13 And the king said unto her, Be not afraid: for what sawest thou? And the woman said unto Saul, I saw gods ascending out of the earth.
SAMUEL 28:
15 And Samuel said to Saul, Why hast thou disquieted me, to bring me up? And Saul answered, I am sore distressed; for the Philistines make war against me, and God is departed from me, and answereth me no more, neither by prophets, nor by dreams: therefore I have called thee, that thou mayest make known unto me what I shall do.

Disquieted   7264   ragaz    {raw-gaz'} unsettled, disturbed, concerned, troubled, anxious, ill at ease, uneasy, fretful, disquieted; disconcerted, discomposed, unnerved, alarmed, bothered, distressed, dismayed, apprehensive, nervous,
MATTHEW 17:
1 And after six days Jesus taketh Peter, James, and John his brother, and bringeth them up into an high mountain apart, 

2 And was transfigured before them: and his face did shine as the sun, and his raiment was white as the light. 
3 And, behold, there appeared unto them Moses and Elias talking with him.
MATTHEW 17:
9 And as they came down from the mountain, Jesus charged them, saying, Tell the vision to no man, until the Son of man be risen again from the dead.

Vision   3705   horama    {hor'-am-ah} that which is seen, spectacle; a sight divinely granted in an ecstasy or in a sleep, a vision

That word is used 12 times in the New Testament and each time indicates something unseen by the human eye or perceived by the carnal mind.

JOHN 3
13 And no man hath ascended up to heaven, but he that came down from heaven, even the Son of man which is in heaven.

NASB “No one has ascended into heaven, but He who descended from heaven: the Son of Man.
Berean Literal Bible:   And no one has gone up into heaven except the One having come down out of heaven, the Son of Man.
MATTHEW
50 Jesus, when he had cried again with a loud voice, yielded up the ghost. 
51 And, behold, the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to the bottom; and the earth did quake, and the rocks rent; 
52 And the graves were opened; and many bodies of the saints which slept 
53 And came out of the graves after his resurrection, and went into the holy city, and appeared unto many.
MATTHEW 23:
37 O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, thou that killest the prophets, and stonest them which are sent unto thee, how often would I have gathered thy children together, even as a hen gathereth her chickens under her wings, and ye would not!
38 Behold, your house is left unto you desolate.

desolate 2048   eremos    {er'-ay-mos} solitary, lonely, desolate, uninhabited; used of places; used of persons: deserted by others; deprived of the aid and protection of others, especially of friends, acquaintances, kindred; bereft; of a flock deserted by the shepherd.

REVELATION 21
2 And I John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down from God out of heaven, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.
HEBREWS 12
22 But ye are come unto mount Sion, and unto the city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to an innumerable company of angels, 
23 To the general assembly and church of the firstborn, which are written in heaven, and to God the Judge of all, and to the spirits of just men made perfect, 
24 And to Jesus the mediator of the new covenant, and to the blood of sprinkling, that speaketh better things than that of Abel.

The Word of God is now and has always been eternal when it is spoken.  What God creates or causes to happen by speaking the Word is not eternal as this world was made by God speaking it into existence, but the world will pass away but the Word of God will not.

Many doctrines dismiss the Word of God and replace it with the opinion and education of a carnal mind.
MATTHEW 24:
35 Heaven and earth shall pass away, but my words shall not pass away.
I JOHN 1:
4 And these things write we unto you, that your joy may be full. 

What John was writing was and is the Word of God.

5 This then is the message which we have heard of him, and declare unto you, that God is light and in him is no darkness at all.
6 If we say that we have fellowship with him, and walk in darkness, we lie, and do not the truth: 

The message is the Word of God and that is the only fellowship we can have as this scripture tells us.

7 But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin.

Light is spiritually speaking what God reveals to you.

PSALM 119:
105 NUN. Thy word is a lamp unto my feet, and a light unto my path.

In Psalms, the Hebrew word "Nun" represents the fourteenth letter of the Hebrew alphabet and is associated with meanings like "life" and "growth," 

 I JOHN 1:
8 If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us. 
9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. 
10 If we say that we have not sinned, we make him a liar, and his word is not in us.

The Word which also is Christ in you bring you to a full confession.

JOHN
28 I came forth from the Father, and am come into the world: again, I leave the world, and go to the Father.  

You cannot separate the Word from the Father which most false doctrines try to make the Word (Logos) a separate God from the Father equal with Him, but the Word only become life as it is spoken, and the Father only speaks through the Son.

HEBREWS 1:
2 Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son, whom he hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds;
JOHN 17:
8 For I have given unto them the words which thou gavest me; and they have received them, and have known surely that I came out from thee, and they have believed that thou didst send me.
MATTHEW 8:
34 And, behold, the whole city came out to meet Jesus: and when they saw him, they besought him that he would depart out of their coasts.
MATTHEW 12:
44 Then he saith, I will return into my house from whence I came out; and when he is come, he findeth it empty, swept, and garnished.
MATTHEW 27:
53 And came out of the graves after his resurrection, and went into the holy city, and appeared unto many.
MARK 9:
26 And the spirit cried, and rent him sore, and came out of him: and he was as one dead; insomuch that many said, He is dead.
ISAIAH 55:
11 So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall not return unto me void, but it shall accomplish that which I please, and it shall prosper in the thing whereto I sent it.

To my understanding when Christ came out from the Father it was as the Word that God had spoken and it became flesh when Christ returned to the Father, he was given all power in heaven and earth and when Christ speaks it is God speaking.  Not that Christ is God, but God and His Word is one.  Is that not what the scripture teaches.

JOHN 10:
28 And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand.
29 My Father, which gave them me, is greater than all; and no man is able to pluck them out of my Father's hand.
30 I and my Father are one.

Jesus and the Father are one.  God the Father speaks through Christ the Word.

I cannot separate the Word which is Christ from God the Father which speaks the Word.
The Word without the Father would still be the Word but would not be the Word speaking but rather it would be the Word spoken.

EPHESIANS 3
9 And to make all men see what is the fellowship of the mystery, which from the beginning of the world hath been hid in God, who created all things by Jesus Christ: 
10 To the intent that now unto the principalities and powers in heavenly places might be known by the church the manifold wisdom of God, 
11 According to the eternal purpose which he purposed in Christ Jesus our Lord:
COLOSSIANS 1:
14 In whom we have redemption through his blood, even the forgiveness of sins: 
15 Who is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of every creature: 
16 For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all things were created by him, and for him: 
17 And he is before all things, and by him all things consist.
JOHN 16:
26 At that day ye shall ask in my name: and I say not unto you, that I will pray the Father for you: 
27 For the Father himself loveth you, because ye have loved me, and have believed that I came out from God.
28 I came forth from the Father, and am come into the world: again, I leave the world, and go to the Father.
JOHN 17:
8 For I have given unto them the words which thou gavest me; and they have received them, and have known surely that I came out from thee, and they have believed that thou didst send me.
JOHN 1:
1 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.

Greek Word. 3056   logos    {log'-os}  a word, uttered by a living voice, embodies a conception or idea

Hebrew. Word 1697   dabar    {daw-baw'}  speech, word, speaking, thing, saying, utterance


JOHN 1:
14 And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.
HEBREWS 1:
3 Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his person, and upholding all things by the word of his power, when he had by himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high; 
4 Being made so much better than the angels, as he hath by inheritance obtained a more excellent name than they. 
5 For unto which of the angels said he at any time, Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee? And again, I will be to him a Father, and he shall be to me a Son? 
6 And again, when he bringeth in the firstbegotten into the world, he saith, And let all the angels of God worship him.

For angels to worship the Son of God was not a commend found in the scriptures until Christ was born. 
II JOHN 1
9 Whosoever transgresseth, and abideth not in the doctrine of Christ, hath not God. He that abideth in the doctrine of Christ, he hath both the Father and the Son.
9 Whosoever transgresseth, and abideth not in the doctrine of Christ, hath not God. He that abideth in the doctrine of Christ, he hath both the Father and the Son.
JOHN 2:
22 Who is a liar but he that denieth that Jesus is the Christ? He is antichrist, that denieth the Father and the Son. 
23 Whosoever denieth the Son, the same hath not the Father: (but) he that acknowledgeth the Son hath the Father also. 
24 Let that therefore abide in you, which ye have heard from the beginning. If that which ye have heard from the beginning shall remain in you, ye also shall continue in the Son, and in the Father.
I JOHN 2:
1 My little children, these things write I unto you, that ye sin not. And if any man sin, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous: 
2 And he is the propitiation for our sins: and not for ours only, but also for the sins of the whole world.

Advocate:  3875   parakletos    {par-ak'-lay-tos}  one who pleads another's cause before a judge, a pleader, counsel for defense, legal assistant; an advocate.

Christ at Calvary is our advocate that is where sin and death is defeated.

21 For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in him.
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Everything the Lord gives us—He is to us
God does not merely give us things; He is those things to us. His gifts flow from His very nature. As Paul writes in 1 Corinthians 1:30; "But of him are ye in Christ Jesus, who of God is made unto us wisdom, and righteousness, and sanctification, and redemption."
Christ doesn’t just provide wisdom—He is our Wisdom. He doesn’t just offer righteousness—He is our Righteousness. He Himself is our Sanctification and our Redemption.
Likewise, in Exodus 15:2, the song of Moses proclaims;
"The LORD is my strength and song, and he is become my salvation: he is my God, and I will prepare him an habitation; my father's God, and I will exalt him."
God doesn’t just give strength—He is our Strength. He doesn’t merely save—He is our Salvation.
In every way, God gives Himself to us. What He gives, He embodies. What we receive, we receive in Him.
