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1/25/26. THE SEED OF GOD. (The Logos)
The Words in italics are my comments.
Other references Strong’s concordance unless indicated otherwise.
LUKE 8:
11 Now the parable is this: The seed is the word of God.

Word:   3056   logos    {log'-os} a word, uttered by a living voice, embodies a 
conception or idea

Here we have another description of the Word of God once we understand it could not be called a Word of God until God spoke, here we find it is also a seed of God.

Seed:  Dictionary:  a plant's unit of reproduction, capable of developing into another simular plant:
MATTHEW 13
23 But he that received seed into the good ground is he that heareth the word, and understandeth it; which also beareth fruit, and bringeth forth, some an hundredfold, some sixty, some thirty.

If the Word of God is a seed, and Jesus is the Word spoken or the Seed of God we should have no question about the origin of the Son of God.

GENESIS 3
15 And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel.

He was the Seed of God that was planted in the womb of Mary and became the Son of God.  Ask yourself this question as we are to be sure as we speak about the Word of God that we are speaking the Word of God.

Was and is Jesus Christ the Word of God?  Is He also the Seed of God?

A seed will have the attributes of the source it came from.  Also, a seed has to grow to reach maturity of fruit.
GALATIANS 3:
16 Now to Abraham and his seed were the promises made. He saith not, And to seeds, as of many; but as of one, And to thy seed, which is Christ.
GALATIANS 3:
19 Wherefore then serveth the law? It was added because of transgressions, till the seed should come to whom the promise was made; and it was ordained by angels in the hand of a mediator.

Abraham’s seed was a Word promise given him.  That seed was Jesus Christ.



ROMANS 4:
18 Who against hope believed in hope, that he might become the father of many nations, according to that which was spoken, So shall thy seed be.

Abrahm’s promise was by faith not by physical kinship

MATTHEW 3:
9 And think not to say within yourselves, We have Abraham to our father: for I say unto you, that God is able of these stones to raise up children unto Abraham.
JOHN 8:
39 They answered and said unto him, Abraham is our father. Jesus saith unto them, If ye were Abraham's children, ye would do the works of Abraham.
GALATIANS 3:
6 Even as Abraham believed God, and it was accounted to him for righteousness. 
7 Know ye therefore that they which are of faith, the same are the children of Abraham.
GALATIANS 3
22 But the scripture hath concluded all under sin, that the promise by faith of Jesus Christ might be given to them that believe.
GALATIANS 3:
14 That the blessing of Abraham might come on the Gentiles through Jesus Christ; that we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith.

The promise given Abraham and his seed which is Christ was completely by Faith and was for Israel, Judah, and the Gentiles and all who will believe.

Let’s look at another promise given to David.

JEREMIAH 33:
17 For thus saith the LORD; David shall never want a man to sit upon the throne of the house of Israel;
MATTHEW 1:
1 The book of the generation of Jesus Christ, the son of David, the son of Abraham.

1078   genesis    {ghen'-es-is} source, origin; a book of one's lineage, i.e. in which his ancestry or progeny are enumerated

The promise of Abraham was by Faith. (Spiritual)
The promise to David was flesh.

Christ came as a physical king to Israel but was rejected but will be a physical king to Israel in the millennial as well as having rule over all the earth, but spiritual we are the brethren of Jesus Christ of the tribe of Judah by our new birth which puts us in the genealogy by faith.
JOHN 12:
15 Fear not, daughter of Sion: behold, thy King cometh, sitting on an ass's colt.
LUKE 1:
31 And, behold, thou shalt conceive in thy womb, and bring forth a son, and shalt call his name JESUS. 
32 He shall be great, and shall be called the Son of the Highest: and the Lord God shall give unto him the throne of his father David:
LUKE 2:
1 And it came to pass in those days, that there went out a decree from Caesar Augustus, that all the world should be taxed. 
2 (And this taxing was first made when Cyrenius was governor of Syria.) 
3 And all went to be taxed, every one into his own city. 
4 And Joseph also went up from Galilee, out of the city of Nazareth, into Judaea, unto the city of David, which is called Bethlehem; (because he was of the house and lineage of David:) 
5 To be taxed with Mary his espoused wife, being great with child. 
6 And so it was, that, while they were there, the days were accomplished that she should be delivered.

I know we get distraught about things the government does, but the taxation of Rome brought the birth of Christ to fulfil prophecy.

MICAH 5:
2 But thou, Bethlehem Ephratah, though thou be little among the thousands of Judah, yet out of thee shall he come forth unto me that is to be ruler in Israel; whose goings forth have been from of old, from everlasting.
LUKE 2:
11 For unto you is born this day in the city of David a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord.

That was for His birth, but he lived in Galilee in Nazareth.

MATTHEW 2:
23 And he came and dwelt in a city called Nazareth: that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophets, He shall be called a Nazarene.
LUKE 4:
16 And he came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and, as his custom was, he went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and stood up for to read.

The true place of Christ birth was hidden to the wise and prudent but revealed to Shepards in the field.
JOHN 7:
52 They answered and said unto him, Art thou also of Galilee? Search, and look: for out of Galilee ariseth no prophet.
MATTHEW 22:
41 While the Pharisees were gathered together, Jesus asked them, 
42 Saying, What think ye of Christ? whose son is he? They say unto him, The Son of David. 
43 He saith unto them, How then doth David in spirit call him Lord, saying, 
44 The LORD said unto my Lord, Sit thou on my right hand, till I make thine enemies thy footstool? 
45 If David then call him Lord, how is he his son?
REVELATION 22:
16 I Jesus have sent mine angel to testify unto you these things in the churches. I am the root and the offspring of David, and the bright and morning star.

All things of God would be the root and the birth of Christ the offspring.

PSALM 139:
14 I will praise thee; for I am fearfully and wonderfully made: marvellous are thy works; and that my soul knoweth right well.
15 My substance was not hid from thee, when I was made in secret, and curiously wrought in the lowest parts of the earth.
16 Thine eyes did see my substance, yet being unperfect; and in thy book all my members were written, which in continuance were fashioned, when as yet there was none of them.
17 How precious also are thy thoughts unto me, O God! how great is the sum of them!

God through his word created all men and that of course included David.

EPHESIANS 3:
9 And to make all men see what is the fellowship of the mystery, which from the beginning of the world hath been hid in God, who created all things by Jesus Christ:

The creation of man (by the Word) which was the root of David

And the offspring of David is the Word made flesh which is the offspring.

MATTHEW 15
22 And, behold, a woman of Canaan came out of the same coasts, and cried unto him, saying, Have mercy on me, O Lord, thou Son of David; my daughter is grievously vexed with a devil. 
23 But he answered her not a word. And his disciples came and besought him, saying, Send her away; for she crieth after us. 
24 But he answered and said, I am not sent but unto the lost sheep of the house of Israel.

That was “son of David.” Jesus earthly ministry was to Israel His death burial and resurrection was for all who believe which is by faith.
25 Then came she and worshipped him, saying, Lord, help me. 
26 But he answered and said, It is not meet to take the children's bread, and to cast it to dogs.
27 And she said, Truth, Lord: yet the dogs eat of the crumbs which fall from their masters' table. 
28 Then Jesus answered and said unto her, O woman, great is thy faith: be it unto thee even as thou wilt. And her daughter was made whole from that very hour.
ACTS 15:
15 And to this agree the words of the prophets; as it is written, 
16 After this I will return, and will build again the tabernacle of David, which is fallen down; and I will build again the ruins thereof, and I will set it up: 

That was the promise to physical Israel.

17 That the residue of men might seek after the Lord, and all the Gentiles, upon whom my name is called, saith the Lord, who doeth all these things.

That is to all who will believe.

I want to reiterate from the beginning a summary of what I am trying to say.

I believe God and the Word are one.  Until God speaks the Word is not seen.  
The Word of God was in the beginning because nothing would be created without the Word being spoken.  The Word of God is a seed that always bring forth the fruit or that which is spoken.
GENESIS 1:
1 In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.
REVELATION 3:
14 And unto the angel of the church of the Laodiceans write; These things saith the Amen, the faithful and true witness, the beginning of the creation of God;

I believe the Word spoken created all things and the Word is identified as Jesus Christ after it became Flesh.
ISAIAH 55:
11 So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall not return unto me void, but it shall accomplish that which I please, and it shall prosper in the thing whereto I sent it.

In the beginning was the Word which is the Logos meaning that which is spoken being a thought expressed especially when God speaks.

In John 1:14 The Word is made flesh and becomes sin for those who will believe.

When the Word become flesh, it was called the Lamb of God.

JOHN 1:
29 The next day John seeth Jesus coming unto him, and saith, Behold the Lamb of God, which taketh away the sin of the world.
I PETER 1:
19 But with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot: 
20 Who verily was foreordained before the foundation of the world, but was manifest in these last times for you, 
21 Who by him do believe in God, that raised him up from the dead, and gave him glory; that your faith and hope might be in God.
Jesus Christ was manifested or made physical as the Lamb of God and will always be recognized that way.
JOHN 17:
5 And now, O Father, glorify thou me with thine own self with the glory which I had with thee before the world was.

I do not believe Christ was the Lamb of God before the World was except in the mind of God but was spoken to be.

No one was back there to try to explain how Christ was one with the Father but certainly the word of God was with God and God, and the Word is one.  That never changes.

In the last message we showed how when Christ was in his earthly ministry you could hear two voices, the voice of the Father and the voice of the Son.  The Son never said anything other than the Father speaking through him are showing Him what to speak as His ministry.
JOHN 5:
19 Then answered Jesus and said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, The Son can do nothing of himself, but what he seeth the Father do: for what things soever he doeth, these also doeth the Son likewise.
JOHN 8
29 And he that sent me is with me: the Father hath not left me alone; for I do always those things that please him.

After the resurrection by scripture, you will only find one voice as God speaks through the Son.
HEBREWS 1:
1 God, who at sundry times and in divers manners spake in time past unto the fathers by the prophets, 
2 Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son, whom he hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds;
3 Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his person, and upholding all things by the word of his power, when he had by himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high; 
4 Being made so much better than the angels, as he hath by inheritance obtained a more excellent name than they. 
5 For unto which of the angels said he at any time, Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee? And again, I will be to him a Father, and he shall be to me a Son?

Christ after the resurrection His voice speaks as the Almighty.

REVELATION 1:
8 I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the ending, saith the Lord, which is, and which was, and which is to come, the Almighty.
REVELATION 11:
17 Saying, We give thee thanks, O Lord God Almighty, which art, and wast, and art to come; because thou hast taken to thee thy great power, and hast reigned.

To my understanding God and His Word which has been and is manifested as Jesus Christ have been united again as one.  God the Father speaks through the Lamb of God which is His Image.


REVELATION 15:
3 And they sing the song of Moses the servant of God, and the song of the Lamb, saying, Great and marvellous are thy works, Lord God Almighty; just and true are thy ways, thou King of saints.
REVELATION 19:
11 And I saw heaven opened, and behold a white horse; and he that sat upon him was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness he doth judge and make war. 
12 His eyes were as a flame of fire, and on his head were many crowns; and he had a name written, that no man knew, but he himself. 
13 And he was clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and his name is called The Word of God. 
14 And the armies which were in heaven followed him upon white horses, clothed in fine linen, white and clean. 
15 And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with it he should smite the nations: and he shall rule them with a rod of iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of Almighty God. 
16 And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name written, KING OF KINGS, AND LORD OF LORDS.

By the Word God created the heavens and the earth and made man in His Image but man fell.

By the Word of God through the Lamb of God He created new creatures that cannot fall.

I PETER 1:
17 And if ye call on the Father, who without respect of persons judgeth according to every man's work, pass the time of your sojourning here in fear: 
18 Forasmuch as ye know that ye were not redeemed with corruptible things, as silver and gold, from your vain conversation received by tradition from your fathers; 
19 But with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot: 
20 Who verily was foreordained before the foundation of the world, but was manifest in these last times for you, 
21 Who by him do believe in God, that raised him up from the dead, and gave him glory; that your faith and hope might be in God. 
22 Seeing ye have purified your souls in obeying the truth through the Spirit unto unfeigned love of the brethren, see that ye love one another with a pure heart fervently: 
23 Being born again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the word of God, which liveth and abideth for ever.

Jesus Christ through eternity will be seen as the Lamb of God so He was not offered until he came into the world as flesh.
REVELATION 22
3 And there shall be no more curse: but the throne of God and of the Lamb shall be in it; and his servants shall serve him: 
4 And they shall see his face; and his name shall be in their foreheads.
I JOHN 2:
24 Let that therefore abide in you, which ye have heard from the beginning. If that which ye have heard from the beginning shall remain in you, ye also shall continue in the Son, and in the Father.

If the seed of God is in you which is the Word Christ in you and God has given you His Spirit which is the Holy Ghost you have the Father and the Son.
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God’s Word
I do not believe the Bible is the infallible Word of God because I have been given verifiable proofs that its prophecies have come to pass. I do not believe it is the Word of God because I have weighed the evidences for it being God’s Word and the alleged evidences of it not being inspired and have concluded that the evidence for it being the Word of God outweighs the alleged evidences that it is not infallible. 
I believe the Word of God is the Word of God because it is the Word of God. The Truth recommends itself as the Truth! I hear what the book says, I believe all it says, and I know this book was not written by men! “All Scripture is given by inspiration of God.” “Holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost.” I believe the Bible is God’s Word, and believing, I know it is.
