12-24-25.  SIN Pt.Ⅱ A HARD SAYING
The Words in italics are my comments.
Other references Strong’s concordance unless indicated otherwise.
JOHN 6:
53 Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except ye eat the flesh of the Son of man, and drink his blood, ye have no life in you.
54 Whoso eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, hath eternal life; and I will raise him up at the last day.
55 For my flesh is meat indeed, and my blood is drink indeed.
56 He that eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, dwelleth in me, and I in him.
57 As the living Father hath sent me, and I live by the Father: so he that eateth me, even he shall live by me.
58 This is that bread which came down from heaven: not as your fathers did eat manna, and are dead: he that eateth of this bread shall live for ever.
59 These things said he in the synagogue, as he taught in Capernaum. 
60 Many therefore of his disciples, when they had heard this, said, This is an hard saying; who can hear it? 
61 When Jesus knew in himself that his disciples murmured at it, he said unto 
63 It is the spirit that quickeneth; the flesh profiteth nothing: the words that I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life.
MATTHEW 1:
21 And she shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt call his name JESUS: for he shall save his people from their sins.

Many religions want to be saved but don’t want to be saved from their sins.

Most of the scriptures are what I call a hard saying because without the Spirit of God to direct us we will never get things perfectly right.

I CORINTHIANS 2:
9 But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him. 
10 But God hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God.
11 For what man knoweth the things of a man, save the spirit of man which is in him? even so the things of God knoweth no man, but the Spirit of God.
12 Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the spirit which is of God; that we might know the things that are freely given to us of God. 
13 Which things also we speak, not in the words which man's wisdom teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost teacheth; comparing spiritual things with spiritual. 
14 But the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned.

As an illustration I have used recently when I speak a word you do not know the perfect meaning unless you know my thoughts when I spoke it like the word board.

Peter spoke about this subject of things being hard to understand.

II PETER 3:
15 And account that the longsuffering of our Lord is salvation; even as our beloved brother Paul also according to the wisdom given unto him hath written unto you; 
16 As also in all his epistles, speaking in them of these things; in which are some things hard to be understood, which they that are unlearned and unstable wrest, as they do also the other scriptures, unto their own destruction. 
17 Ye therefore, beloved, seeing ye know these things before, beware lest ye also, being led away with the error of the wicked, fall from your own stedfastness. 
18 But grow in grace, and in the knowledge of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. To him be glory both now and for ever. Amen.

A person is unlearned unless they have been spiritual taught by the Spirit of God as the scripture tells us.

A unstable person would be one who is not founded on the Rock.  Which to me means is faith is a revelation not just a statement.

You grow in grace and knowledge as the Spirit reveals truth to you.

Words have meaning and scripture can a have a natural meaning and a spiritual meaning.

ROMANS 4:
17 (As it is written, I have made thee a father of many nations,) before him whom he believed, even God, who quickeneth the dead, and calleth those things which be not as though they were.

ROMANS 8:
29 For whom he did foreknow, he also did predestinate to be conformed to the image of his Son, that he might be the firstborn among many brethren. 
30 Moreover whom he did predestinate, them he also called: and whom he called, them he also justified: and whom he justified, them he also glorified

ACTS 13:
48 And when the Gentiles heard this, they were glad, and glorified the word of the Lord: and as many as were ordained to eternal life believed.
I JOHN 1:
8 If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us.
9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. 
10 If we say that we have not sinned, we make him a liar, and his word is not in us.

There were a lot of sins committed by the early churches that had to be corrected they could not be corrected unless they confessed their wrong.  I do believe by scripture a person can be a believer and not be in a position to be sealed by the Holy Ghost.

LUKE 8:
13 They on the rock are they, which, when they hear, receive the word with joy; and these have no root, which for a while believe, and in time of temptation fall away.

The Galatian church did not have Christ formed within them although they were made believers by hearing Paul.
GALATIANS 4:
19 My little children, of whom I travail in birth again until Christ be formed in you,
GALATIANS 5:
7 Ye did run well; who did hinder you that ye should not obey the truth?

Did they sin, I would say yes because they put their selves under law.

GALATIANS 2:
16 Knowing that a man is not justified by the works of the law, but by the faith of Jesus Christ, even we have believed in Jesus Christ, that we might be justified by the faith of Christ, and not by the works of the law: for by the works of the law shall no flesh be justified. 


GALATIANS 2:
17 But if, while we seek to be justified by Christ, we ourselves also are found sinners, is therefore Christ the minister of sin? God forbid. 
18 For if I build again the things which I destroyed, I make myself a transgressor. 
19 For I through the law am dead to the law, that I might live unto God.
ROMANS 7
4 Wherefore, my brethren, ye also are become dead to the law by the body of Christ; that ye should be married to another, even to him who is raised from the dead, that we should bring forth fruit unto God.
I JOHN 3:
5 And ye know that he was manifested to take away our sins; and in him is no sin. 
6 Whosoever abideth in him sinneth not: whosoever sinneth hath not seen him, neither known him. 
7 Little children, let no man deceive you: he that doeth righteousness is 
8 He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil. 
9 Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin; for his seed remaineth in him: and he cannot sin, because he is born of God.
I PETER 1:

JOHN 3
3 Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.
4 Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can he enter the second time into his mother's womb, and be born? 
5 Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water 
6 That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.
7 Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again.
I CORINTHIANS 15:
44 It is sown a natural body; it is raised a spiritual body. There is a natural body, and there is a spiritual body. 
I CORINTHIANS 15:
45 And so it is written, The first man Adam was made a living soul; the last Adam was made a quickening spirit. 
46 Howbeit that was not first which is spiritual, but that which is natural; and afterward that which is spiritual. 
47 The first man is of the earth, earthy: the second man is the Lord from heaven.
48 As is the earthy, such are they also that are earthy: and as is the heavenly, such are they also that are heavenly.
COLOSSIANS 1
27 To whom God would make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles; which is Christ in you, the hope of glory: 
28 Whom we preach, warning every man, and teaching every man in all wisdom; that we may present every man perfect in Christ Jesus: 
29 Whereunto I also labour, striving according to his working, which worketh in me mightily.
ROMANS 7:
5 For when we were in the flesh, the motions of sins, which were by the law, did work in our members to bring forth fruit unto death. 
6 But now we are delivered from the law, that being dead wherein we were held; that we should serve in newness of spirit, and not in the oldness of the letter.
ROMANS 7:
18 For I know that in me (that is, in my flesh,) dwelleth no good thing: for to will is present with me; but how to perform that which is good I find not. 
20 Now if I do that I would not, it is no more I that do it, but sin that dwelleth in me.

My thoughts as the body of sin have never changed but our identification is with Christ not with our old self.
I JOHN 2:
1 My little children, these things write I unto you, that ye sin not. And if any man sin, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous: 
2 And he is the propitiation for our sins: and not for ours only, but also for the 
3 And hereby we do know that we know him, if we keep his commandments.
I TIMOTHY 1:
12 And I thank Christ Jesus our Lord, who hath enabled me, for that he counted me faithful, putting me into the ministry; 
13 Who was before a blasphemer, and a persecutor, and injurious: but I obtained mercy, because I did it ignorantly in unbelief. 
14 And the grace of our Lord was exceeding abundant with faith and love which is in Christ Jesus. 
15 This is a faithful saying, and worthy of all acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners; of whom I am chief. 
16 Howbeit for this cause I obtained mercy, that in me first Jesus Christ might shew forth all longsuffering, for a pattern to them which should hereafter believe on him to life everlasting.

I do not believe Paul meant to be identified as a sinner other than a sinner saved by grace.

ROMANS 3:
7 For if the truth of God hath more abounded through my lie unto his glory; why yet am I also judged as a sinner?
I CORINTHIANS 15:
9 For I am the least of the apostles, that am not meet to be called an apostle, because I persecuted the church of God. 
10 But by the grace of God I am what I am: and his grace which was bestowed upon me was not in vain; but I laboured more abundantly than they all: yet not I, but the grace of God which was with me.

Paul said he was the least of the apostles but then he said he was equal or not behind the most prominent ones.
II CORINTHIANS 11:
4 For if he that cometh preacheth another Jesus, whom we have not preached, or if ye receive another spirit, which ye have not received, or another gospel, which ye have not accepted, ye might well bear with him. 
5 For I suppose I was not a whit behind the very chiefest apostles.
Young's Literal Translation
for I reckon that I have been nothing behind the very chiefest apostles,

ROMANS 5:
16 And not as it was by one that sinned, so is the gift: for the judgment was by one to condemnation, but the free gift is of many offences unto justification.

There are many instances of sin by the church in the scriptures but unless I have overlooked it there is not a time, they were called sinners after they became Christians.

What is the mass of Christ.

The Liturgy of the Eucharist is the second main part of the Mass and its central focus. It begins with the Preparation of the Gifts, where bread and wine are brought to the altar. These simple elements represent the offerings of the faithful and the created world. The priest prays over them, asking God to accept them for the sacrifice. The Eucharistic Prayer follows, a long prayer that includes the consecration. During the consecration, the priest repeats Christ’s words from the Last Supper (Matthew 26:26-28), and Catholics believe the bread and wine become Christ’s Body and Blood. This change, called transubstantiation, is a mystery of faith

Dictionary:  (especially in the Roman Catholic Church) the conversion of the substance of the Eucharistic elements into the body and blood of Christ at consecration, only the appearances of bread and wine still remaining.

Catholics believe that the Eucharist is essential for salvation, as it is considered the "source and summit of the Christian life." However, the Church also acknowledges that those who are unaware of the necessity of the Eucharist or who cannot receive it may still attain salvation through God's mercy.

We read when He saw a multitude of sinners as sheep that were scattered having no shepherd, He was moved with compassion (Matt. 9:36). What a blessed Shepherd the Lord has provided for us (Psalm 23)!

Come Completely To Christ
Paul wrote in 2Tim. 1:12, "I am persuaded He is able to keep that which I HAVE COMMITTED TO HIM." True faith is based upon a KNOWLEDGE of Christ (I know whom I have believed), a CONFIDENCE in Christ “I am persuaded He is able to keep”, and involves a COMMITTAL to Christ “that which I have committed unto Him against that day.” 
Those who savingly come to the Lord Jesus do so willingly, lovingly, confidently, and COMPLETELY (Psalm 110:3). It is unworthy of His great name and person to talk of a partial surrender, a token allegiance, or a part-time profession and discipleship. I believe Paul is saying, "I have committed MY SOUL to Him to save (Heb. 7;25), MY SINS to Him to forgive (1 John 17-9), MY LIFE to Him to order and arrange (Rom. 8:28), MY POSSESSIONS to Him to share (1 Cor. 6:20), MY BODY to Him to raise and make like His glorious body" (Phil. 3:20-21)
