12-31-25    Rightly Dividing the Word of Truth
The Words in italics are my comments.
Other references Strong’s concordance unless indicated otherwise.
II TIMOTHY 2:
15 Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth. 
16 But shun profane and vain babblings: for they will increase unto more ungodliness. 
17 And their word will eat as doth a canker: of whom is Hymenaeus and Philetus; 
18 Who concerning the truth have erred, saying that the resurrection is past already; and overthrow the faith of some.

Notice Paul’s reference to the error in those who did not rightly divide the Word of Truth
.
ISAIAH 28:
10 For precept must be upon precept, precept upon precept; line upon line, line upon line; here a little, and there a little:
11 For with stammering lips and another tongue will he speak to this people.
12 To whom he said, This is the rest wherewith ye may cause the weary to rest; and this is the refreshing: yet they would not hear.
13 But the word of the LORD was unto them precept upon precept, precept upon precept; line upon line, line upon line; here a little, and there a little; that they might go, and fall backward, and be broken, and snared, and taken.

PSALM 2
:4 He that sitteth in the heavens shall laugh: the Lord shall have them in derision.
I CORINTHIANS 14:
20 Brethren, be not children in understanding: howbeit in malice be ye children, but in understanding be men. 
21 In the law it is written, With men of other tongues and other lips will I 
22 Wherefore tongues are for a sign, not to them that believe, but to them that believe not: but prophesying serveth not for them that believe not, but for them which believe.

ISAIAH 55:
8 For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways, saith the LORD.
9 For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are my ways higher than your ways, and my thoughts than your thoughts.
10 For as the rain cometh down, and the snow from heaven, and returneth not thither, but watereth the earth, and maketh it bring forth and bud, that it may give seed to the sower, and bread to the eater:
11 So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall not return unto me void, but it shall accomplish that which I please, and it shall prosper in the thing whereto I sent it.
ROMANS 8:
6 For to be carnally minded is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and peace. 
7 Because the carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be. 
8 So then they that are in the flesh cannot please God. 
9 But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell in you. Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his. 
10 And if Christ be in you, the body is dead because of sin; but the Spirit is life because of righteousness.
I CORINTHIANS 2:
14 But the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned.

Many things spoken and told pointing to something physical but having an understanding only the Lord can give.  This separates from education to Revelation.

MATTHEW 11:
25 At that time Jesus answered and said, I thank thee, O Father, Lord of heaven and earth, because thou hast hid these things from the wise and prudent, and hast revealed them unto babes.
MATTHEW 16:
17 And Jesus answered and said unto him, Blessed art thou, Simon Barjona: for flesh and blood hath not revealed it unto thee, but my Father which is in heaven.

A flesh and blood revelation is what can be learned from another person and can be accomplice without faith.
ROMANS 1:
17 For therein is the righteousness of God revealed from faith to faith: as it is written, The just shall live by faith
EPHESIANS 1:
17 That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of him:
MATTHEW 13:
13 Therefore speak I to them in parables: because they seeing see not; and 
14 And in them is fulfilled the prophecy of Esaias, which saith, By hearing ye shall hear, and shall not understand; and seeing ye shall see, and shall not perceive:
MATTHEW 13:
34 All these things spake Jesus unto the multitude in parables; and without a parable spake he not unto them:

MARK 4:
9 And he said unto them, He that hath ears to hear, let him hear.
10 And when he was alone, they that were about him with the twelve asked of him the parable. 
11 And he said unto them, Unto you it is given to know the mystery of the kingdom of God: but unto them that are without, all these things are done in parables: 
12 That seeing they may see, and not perceive; and hearing they may hear, and not understand; lest at any time they should be converted, and their sins should be forgiven them.
13 And he said unto them, Know ye not this parable? and how then will ye know all parables?
MATTHEW 13:
30 Let both grow together until the harvest: and in the time of harvest I will say to the reapers, Gather ye together first the tares, and bind them in bundles to burn them: but gather the wheat into my barn.

Jesus gave a vocal understanding to His apostles and disciples to some extent on some things.
MATTHEW 13
38 The field is the world; the good seed are the children of the kingdom; but the tares are the children of the wicked one; 
39 The enemy that sowed them is the devil; the harvest is the end of the world; 
40 As therefore the tares are gathered and burned in the fire; so shall it be in the end of this world.

The word “world” means both this physical globe we stand on but includes the people of this world.
JOHN 1:
10 He was in the world, and the world was made by him, and the world knew him not.

First, we are all ground until we receive a seed that produces.
Our fruit identifies us with something. 

I JOHN 3
8 He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil.

We know that was the first birth that identifies us the first lie.

JOHN 8:
44 Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and abode not in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of it.

This parable in Matthew 13 tells us of a spiritual seed that causes a person to be called a child of the wicked one which seems to leave no place of redemptions.  It was sowed after the Word of God seed sowed by the Son of Man, Christ.  The Word is Truth all religious error is a lie.

It tells of a gathering in bundles before the gathering in the barn I look at religious bundles that are gathered and that is my understanding

We do not have the physical being of Christ to teach us as the apostles did, but we do have the Spirit of Christ to give us the spiritual understanding.

JOHN 16:
12 I have yet many things to say unto you, but ye cannot bear them now.
13 Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will shew you things to come.
EPHESIANS 4
21 If so be that ye have heard him, and have been taught by him, as the truth is in Jesus:

All correct scriptural understanding must be given by Christ alone.  That is why that the only way to see the revealing of the antichrist is by spiritual revelation which would be by fruit not by a name.  I do believe deception started by one person through Satan but now it is spread through multitudes.
II CORINTHIANS 11:
14 And no marvel; for Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light. 
15 Therefore it is no great thing if his ministers also be transformed as the ministers of righteousness; whose end shall be according to their works.
II THESSALONIANS 2:
9 Even him, whose coming is after the working of Satan with all power and signs and lying wonders, 
10 And with all deceivableness of unrighteousness in them that perish; because they received not the love of the truth, that they might be saved. 
11 And for this cause God shall send them strong delusion, that they should believe a lie: 
12 That they all might be damned who believed not the truth, but had pleasure in unrighteousness.

You have the papers on the Catholic Eucharist which takes the Lord’s supper completely as a physical meaning or natural meaning which came up with the doctrine of the bread and wine is supernaturally changed into the physical body of Christ as a sacrifice by an ordained priest.

There is no scripture to say it will be changed with prayer or any instruction to pray for it to change.  Our understanding is that every Christian should take what we call the Lord’s supper.  Their teaching is only Catholics may receive it and it is a necessary act as is baptism in order to be saved.

All these acts can be done without any faith only obedience and that with education on the doctrine of Catholicism makes you a Christian in the eyes of the church

MATTHEW 26:
26 And as they were eating, Jesus took bread, and blessed it, and brake it, and gave it to the disciples, and said, Take, eat; this is my body.
27 And he took the cup, and gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, Drink ye all of it; 
28 For this is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the remission of sins.

The bread Jesus was holding was not his physical body and the wine was not his physical blood.
JOHN 6:
48 I am that bread of life.
49 Your fathers did eat manna in the wilderness and are dead.
50 This is the bread which cometh down from heaven, that a man may eat thereof, and not die.
51 I am the living bread which came down from heaven: if any man eat of this bread, he shall live for ever: and the bread that I will give is my flesh, which I will give for the life of the world.
52 The Jews therefore strove among themselves, saying, How can this man give us his flesh to eat? 
53 Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except ye eat the flesh of the Son of man, and drink his blood, ye have no life in you.
54 Whoso eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, hath eternal life; and I will raise him up at the last day.
55 For my flesh is meat indeed, and my blood is drink indeed.
56 He that eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, dwelleth in me, and I in him.
57 As the living Father hath sent me, and I live by the Father: so he that eateth me, even he shall live by me.
58 This is that bread which came down from heaven: not as your fathers did eat manna, and are dead: he that eateth of this bread shall live for ever.
59 These things said he in the synagogue, as he taught in Capernaum. 
60 Many therefore of his disciples, when they had heard this, said, This is an hard saying; who can hear it? 
61 When Jesus knew in himself that his disciples murmured at it, he said unto them, Doth this offend you? 
62 What and if ye shall see the Son of man ascend up where he was before? 

This last verse explains the spiritual meaning to what he was saying.

63 It is the spirit that quickeneth; the flesh profiteth nothing: the words that I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life.
JOHN 4:
32 But he said unto them, I have meat to eat that ye know not of.
33 Therefore said the disciples one to another, Hath any man brought him ought to eat? 
34 Jesus saith unto them, My meat is to do the will of him that sent me, and to finish his work.

Instead of just bread and wine given life in this scripture water will also give live.

JOHN 4:
14 But whosoever drinketh of the water that I shall give him shall never thirst; but the water that I shall give him shall be in him a well of water springing up into everlasting life.

Education can identify many things that are spoken of in a physical or carnal understanding but only the Holy Ghost can reveal the spiritual object.

Many religions believe the spiritual food or water comes through them.  Only the Spirit filled Christian will know the true source which is not a religion but Christ Himself.

In closing that is why to understand the mark of the beast you must have wisdom but that would mean spiritual wisdom not mental.

REVELATION 13:
18 Here is wisdom. Let him that hath understanding count the number of the beast: for it is the number of a man; and his number is Six hundred threescore and six.
I CORINTHIANS 2:
5 That your faith should not stand in the wisdom of men, but in the power of God. 
6 Howbeit we speak wisdom among them that are perfect: yet not the wisdom of this world, nor of the princes of this world, that come to nought: 
7 But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery, even the hidden wisdom, which God ordained before the world unto our glory:
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DANIEL 12:13 But go thou thy way till the end be: for thou shalt rest, and stand in thy lot at the end of the days."

This promise was given to Daniel in his old age. He was taken captive at a very young age and carried into Babylon (Dan.1:3-4). He served God faithfully for seventy years in captivity. All that Daniel put his hand to the Lord prospered him (Dan.2:48; 5:29; 6:28). Daniel now faces the prospect and reality of dying, but even in this God made him to realize this would be a blessing not a penalty. "But go thou thy way till the end be.". 

1). The time of our life on the earth is determined of God, "go thou thy way till the end be. 
Surely our days are determined of the Lord (Job 14:5). We shall definitely leave this place, but not until our work is finished. Not until God is pleased to take us home (2 Cor. 5:6-9).
2). When a believer departs from this life we enter into rest, "for thou shalt rest," rest from all toil and labor and rest from the weariness of this sinful flesh (Rom. 7:24-25; 2Cor.5:1-2). The Lord told the dying thief that He would be in paradise soon, to enjoy eternal rest for his soul (Luke 23:43). Every believer can say with Paul, "For I am in a strait betwixt two, having a desire to depart, and to be with Christ; which is far better: (Phil. 1:23).
3). Our soul will be at rest with the Lord and our body will be asleep in the grave waiting for the glorious resurrection morning, "till the end of days "  (Dan. 12:2).   Often death is referred to as sleep because of the inactivity of the body (John 11:11). But our soul is never said to sleep, it ascribed to being at rest in the Lord (Rev.6:9).
4). We shall everyone stand in judgment at the end of days, "and stand in thy lot at the end of the days." The believer’s allotment is to stand in the blessed merit and righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ and hear Him say, "Come ye blessed of my Father" (Matt. 25:34; Eph.1:6). The unbeliever will stand in the merit of their unrighteousness and hear Him say, "Depart from me, ye cursed" (Matt. 25:41).
5). Until the end of our days on this earth be, "go thy way." Like Daniel, we continue in faithfulness unto the Lord, waiting with great expectation and comfort, "to be absent from this body and to be present with the Lord" (2 Cor. 5:8). God in His grace will furnish us with living comforts along the way (2Thes. 2:16; Isa.40:1-2), and in the end dying grace (2 Cor. 12:9-10).
