JOHN 1:

Before anything was created the Word of God had to be spoken however you believe that happened the Word that God spoke created all things.  To say that Word at that time was Jesus Christ as a person or being we have no scripture only the council of many theologians.

That day all question will be answered or will begin to be answered.

19 But with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot: 
20 Who verily was foreordained before the foundation of the world, but was manifest in these last times for you,

Foreordained:  4267   proginosko    {prog-in-oce'-ko}    to have knowledge before hand, to foreknow; to predestinate.

Jesus Christ beginning was the Word spoken by God.  The only scripture we have about the form or body of Christ is in John 1:4. When that which was spoken was made flesh.



JOHN 1
14 And the   Word    (3056   logos    {log'-os}    ) a word, uttered by a living voice, embodies a conception or idea). was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.
JOHN 17:
5 And now, O Father, glorify thou me with thine own self with the glory which I had with thee before the world was.

What glory or honor did Christ have with God before the foundation of the World?

Christ was the source of all Creation.

EPHESIANS 3
9 And to make all men see what is the fellowship of the mystery, which from the beginning of the world hath been hid in God, who created all things by Jesus Christ:
I CORINTHIANS 8
6 But to us there is but one God, the Father, of whom are all things, and we in him; and one Lord Jesus Christ, by whom are all things, and we by him..

It is taught by the trinity and other that Christ was a God equal to the Father.

By scripture Jesus as Christ (the anointed Messiah) could not be defined until he was born in flesh and anointed by God to fulfil that ministry as Christ or Messiah.

MATTHEW 12
18 Behold my servant, whom I have chosen; my beloved, in whom my soul is well pleased: I will put my spirit upon him, and he shall shew judgment to the Gentiles.
ACTS 10:
38 How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and with power: who went about doing good, and healing all that were oppressed of the devil; for God was with him.
LUKE 4:
18 The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that are bruised, 
19 To preach the acceptable year of the Lord.

There isn’t any scripture to say that the Word as Jesus was Christ, until he was manifested in flesh.

Can a God increase in wisdom?
LUKE 2:
52 And Jesus increased in wisdom and stature, and in favour with God and man.

JOHN 15
5 I am the vine, ye are the branches: He that abideth in me, and I in him, the same bringeth forth much fruit: for without me ye can do nothing.
JOHN 8:
26 I have many things to say and to judge of you: but he that sent me is true; and I speak to the world those things which I have heard of him.
27 They understood not that he spake to them of the Father. 
28 Then said Jesus unto them, When ye have lifted up the Son of man, then shall ye know that I am he, and that I do nothing of myself; but as my Father hath taught me, I speak these things.
29 And he that sent me is with me: the Father hath not left me alone; for I do always those things that please him.
JOHN 10:
38 But if I do, though ye believe not me, believe the works: that ye may know, and believe, that the Father is in me, and I in him.
LUKE 4
1 And Jesus being full of the Holy Ghost returned from Jordan, and was led by the Spirit into the wilderness,

Jesus the Son of God had both the Father and the Holy Ghost if you believe in a trinity you would see it in Christ.  If you believe the scriptures, you would know that the Holy Ghost is the Father.

We know that Christ gave all glory of things done and many things said to His Father
But He also had a human voice that was not the Father’s at His time on earth.
MARK 13:
31 Heaven and earth shall pass away: but my words shall not pass away.
32 But of that day and that hour knoweth no man, no, not the angels which are in heaven, neither the Son, but the Father.
LUKE 22
42 Saying, Father, if thou be willing, remove this cup from me: nevertheless not my will, but thine, be done.

With Christ time on earth there were two voices to be heard.  Christ and the Father.

MATTHEW 3
16 And Jesus, when he was baptized, went up straightway out of the water: and, lo, the heavens were opened unto him, and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove, and lighting upon him: 
17 And lo a voice from heaven, saying, This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.
MATTHEW 17
5 While he yet spake, behold, a bright cloud overshadowed them: and behold a voice out of the cloud, which said, This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased; hear ye him.
JOHN 12:
28 Father, glorify thy name. Then came there a voice from heaven, saying, I have both glorified it, and will glorify it again.

After Jesus is glorified, there is only one voice to be heard.

MATTHEW 28
18 And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is given unto me in heaven and in earth.  

That brought all back to one voice when it comes to scripture or leadership of the Holy Ghost. The Father will only speak through the Son.

HEBREWS 1:
2 Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son, whom he hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds; 
3 Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his person, and upholding all things by the word of his power, when he had by himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high;
ACTS 1:
1 The former treatise have I made, O Theophilus, of all that Jesus began both to do and teach, 
2 Until the day in which he was taken up, after that he through the Holy Ghost had given commandments unto the apostles whom he had chosen:
COLOSSIANS 2
8 Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and vain deceit, after the tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world, and not after Christ. 
9 For in him dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead bodily. 
10 And ye are complete in him, which is the head of all principality and power:

We find all we need in Jesus Christ we pray through him and we thank God through Him

Let me not talk of DIVINE PURPOSE and then spend my days murmuring about my trials and troubles. It is totally inconsistent with faith in the sovereign Christ for me to question HIS GOOD PROVIDENCE. Paul called covetousness "idolatry" and said, "I have learned, in whatsoever state I am, therewith to be content" (Phil. 4:11). Let us pray for submission to His will, for with it comes peace.
