MARK 9
23 Jesus said unto him, If thou canst believe, all things are possible to him that believeth.
Literal Standard Version
And Jesus said to him, “If you are able to believe! All things are possible to the one that is believing.

I used a different translation because the KJV translate the Greek 3588 as him and that is never the correct translation for that Greek Word which correctly translated is one or a word that refers to one.  I like that because of the scripture.

GALATIANS 3:
26 For ye are all the children of God by faith in Christ Jesus. 
27 For as many of you as have been baptized into Christ have put on Christ. 
28 There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither bond nor free, there is neither male nor female: for ye are all one in Christ Jesus. 
29 And if ye be Christ's, then are ye Abraham's seed, and heirs according to the promise.

That is for salvation not for branches of service or ministry.

Through the past years a lot of emphases has been put on believing for healing and that is a part but never the first part.

God can and does use what is called a gift of faith wherever and whenever he chooses.  That does not mean a person is right or vindication of anything other than the fulfilling of God’s Word.
I CORINTHIANS 12:
11 But all these worketh that one and the selfsame Spirit, dividing to every man severally as he will.
HEBREWS 2:
4 God also bearing them witness, both with signs and wonders, and with divers miracles, and gifts of the Holy Ghost, according to his own will?

Gifts:  2 times 3311   merismos    {mer-is-mos'}a division, partition; distribution (of various kinds)

Gift:  Acts 2:38. 1431   dorea    {do-reh-ah'}    dwreav    from 1435; free gift.

There is only one faith, “but it is used in different ways.

EPHESIANS 4:
5 One Lord, one faith, one baptism,

There is our faith which should only be about Christ.

MATTHEW 9:
28 And when he was come into the house, the blind men came to him: and Jesus saith unto them, Believe ye that I am able to do this? They said unto him, Yea, Lord. 
29 Then touched he their eyes, saying, According to your faith be it unto you.
I CORINTHIANS 2:
5 That your faith should not stand in the wisdom of men, but in the power of God.

“Your faith” can increase. 
II THESSALONIANS 1:
3 We are bound to thank God always for you, brethren, as it is meet, because that your faith groweth exceedingly, and the charity of every one of you all toward each other aboundeth;

Then there is the Faith of Christ Himself which is in ever believer.

ROMANS 3:
22 Even the righteousness of God which is by faith of Jesus Christ unto all and upon all them that believe: for there is no difference:
GALATIANS 2:
16 Knowing that a man is not justified by the works of the law, but by the faith of Jesus Christ, even we have believed in Jesus Christ, that we might be justified by the faith of Christ, and not by the works of the law: for by the works of the law shall no flesh be justified.
GALATIANS 2
20 I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me.

Your faith can correctly only be directed toward Jesus Christ and that through the Word of God preached.
ROMANS 10:
17 So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.

To have a correct relationship with God everything must be first centered around Christ and that must come through faith by hearing the Word.

EPHESIANS 1
13 In whom ye also trusted, after that ye heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation: in whom also after that ye believed, ye were sealed with that holy Spirit of promise,

Your relationship comes by first hearing the Word about Christ and after your New Birth your focus will always either stay on the Word or if you stumble you will come back to the Word.
EPHESIANS 4
30 And grieve not the holy Spirit of God, whereby ye are sealed unto the day of redemption.

Believing the Word preached about Christ will bring salvation and continuing in believing the Word is proof of your salvation and infilling of the Holy Ghost.

A failed experience is what lead to Idol worship.  When people failed to believe the Word, they tend to build a spiritual idol in their mind of a God that they worship.

A person’s idol is manifested by their life and the religion they profess.
First of all, a person builds and idol around the way they chose to live
2. A person’s idol can be their church or some man that is a minister
3 Many idols are built around family, sports, jobs, or other objects.

LUKE 14:
33 So likewise, whosoever he be of you that forsaketh not all that he hath, he cannot be my disciple.
MATTHEW 6:
24 No man can serve two masters: for either he will hate the one, and love the other; or else he will hold to the one, and despise the other. Ye cannot serve God and mammon.

I think a good way to say that is that when you come to Christ you own nothing because it all belongs now to Christ but is in your care unless Christ calls for it.

MATTHEW 19:
21 Jesus said unto him, If thou wilt be perfect, go and sell that thou hast, and give to the poor, and thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come and follow me.

You forsake or separate yourself as the Word revealed calls for it.  Christians still had houses and families even though by scripture they had forsaken all if they were Christians.

I CORINTHIANS 11:
22 What? have ye not houses to eat and to drink in? or despise ye the church of God, and shame them that have not? What shall I say to you? shall I praise you in this? I praise you not.
I CORINTHIANS 9:
5 Have we not power to lead about a sister, a wife, as well as other apostles, and as the brethren of the Lord, and Cephas?

There is a reason for forsaking anything

COLOSSIANS 3:
5 Mortify therefore your members which are upon the earth; fornication, uncleanness, inordinate affection, evil concupiscence, and covetousness, which is idolatry:

Covetousness:  4124   pleonexia    {pleh-on-ex-ee'-ah}    greedy desire to have more, covetousness, avarice

Idols are built for the purpose of having things outside of the Word of God.

Your faith is tested as you believe or accept the Word of God.

ROMANS 3:
22 Even the righteousness of God which is by faith of Jesus Christ unto all and upon all them that believe: for there is no difference: 
23 For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;
ROMANS 3:
10 As it is written, There is none righteous, no, not one: 
11 There is none that understandeth, there is none that seeketh after God.
ROMANS 4:
3 For what saith the scripture? Abraham believed God, and it was counted unto him for righteousness.
PHILIPPIANS 3
9 And be found in him, not having mine own righteousness, which is of the law, but that which is through the faith of Christ, the righteousness which is of God by faith:
I JOHN 1:
9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.
HEBREWS 9:
14 How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God?

Remember for every false religion and teaching there will always be a part that can only be traced back to a person and cannot be found in the scripture.

Boldly:    3954   parrhesia    {par-rhay-see'-ah}  freedom in speaking, unreservedness in speech; openly, frankly, i.e without concealment;

II CORINTHIANS 11:
3 But I fear, lest by any means, as the serpent beguiled Eve through his subtilty, so your minds should be corrupted from the simplicity that is in Christ.
GALATIANS 1:
3 Grace be to you and peace from God the Father, and from our Lord Jesus Christ, 
4 Who gave himself for our sins, that he might deliver us from this present evil world, according to the will of God and our Father:
 
By scripture there is nothing that can be done for sin except through Jesus Christ who gave Himself for our sins to give us deliverance from this world.

Satan has built a network of religions as a cloak for the sins of the people.  People use their faith to believe in one of those rather than Christ through the scriptures.

II CORINTHIANS 7:
9 Now I rejoice, not that ye were made sorry, but that ye sorrowed to repentance: for ye were made sorry after a godly manner, that ye might receive damage by us in nothing. 
10 For godly sorrow worketh repentance to salvation not to be repented of: but the sorrow of the world worketh death.
I CORINTHIANS 11:
12 But what I do, that I will do, that I may cut off occasion from them which desire occasion; that wherein they glory, they may be found even as we. 
13 For such are false apostles, deceitful workers, transforming themselves into the apostles of Christ. 
14 And no marvel; for Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light. 
15 Therefore it is no great thing if his ministers also be transformed as the ministers of righteousness; whose end shall be according to their works.
GALATIANS 1:
8 But though we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel unto you than that which we have preached unto you, let him be accursed. 
9 As we said before, so say I now again, If any man preach any other gospel unto you than that ye have received, let him be accursed.

Paul’s ministry was a witness about Jesus Christ not God in any other name by scripture.

ACTS 26:
22 Having therefore obtained help of God, I continue unto this day, witnessing both to small and great, saying none other things than those which the prophets and Moses did say should come: 
23 That Christ should suffer, and that he should be the first that should rise from the dead, and should shew light unto the people, and to the Gentiles. 
REVELATION 20
4 And I saw thrones, and they sat upon them, and judgment was given unto them: and I saw the souls of them that were beheaded for the witness of Jesus, and for the word of God, and which had not worshipped the beast, neither his image, neither had received his mark upon their foreheads, or in their hands; and they lived and reigned with Christ a thousand years.
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(1Cor. 15:3).
The gospel is not just that Christ died. The gospel is how that He died for us according to God's eternal and immutable decree, "the scriptures" (Acts 2:23: Rev. 13:8).
The scriptures declare that His death was appointed by God (Gen. 3:15; 22:8; Psa.22; Psa. 69; Matt. 16:21; Gal. 4:4).
The scriptures declare that His death was voluntary, He willingly laid down His life for us (Isa. 53:7; John 10:17-18).
The scriptures declare that His death was substitutionary (Isa. 53:4-6; 2Cor. 5:21; 1Pet. 3:18 ).
The scriptures declare that His death was to accomplish a definite atonement of infinite value for His people (Isa. 53:8; Matt. 1:21; John 10:15; Heb. 2:17).
The scriptures declare that His death satisfied all the demands of God's holy law and justice (Isa. 42:21; 53:10-12; Dan. 9:24; Matt. 5:17).

The scriptures declare that His death was most effectual to put away all the sin of the covenant people (Psa. 103:12; Isa. 38:17; Micah 7:18-20; Heb.9:26; 10:17; 1John 1:7).
 Every pledge of salvation has its accomplishment in the Lord Jesus Christ, "For all the promises of God in him are yea, and in him Amen, unto the glory of God by us” (2Cor. 1:21). All that God has promised concerning salvation in Christ is certain and sure, "And being fully persuaded that, what he had promised, he was able also to perform." (Rom. 4:21)
John Gill said, "Every promise, type and prophecy recorded in the law, in the prophets, and in the Psalms, concerning His sufferings and death, had their fulfillment in Him; nothing was more clearly prefigured and foretold and nothing more punctually and fully answered."
Our Lord said, "But how then shall the scriptures be fulfilled, that thus it must be?" "But all this was done, that the scriptures of the prophets might be fulfilled." (Matt. 26:54-56), "It is finished" (John 19:30).
