10 And he carried me away in the spirit to a great and high mountain, and shewed me that great city, the holy Jerusalem, descending out of heaven from God, 
11 Having the glory of God: and her light was like unto a stone most precious, even like a jasper stone, clear as crystal;	

The Apostle John was shown a sight only the true believer called the elect will ever see and that is not some religion but truly the bride of Christ.

People have been taught about a heavenly city that Christians go to or will live in some day.  I believe the city is the bride not a group of buildings or mansions as some particular group, but it is as John seen and Jesus said.

EPHESIANS 5:
27 That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish.

I believe what John saw was a spiritual representation of what he had seen earlier.

REVELATION 7:
9 After this I beheld, and, lo, a great multitude, which no man could number, of all nations, and kindreds, and people, and tongues, stood before the throne, and before the Lamb, clothed with white robes, and palms in their hands;

It not a city being built but it will increase in size in our eyes until it reaches all of the people that will believe the true gospel.
This city is seen coming down from heaven and that is the place it has always been until the new heaven and new earth come into exitance.

18 For ye are not come unto the mount that might be touched, and that burned with fire, nor unto blackness, and darkness, and tempest, 
19 And the sound of a trumpet, and the voice of words; which voice they that heard intreated that the word should not be spoken to them any more: 
20 (For they could not endure that which was commanded, And if so much as a beast touch the mountain, it shall be stoned, or thrust through with a dart: 
21 And so terrible was the sight, that Moses said, I exceedingly fear and quake:) 
22 But ye are come unto mount Sion, and unto the city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to an innumerable company of angels, 
23 To the general assembly and church of the firstborn, which are written in heaven, and to God the Judge of all, and to the spirits of just men made perfect, 
24 And to Jesus the mediator of the new covenant, and to the blood of sprinkling, that speaketh better things than that of Abel.

The mediator is what the resurrection is about because of that every person that will believe was purchased and Christ is there for the surety of it.

HEBREWS 7:
22 By so much was Jesus made a surety of a better testament. 
23 And they truly were many priests, because they were not suffered to continue by reason of death: 
24 But this man, because he continueth ever, hath an unchangeable priesthood. 
25 Wherefore he is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by him, seeing he ever liveth to make intercession for them.

The mediator is Christ not any church the truth is most churches stand between you and God instead of pointing you to the only one who can save you.

Churches provide many doors through their doctrine.  They preach Christ by name but build another Christ by their doctrine.

20 And he closed the book, and he gave it again to the minister, and sat down. And the eyes of all them that were in the synagogue were fastened on him.
LUKE 5:
3 And he entered into one of the ships, which was Simon's, and prayed him that he would thrust out a little from the land. And he sat down, and taught the people out of the ship.

Paul also taught sitting down
