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5-3-26 Part 2. Is the Serpent Seed Scriptural.
The Words in italics are my comments.
Other references Strong’s concordance unless indicated otherwise.
GENESIS 3:
14 And the LORD God said unto the serpent, Because thou hast done this, thou art cursed above all cattle, and above every beast of the field; upon thy belly shalt thou go, and dust shalt thou eat all the days of thy life:
15 And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel.
DEUTERONOMY 4:
2 Ye shall not add unto the word which I command you, neither shall ye diminish ought from it, that ye may keep the commandments of the LORD your God which I command you.
PROVERBS 30:
5 Every word of God is pure: he is a shield unto them that put their trust in him.
6 Add thou not unto his words, lest he reprove thee, and thou be found a liar.
GALATIANS 1:
8 But though we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel unto you than that which we have preached unto you, let him be accursed. 
9 As we said before, so say I now again, If any man preach any other gospel unto you than that ye have received, let him be accursed. 
10 For do I now persuade men, or God? or do I seek to please men? for if I yet pleased men, I should not be the servant of Christ.
REVELATION 22:
18 For I testify unto every man that heareth the words of the prophecy of this book, If any man shall add unto these things, God shall add unto him the plagues that are written in this book:

The prophecy could also be prophecies of this book would include happening throughout the scriptures not just the one book
REVELATION 1
19 Write the things which thou hast seen, and the things which are, and the things which shall be hereafter;
REVELATION 1:
8 I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the ending, saith the Lord, which is, and which was, and which is to come, the Almighty.
REVELATION 1:
18 I am he that liveth, and was dead; and, behold, I am alive for evermore, Amen; and have the keys of hell and of death.
II PETER 1:
19 We have also a more sure word of prophecy; whereunto ye do well that ye take heed, as unto a light that shineth in a dark place, until the day dawn, and the day star arise in your hearts: 
20 Knowing this first, that no prophecy of the scripture is of any private interpretation.

All and especially a minister as I need to understand that God has the Word written as it pleased Him and to change it or change the meaning of the Holy Word is dangerous and puts a person under a curse because it is an open challenge to the Truth of God’s Word.

Any error wrongly taught causes people to deny the Word in part.

MARK 7:
13 Making the word of God of none effect through your tradition, which ye have delivered: and many such like things do ye.

Teaching the gospel with wisdom of words would make calvary of no effect.

I CORINTHIANS 1:
17 For Christ sent me not to baptize, but to preach the gospel: not with wisdom of words, lest the cross of Christ should be made of none effect.

It is true the serpent had a seed.  But to teach and believe it contrary to the Word of God makes the rest of the Word of no effect in your life.  Always remember, all error has its foundation in a man not in Christ.

Because of the many variations of this teaching and many from the same source I may not be able to cover it all, but I will try to cover what I personally know to be taught.

The scripture teaches us the beast in the garden was subtle or crafty.  He could talk and walk upright probably because after Eve was deceived he was cursed to be on his belly and eat dust.

People have been made to believe that the beast could propagate with a human and bring children or a child.  No scripture for this.

We are told that not to eat of the tree of knowledge of good and evil means not to propagate in the way all nature does but in a way not described in scripture.

GENESIS 1:
21 And God created great whales, and every living creature that moveth, which the waters brought forth abundantly, after their kind, and every winged fowl after his kind: and God saw that it was good.
22 And God blessed them, saying, Be fruitful, and multiply, and fill the waters in the seas, and let fowl multiply in the earth.

He gave the same commandment to man to say it meant something different has to be a private interpretation.

GENESIS 1:
27 So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them.
28 And God blessed them, and God said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing that moveth upon the earth.

When God created the world and all that is therein, He gave a commandment that cannot be broken.  In the world today by Hy breeding and mutilation have changed and even disfigured nature.  In the beginning it was not so.

GENESIS 1
24 And God said, Let the earth bring forth the living creature after his kind, cattle, and creeping thing, and beast of the earth after his kind: and it was so.
25 And God made the beast of the earth after his kind, and cattle after their kind, and every thing that creepeth upon the earth after his kind: and God saw that it was good.

In the garden of Eden there was no hy breeding no crossing between an apple tree and a peach tree to think that God created a beast that could mix its genes with a human would be against the perfect creation of God but lets look at all scripture to understand.

I believe the tree to be a tree that can be eaten as food but because it is a command God said not to do it will also bring death.
To summarize to believe Cain is a child of the beast then you must also believe these things.

The beast is able to propagate with a woman.  No scripture
You must believe the tree of knowledge is either a command not to propagate in the way of all nature, or the tree is the woman which the tree was in the garden before the woman was given to Adam as the tree was in Genesis 1:9 and it was verse 22 before the woman was given to Adam.  Other belief is that the tree is the Beast and yet another to believe the tree is Satan. You must believe that Eve had twins one from Adam and the other from the Beast.  Again, no scripture.

We are told a tree is known by its fruit.
LUKE 6
44 For every tree is known by his own fruit. For of thorns men do not gather figs, nor of a bramble bush gather they grapes.

What fruit by scripture did the tree of the knowledge of good and evil have?

One thing that Adam and Eve acquired from the tree of knowledge of good and Evil was the ability to use their carnal mind instead of faith.  Simplicity of scripture is just believe what is written.

Death was given because of the disobedience of what God had told them.  Sin is the results of not believing God’s Word.   Let’s examine the fruit of the tree of good and evil.

Notice all nature produces seeds that is how it continues.

GENESIS 1:
12 And the earth brought forth grass, and herb yielding seed after his kind, and the tree yielding fruit, whose seed was in itself, after his kind: and God saw that it was good.

The two trees of life and knowledge of good and evil is not mentioned that it produced seed to replenish itself.

GENESIS 2:
9 And out of the ground made the LORD God to grow every tree that is pleasant to the sight, and good for food; the tree of life also in the midst of the garden, and the tree of knowledge of good and evil.

The original sin was not just an act only, but it was an acquiring of an attribute that plaques every person today.

Cain had the knowledge to offer God a sacrifice, but he also had a choice.  An offering by faith or an offering by reasoning.  Before the fall the only knowledge that Adam and Eve had was given by God.  This knowledge to approach God by our own thoughts is what has caused error from the beginning.
ISAIAH 55:
8 For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways, saith the LORD.
9 For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are my ways higher than your ways, and my thoughts than your thoughts.

The good would only come from God.

MATTHEW 19
17 And he said unto him, Why callest thou me good? there is none good but one, that is, God: but if thou wilt enter into life, keep the commandments.

I believe that to be spiritual good that only comes from God people can by their works be considered good but never in the way of perfection from God only.

The fall in the garden caused our minds to be carnal but also know there is a good in God.
ROMANS 8:
7 Because the carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be. 
8 So then they that are in the flesh cannot please God. 
9 But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell in you. Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his.
ROMANS 7:
18 For I know that in me (that is, in my flesh,) dwelleth no good thing: for to will is present with me; but how to perform that which is good I find not.

To please God, it must first be scripture then the understanding of that scripture must be given from Christ by faith.
EPHESIANS 4:
20 But ye have not so learned Christ; 
21 If so be that ye have heard him, and have been taught by him, as the truth is in Jesus:

After the garden and the partaken of the tree of knowledge of good and evil certainly today there are people that know good which in Christ’s words is God. That which is that which comes from God is good and evil is to choose a carnal way.

Most people have chosen to that which the carnal mind desires both in life and in religion.

ROMANS 3:
12 They are all gone out of the way, they are together become unprofitable; there is none that doeth good, no, not one.

Faith opened the door to good for Abel as he offered what God would accept.  Faith reveals God’s will.

Cain refused to offer the good and became insanely Jealous when his offering was rejected.  Still Cain knew if he did good which would be that which God accepts, he would be accepted but he refused.
GENESIS 4
7 If thou doest well, shalt thou not be accepted? and if thou doest not well, sin lieth at the door. And unto thee shall be his desire, and thou shalt rule over him.

Christ came to give a way back to eternal life.

ISAIAH 7:
14 Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, and shall call his name Immanuel.
15 Butter and honey shall he eat, that he may know to refuse the evil, and choose the good.

Christ is born without sin and refused to partake of worldly reasoning again offered by Satan.

Every Christian receives the same mind of Christ.

I CORINTHIANS 1:
10 Now I beseech you, brethren, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye all speak the same thing, and that there be no divisions among you; but that ye be perfectly joined together in the same mind and in the same judgment.
I CORINTHIANS 2:
16 For who hath known the mind of the Lord, that he may instruct him? But we have the mind of Christ.

To the believer scripture will give the correct answer to who is the father of Cain.

GENESIS 3:
15 And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel.

This is a prophecy that can be understood as it is fulfilled.  There are only two seeds we are looking at.  The Seed of the woman and the seed of the serpent.

GALATIANS 3:
16 Now to Abraham and his seed were the promises made. He saith not, And to seeds, as of many; but as of one, And to thy seed, which is Christ.
GALATIANS 3:
19 Wherefore then serveth the law? It was added because of transgressions, till the seed should come to whom the promise was made; and it was ordained by angels in the hand of a mediator.

Only Christ could bruise the head of the serpent because all are under sin until Christ is accepted by faith to our atonement.  Christ does this by His authority through His body the church.   Not that the church will defeat Satan but because we are of the body, he is bruised under our feet, but it is Christ that gives the victory.

Any person is useless to deceive people without the spirt of the Serpent directing them.

EPHESIANS 2:
»     1     †      ¶  And you hath he quickened, who were dead in trespasses and sins; 
»     2     †     Wherein in time past ye walked according to the course of this world, according to the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that now worketh in the children of disobedience:

JOHN 15:
5 I am the vine, ye are the branches: He that abideth in me, and I in him, the same bringeth forth much fruit: for without me ye can do nothing.

Please note Christ does not produce another Christ but we partake of Christ as one seed and become members of His body of His flesh and bones.

Also, the tree of knowledge also does not produce another tree once Adam fell all men have the same knowledge of good and evil.
JOHN 15:
5 I am the vine, ye are the branches: He that abideth in me, and I in him, the same bringeth forth much fruit: for without me ye can do nothing.
ROMANS 16:
20 And the God of peace shall bruise Satan under your feet shortly. The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you. Amen.
I JOHN 3:
8 He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil.

The sin in the beginning was not the beast, nor the woman and not the man although Adam and Eve shared in the sin which brought death.  The original sin was the Devil in the serpent.

We can scripturally identify Cain and his source.

GENESIS 4:
1 And Adam knew Eve his wife; and she conceived, and bare Cain, and said, I have gotten a man from the LORD.
2 And she again bare his brother Abel. And Abel was a keeper of sheep, but Cain was a tiller of the ground.

There is no question that Eve is the mother of Cain.  Some would say the way the scripture is written Cain and Abel were twins.  I do not dispute this neither do I agree because the scripture does not plainly say they were twins, and it does not say they were not twins.

The serpent seed doctrine teaches that Cain was the son of the serpent, but can that be proven by scripture.

This is one scripture that is used.

I JOHN 3
12 Not as Cain, who was of that wicked one, and slew his brother. And wherefore slew he him? Because his own works were evil, and his brother's righteous.

That is true as is this scripture that we have already read.

I JOHN 3
7 Little children, let no man deceive you: he that doeth righteousness is righteous, even as he is righteous. 
8 He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For this purpose, the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil.
ROMANS 3:
23 For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;

All people are of the devil until converted because all have sinned, not just Cain.

Scripturally the only identification we have of the serpent’s seed is that it’s head will be bruised as in Genesis 4 and Romans 16

Bruise: Hebrew  7779   shuwph    {shoof}   to bruise, crush, gape upon, desire?, seize?, strike out?   (Qal) to fall upon, bruise
Bruise: Greek word. 4937   suntribo    {soon-tree'-bo}) break, to break in pieces,

God from the beginning has always defeated Satan and limited his authority but from Adam man has constantly fallen under the weakness of flesh.

The teaching the Cain’s daddy was the serpent needs to be taken for a scripture test.

The difference between Cain and Abel was the sacrifice.  That is the same different between different religions today.  Whether they worship with the real Jesus or as Paul warned another Jesus.
GENESIS 4:3
3 And in process of time it came to pass, that Cain brought of the fruit of the ground an offering unto the LORD.  “That was an offering configured by a carnal mind”JCH
4 And Abel, he also brought of the firstlings of his flock and of the fat thereof. And the LORD had respect unto Abel and to his offering:
5 But unto Cain and to his offering he had not respect. And Cain was very wroth, and his countenance fell.
GENESIS 4:
7 If thou doest well, shalt thou not be accepted? and if thou doest not well, sin lieth at the door. And unto thee shall be his desire, and thou shalt rule over him.

The good would be to know the will of God and present to him the correct sacrifice.

The only peace between you and God and the only way at this time we are accepted is by our sacrifice.
Jesus made it plain the difference between flesh and flesh and Spirit and Spirit/

JOHN 3:
6 That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.

Cain and Abel where both born of the flesh.

Who was Cain’s father?

I CORINTHIANS 15:
21 For since by man came death, by man came also the resurrection of the dead. 
22 For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ shall all be made alive.
ROMANS 5:
12 Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned:

In Adam all die and I believe Cain died.
By one man which was Adam sin entered the world not by Cain.   Adam’s polluted seed continues to produce sinners.
ROMANS 5:
15 But not as the offence, so also is the free gift. For if through the offence of one many be dead, much more the grace of God, and the gift by grace, which is by one man, Jesus Christ, hath abounded unto many.

I agree that Eve sinned, nowhere does it say the serpent/beast sinned, but it was punished for what Satan used it for.  The only sin was to eat of the tree of knowledge of good and evil.  The beast did not do that.

The knowledge of good and evil came through Adam and continues to come through his seed as mankind always nearly choses evil over good.
