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The Serpent Seed, proved by scripture?
The Words in italics are my comments.
Other references Strong’s concordance unless indicated otherwise.
As you read this I would ask you to study each scripture given and you can show where I have contradicted the correct teaching by other scriptures then I adjure you to do so I believe scripture to be the Word of God  and any teaching that contradicts the scripture is the word of man and is a lie.
ROMANS 3
 4 God forbid: yea, let God be true, but every man a liar; as it is written, That thou mightest be justified in thy sayings, and mightest overcome when thou art judged.
GENESIS 3:
14 And the LORD God said unto the serpent, Because thou hast done this, thou art cursed above all cattle, and above every beast of the field; upon thy belly shalt thou go, and dust shalt thou eat all the days of thy life:
15 And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel.

This is a doctrine that has been taught in different forms through the years made popular by the teachings of William Branham.  I am not taking the teachings of any person as many have preached the same doctrine as used by the Ku Klux Klan in the 1920’s to prove black people came from the serpent.  These are a few of the authors that promoted the doctrine.

Daniel Parker (1781–1844)
Russell Kelso Carter (1849–1928)
John Dequer.  (1883-1945)

You might ask, “do I believe the serpent had a seed and is it here today?”  My answer is yes because it is scripture.

The real fight today is a spiritual fight between the seed of the serpent and the seed of the woman as is made plain in Revelation 12.

REVELATION 12
17 And the dragon was wroth with the woman and went to make war with the remnant of her seed, which keep the commandments of God, and have the testimony of Jesus Christ.

To a Christian the proof of any doctrine is found in the scriptures, but we must know the difference between what is written in scripture and what is man’s interpretation of what is written.
II PETER 1:
20 Knowing this first, that no prophecy of the scripture is of any private interpretation.

If a private interpretation, meaning any person explanation of a scripture is allowed to put an understanding about a scripture that cannot be back up by all scripture then it is false.

The Lord gave this for a guideline.
II TIMOTHY 3:
16 All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: 
17 That the man of God may be perfect, throughly furnished unto all good works.
PROVERBS 30:
5 Every word of God is pure: he is a shield unto them that put their trust in him.
6 Add thou not unto his words, lest he reprove thee, and thou be found a liar.

To say anything is true doctrine other than what the scripture plainly tells us would be in error. Nearly every religion has books written in order to promote their particular doctrine.
Any doctrine that is proven by any book other than the scriptures is a promotion of a false doctrine
ECCLESIASTES 12:
12 And further, by these, my son, be admonished: of making many books there is no end; and much study is a weariness of the flesh.
13 Let us hear the conclusion of the whole matter: Fear God, and keep his commandments: for this is the whole duty of man.
14 For God shall bring every work into judgment, with every secret thing, whether it be good, or whether it be evil.

Now let’s put this teaching to scripture.  A good thing to remember is that any doctrine that makes what happened at Calvary ineffective or noneffective is false doctrine.

The purpose of Calvary was that all men would be saved through their faith.  

I TIMOTHY 2
1 I exhort therefore, that, first of all, supplications, prayers, intercessions, and giving of thanks, be made for all men; 
2 For kings, and for all that are in authority; that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness and honesty. 
3 For this is good and acceptable in the sight of God our Saviour; 
4 Who will have all men to be saved, and to come unto the knowledge of the truth.
I JOHN 2:
1 My little children, these things write I unto you, that ye sin not. And if any man sin, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous: 
2 And he is the propitiation for our sins: and not for ours only, but also for the sins of the whole world.
I TIMOTHY 4:
10 For therefore we both labour and suffer reproach, because we trust in the living God, who is the Saviour of all men, specially of those that believe.

Any doctrine that teaches that some cannot be saved either because they are the wrong seed or they were not elected to be saved before the foundation of the world is contrary to those scriptures.

One major doctrine interpretation is that if Christ died for the sins of the world and anyone is lost then Christ failed.  According to these scripture the reason people are not saved can be found in their attitude toward the gospel and Jesus Christ with their unbelief.

ACTS 13:
46 Then Paul and Barnabas waxed bold, and said, It was necessary that the word of God should first have been spoken to you: but seeing ye put it from you, and judge yourselves unworthy of everlasting life, lo, we turn to the Gentiles.
MARK 10
21 Then Jesus beholding him loved him, and said unto him, One thing thou lackest: go thy way, sell whatsoever thou hast, and give to the poor, and thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come, take up the cross, and follow me.
22 And he was sad at that saying, and went away grieved: for he had great possessions. 
23 And Jesus looked round about, and saith unto his disciples, How hardly shall they that have riches enter into the kingdom of God!

One attribute every false doctrine will have is founded in Catholic doctrine and that is people allow a man’s interpretation to be equal or above what the Word of God teaches.

The Lord Jesus Christ desires to reveal Himself through the Word to each person who will believe.  There is only one truth and that can only be reveal by Christ and hearing the gospel without any person’s interpretation.

MATTHEW 11
25 At that time Jesus answered and said, I thank thee, O Father, Lord of heaven and earth, because thou hast hid these things from the wise and prudent, and hast revealed them unto babes.
MATTHEW 16:
16 And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God. 
17 And Jesus answered and said unto him, Blessed art thou, Simon Barjona: for flesh and blood hath not revealed it unto thee, but my Father which is in heaven.
LUKE 10
22 All things are delivered to me of my Father: and no man knoweth who the Son is, but the Father; and who the Father is, but the Son, and he to whom the Son will reveal him.
ROMANS 1:
17 For therein is the righteousness of God revealed from faith to faith: as it is written, The just shall live by faith.


EPHESIANS 1:
17 That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of him:

1. What or who was the serpent?
GENESIS 3:
1 Now the serpent was more subtil than any beast of the field which the LORD God had made. And he said unto the woman, Yea, hath God said, Ye shall not eat of every tree of the garden?

It is important to know the meaning of words as meaning change over the years as cultures change but the truth of the Word of God never changes, I will give the Hebrew meaning of subtle in Hebrew.

  Subtil 6175   'aruwm    {aw-room'}  subtle, shrewd, crafty, sly, sensible

In one of the teachings of the serpent seed it associate the word subtle with what they call mahah with which the author tell it means : “Having a rue knowledge of the principles of life.”

This is the Strong’s concordance Hebrew meaning   4102   mahahh    {maw-hah'}
to linger, tarry, wait, delay

Ever false teaching or teaching that points people away from truth in its foundation you will always find error either intentionally or delusional.

Scripturally the beast/serpent could walk upright and speak in a language to be understood.  He was a beast but in scripture Satan is associated with the serpent and is also called a serpent.
REVELATION 12:
9 And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and Satan, which deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels were cast out with him.
REVELATION 12:
14 And to the woman were given two wings of a great eagle, that she might fly into the wilderness, into her place, where she is nourished for a time, and times, and half a time, from the face of the serpent. 
15 And the serpent cast out of his mouth water as a flood after the woman, that he might cause her to be carried away of the flood.
REVELATION 20:
2 And he laid hold on the dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devil, and Satan, and bound him a thousand years,

When the originally sin is spoken about in scripture it goes to Satan instead of the serpent.

I JOHN 3:
8 He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil.

Scripture often identifies the source of the error more than the place it proceeds from.

MATTHEW 16:
22 Then Peter took him, and began to rebuke him, saying, Be it far from thee, Lord: this shall not be unto thee. 
23 But he turned, and said unto Peter, Get thee behind me, Satan: thou art an offence unto me: for thou savourest not the things that be of God, but those that be of men.

Sin is reckoned to Satan never the serpent other then by naming the devil as a serpent.

2. What is the tree of knowledge of good and evil?

Whatever it was it was in the garden before Eve.

GENESIS 2:
9 And out of the ground made the LORD God to grow every tree that is pleasant to the sight, and good for food; the tree of life also in the midst of the garden, and the tree of knowledge of good and evil.

The woman did not appear until verse 22.

“Some of the teachers of the serpent seed teach that the tree was the woman other times it was taught it was Satan and other times the beast itself. It has also been taught that the tree of knowledge of good and evil meant not to have a relationship that would bring children.   They had a command to multiply and to say there was a way other than the way all nature reproduces itself is a man-made interpretation.

GENESIS 1
28 And God blessed them, and God said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing that moveth upon the earth.

The tree of knowledge would give a person understanding of both good and evil.  To say more than that would be a private interpretation and cannot not be proven by scripture.
And any interpretation beyond what the scripture states is adding to the Word of God and would put a person in a dangerous situation.  Paul which did not waver from the Old Testament scriptures said that anyone that did not preach the same gospel as he did would be under a curse.

3. What did Eve do with the tree?

II CORINTHIANS 11
3 But I fear, lest by any means, as the serpent beguiled Eve through his subtilty, so your minds should be corrupted from the simplicity that is in Christ.

Beguile:  1818   exapatao    {ex-ap-at-ah'-o} deceive

The word is exapatao is used in many other verses as this one and is translated as deceive, to deceived.
ROMANS 16:
17 Now I beseech you, brethren, mark them which cause divisions and offences contrary to the doctrine which ye have learned; and avoid them. 
18 For they that are such serve not our Lord Jesus Christ, but their own belly; and by good words and fair speeches the hearts of the simple.

Before she partook of the tree, she was deceived in believing that it would not cause death.

GENESIS 3:
4 And the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall not surely die:

Eve did partake of the tree of knowledge of good and evil and found it was good for food and give her wisdom.
GENESIS 3
6 And when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree to be desired to make one wise, she took of the fruit thereof, and did eat, and gave also unto her husband with her; and he did eat.

Food: 978   ma'akal    {mah-ak-awl'} food, fruit, meat

Food “ma akal” is found 28 times in the Old Testament and always means exactly what it says it is “food.”  To believe that it has any other meaning would be a private interpretation and not scripture.

Wise: 7919   sakal    {saw-kal'}  to be prudent, be circumspect, wisely understand, prosper

When it speaks of wisdom or being wise it covers many subjects not just what is taught in the serpent seed doctrine.

The sin in the garden was certainly eating of the tree, but foundation of the sin was she did not believe God.  Before a person does things contrary to scripture, they first have to disbelieve scripture if they know it is scripture.

4. Whose son is Cain?
GENESIS 3:
14 And the LORD God said unto the serpent, Because thou hast done this, thou art cursed above all cattle, and above every beast of the field; upon thy belly shalt thou go, and dust shalt thou eat all the days of thy life:

God cursed the vessel the devil used to deceive Eve and continues to curse any vessel/person that allows themselves to be used by the devil unless they repent.

15 And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel.

Staying with scripture we need to identify the two seeds. This scripture only speaks of two seeds not as of many but only one of each. When the first two children were born neither of them can be identified with this scripture.  Abel did not bruise the head of Cain and Cain did not bruise the heel of Abel.

The only scriptural evidence we have is in the New Testament.

ROMANS 16
20 And the God of peace shall bruise Satan under your feet shortly. The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you. Amen.

Every true Christian is also the body of Christ which is the only seed that can defeat Satan in this world.

EPHESIANS 1:
20 Which he wrought in Christ, when he raised him from the dead, and set him at his own right hand in the heavenly places, 
21 Far above all principality, and power, and might, and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this world, but also in that which is to come: 
22 And hath put all things under his feet, and gave him to be the head over all things to the church, 
23 Which is his body, the fulness of him that filleth all in all.
I CORINTHIANS 12:
13 For by one Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free; and have been all made to drink into one Spirit.

You are identified with what you identify with both spiritual and physically.
	
REVELATION 18:
4 And I heard another voice from heaven, saying, Come out of her, my people, that ye be not partakers of her sins, and that ye receive not of her plagues.
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 “YE ARE COMPLETE IN HIM” – Colossians 2:10
The believer’s standing in Christ does not fluctuate with his feelings, not even the increase or decrease of his faith or understanding or anything else. He stands complete in Christ. God would never trust any of His children to stand before Him at any time in their own selves – that is, in their merits or certain good frames of mind. He knows our frame. He remembers that we are yet dust. Therefore, He has on purpose provided for them this perfect standing in Christ Jesus. “Ye are complete in Him,” the Holy Ghost said, in another place, “Ye are perfect in Christ Jesus” (Col. 1:28). He, out of necessity, therefore provided all this for His children: a perfection, a completeness, which can never be diminished. It is as unchanging as God Himself (Heb. 6:17; 13:8).
