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The Words in italics are my comments.
Other references Strong’s concordance unless indicated otherwise.
JOHN 5:
43 I am come in my Father's name, and ye receive me not: if another shall come in his own name, him ye will receive.

Names can be identified in three ways:  
1. The actual name
2. The authority of the name
3. The Name is the attribute of the one named.

A correct name includes all three.

MARK 3:
16 And Simon he surnamed Peter; 
17 And James the son of Zebedee, and John the brother of James; and he surnamed them Boanerges, which is, The sons of thunder:
MATTHEW 16:
17 And Jesus answered and said unto him, Blessed art thou, Simon Barjona: for flesh and blood hath not revealed it unto thee, but my Father which is in heaven.
MATTHEW 16:
18 And I say also unto thee, That thou art Peter, and upon this rock I will build my church; and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it.

We can be assured that we will have the correct name in the eyes of our Lord.

REVELATION 2:
17 He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the churches; To him that overcometh will I give to eat of the hidden manna, and will give him a white stone, and in the stone a new name written, which no man knoweth saving he that receiveth it.

If I hadn’t ask everyone to listen today as I try to finish what I started last service I would try to speak on something different but I will try to continue but to put this in proper words in extremely hard for me.

I may not explain things as clearly as some would hope but I will give scripture and I know that will not throw anyone away from the truth.

LUKE 11:
2 And he said unto them, When ye pray, say, Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done, as in heaven, so in earth.

Hallowed: or holy  37   hagiazo    {hag-ee-ad'-zo} to separate from profane things and dedicate to God, to consecrate.


ROMANS 2
24 For the name of God is blasphemed among the Gentiles through you, as it is written.
I TIMOTHY 6:
1 Let as many servants as are under the yoke count their own masters worthy of all honour, that the name of God and his doctrine be not blasphemed.

It would seem even men in judgment know the name of God.

EXODUS 6:
3 And I appeared unto Abraham, unto Isaac, and unto Jacob, by the name of God Almighty, but by my name JEHOVAH was I not known to them.

Jehovah or Yahweh. YHWH 

The origin of the word Jehovah can be traced to the late Middle Ages (around the year 1500), when Jewish scribes began inserting the vowels from the Hebrew word adonai (“my Lord”) into the name YHWH. The insertion resulted in the hybrid term YaHoWaH. Scribes wanted this new word to remind readers that God’s name was too holy to pronounce, so they should substitute adonah for it when reading biblical passages aloud. Then, when the term YaHoWaH was Latinized, the “Y” and “W” were changed to “J” and “V”—resulting in Jehovah. In other words, Jehovah is a mistransliteration, compounded by the fact that, while “J” has a “Y” sound in Latin, it has a very different sound in English—as in the word jam. Jehovah appears in no literature earlier than about the thirteenth century, and it began to be popularized in the sixteenth century by well-meaning but mistaken Christians. (Richard Abanes,  p. 19, 83)

As a Christian we need to know what name to praise and think for the wonderful gift of Grace to an unworthy and without any hope people.  That God would provide a sacrifice (Jesus Christ) to take our sins, to provide forgiveness and justify us so we become the children of our God.

GALATIANS 4:
7 Wherefore thou art no more a servant, but a son; and if a son, then an heir of God through Christ.

I believe to call God which to us is to the Christian the same as Paul stated.

I CORINTHIANS 8:
5 For though there be that are called gods, whether in heaven or in earth, (as there be gods many, and lords many,) 
6 But to us there is but one God, the Father, of whom are all things, and we in him; and one Lord Jesus Christ, by whom are all things, and we by him

The point I am making is to always associate your God with Christ as Paul did.


The only name that Christ mentioned to use is Father.  That is very personal and can only be true if we are a child of God.

I believe it would be wrong to call God our Father either Jehovah or Yahweh because that is a human attempt to pronounce YHWH. Or יהוה in Hebrew.

I do believe the name of the Father is holy but also I believe it was commonly used and this is why.
ISAIAH 40:
3 The voice of him that crieth in the wilderness, Prepare ye the way of the LORD, make straight in the desert a highway for our God.

That was spoken by Isaiah openly to all Israel as a prophecy of one to come.

JOHN 1:
23 He said, I am the voice of one crying in the wilderness, Make straight the way of the Lord, as said the prophet Esaias.

John was quoting the prophet and would have pronounced it the same regardless of how others translate.  I do not know what langage Jesus spoke in but I do believe he knew Hebrew and here are scripture that Christ used to say YHWH

DEUTERONOMY 6:
16 Ye shall not tempt the LORD your God, as ye tempted him in Massah.
LUKE 4:
12 And Jesus answering said unto him, It is said, Thou shalt not tempt the Lord thy God.

DEUTERONOMY 6:
13 Thou shalt fear the LORD thy God, and serve him, and shalt swear by his name.
LUKE 4:
8 And Jesus answered and said unto him, Get thee behind me, Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve.

PSALM 118:
26 Blessed be he that cometh in the name of the LORD we have blessed you out of the house of the LORD.

Here a multitude quoted from Psalms using the same word.  YHWH

MATTHEW 21:
9 And the multitudes that went before, and that followed, cried, saying, Hosanna to the Son of David: Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the Lord; Hosanna in the highest.


DEUTERONOMY 6:
4 Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God is one LORD:
5 And thou shalt love the LORD thy God with all thine heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy might.
MARK 12:
29 And Jesus answered him, The first of all the commandments is, Hear, O Israel; The Lord our God is one Lord: 
30 And thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind, and with all thy strength: this is the first commandment.

Paul a Jewish scholar also knew how to pronounce the Hebrew name.

ISAIAH 1:
9 Except the LORD of hosts had left unto us a very small remnant, we should have been as Sodom, and we should have been like unto Gomorrah.
ROMANS 9:
29 And as Esaias said before, Except the Lord of Sabaoth had left us a seed, we had been as Sodoma, and been made like unto Gomorrha.

How every that name was pronounced is not an issue we have to worry about I am sure that Christ would know exactly how to say the name of the Father and if he spoke Hebrew, it was pronounced correctly and whatever langrage he may have spoken Aramaic or Greek it would still be correct.  I do not believe it is necessary to know the name of the Father in the Old Testament but only one Name matters to the true Christian.

ACTS 4:
12 Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved.
AMOS 9:
12 That they may possess the remnant of Edom, and of all the heathen, which are called by my name, saith the LORD that doeth this.
Literal Standard Version
So that they possess the remnant of Edom, "" And all the nations on whom My Name is called,” "" A declaration of YHWH—the doer of this.
ACTS 15:
16 After this I will return, and will build again the tabernacle of David, which is fallen down; and I will build again the ruins thereof, and I will set it up: 
17 That the residue of men might seek after the Lord, and all the Gentiles, upon whom my name is called, saith the Lord, who doeth all these things.

What name is called on the Gentiles or all people that are Christians and when is it called?


ACTS 22:
16 And now why tarriest thou? arise, and be baptized, and wash away thy sins, calling on the name of the Lord.
ACTS 19:
3 And he said unto them, Unto what then were ye baptized? And they said, Unto John's baptism. 
4 Then said Paul, John verily baptized with the baptism of repentance, saying unto the people, that they should believe on him which should come after him, that is, on Christ Jesus. 
5 When they heard this, they were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus.
I CORINTHIANS 1:
12 Now this I say, that every one of you saith, I am of Paul; and I of Apollos; and I of Cephas; and I of Christ. 
13 Is Christ divided? was Paul crucified for you? or were ye baptized in the name of Paul?

I do not condemn a person however they are baptized but also I am not the final judge.

When a person is baptized using these words in Mathew 28 they do not have the name of the Lord called upon them.
MATTHEW 28:
19 Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost:
LUKE 24:
47 And that repentance and remission of sins should be preached in his name among all nations, beginning at Jerusalem.

What is the name of the Son of God?  Jesus Christ.

What is that name called? I will say it’s attributes.

MATTHEW 1:
23 Behold, a virgin shall be with child, and shall bring forth a son, and they shall call his name Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, God with us.
ISAIAH 9:
6 For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the government shall be upon his shoulder: and his name shall be called Wonderful, Counsellor, The mighty God, The everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace.
II CORINTHIANS 5:
19 To wit, that God was in Christ, reconciling the world unto himself, not imputing their trespasses unto them; and hath committed unto us the word of reconciliation.
ROMANS 15:
9 And that the Gentiles might glorify God for his mercy; as it is written, For this cause I will confess to thee among the Gentiles, and sing unto thy name.

PSALM 18:
49 Therefore will I give thanks unto thee, O LORD, among the heathen, and sing praises unto thy name.
PSALM 66:
4 All the earth shall worship thee, and shall sing unto thee; they shall sing to thy name. Selah.

What name were they singing to?  All things to God go through Christ.

ROMANS 1:
8 First, I thank my God through Jesus Christ for you all, that your faith is spoken of throughout the whole world.
I PETER 4:
11 If any man speak, let him speak as the oracles of God; if any man minister, let him do it as of the ability which God giveth: that God in all things may be glorified through Jesus Christ, to whom be praise and dominion for ever and ever. Amen.
EPHESIANS 1:
19 And what is the exceeding greatness of his power to us-ward who believe, according to the working of his mighty power, 
20 Which he wrought in Christ, when he raised him from the dead, and set him at his own right hand in the heavenly places, 
21 Far above all principality, and power, and might, and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this world, but also in that which is to come:

The relationship of God the Father and Christ is the relationship with God and His Word.

The Word without the authority of God the Father will not and cannot produce or create.

JOHN 5:
19 Then answered Jesus and said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, The Son can do nothing of himself, but what he seeth the Father do: for what things soever he doeth, these also doeth the Son likewise.
I JOHN 2:
24 Let that therefore abide in you, which ye have heard from the beginning. If that which ye have heard from the beginning shall remain in you, ye also shall continue in the Son, and in the Father.
JOHN 14:
9 Jesus saith unto him, Have I been so long time with you, and yet hast thou not known me, Philip? he that hath seen me hath seen the Father; and how sayest thou then, Shew us the Father?
COLOSSIANS 1:
14 In whom we have redemption through his blood, even the forgiveness of sins: 
15 Who is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of every creature: 
16 For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all things were created by him, and for him:
