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9-21-25. The Signs Of This Time
The Words in italics are my comments.

MATTHEW 16:
1 The Pharisees also with the Sadducees came, and tempting desired him that he would shew them a sign from heaven. 
2 He answered and said unto them, When it is evening, ye say, It will be fair weather: for the sky is red.
3 And in the morning, It will be foul weather to day: for the sky is red and lowring. O ye hypocrites, ye can discern the face of the sky; but can ye not discern the signs of the times? 
4 A wicked and adulterous generation seeketh after a sign; and there shall no sign be given unto it, but the sign of the prophet Jonas. And he left them, and departed.

The signs Christ was speaking about were scriptures being fulfilled by the prophet John and His own ministry.
The sign of Jonas was about the resurrection of Christ I do believe most of the world will not see any signs until the resurrection of this day.

Christ gave many signs, but the adulterous generation will never see them then or now.

LUKE 21:
20 And when ye shall see Jerusalem compassed with armies, then know that the desolation thereof is nigh.
21 Then let them which are in Judaea flee to the mountains; and let them which are in the midst of it depart out; and let not them that are in the countries enter thereinto.
22 For these be the days of vengeance, that all things which are written may be fulfilled.
ROMANS 15:
8 Now I say that Jesus Christ was a minister of the circumcision for the truth of God, to confirm the promises made unto the fathers:

A generation is a group of people that live in the same period of time, roughly 70 years.

JUDGES 2:
10 And also all that generation were gathered unto their fathers: and there arose another generation after them, which knew not the LORD, nor yet the works which he had done for Israel.

When the same happening occur other things will be the same.
The rejection of Christ is both physical for Israel and spiritual for the Gentiles.

ACTS 2:
36 Therefore let all the house of Israel know assuredly, that God hath made that same Jesus, whom ye have crucified, both Lord and Christ.
HEBREWS 6:
4 For it is impossible for those who were once enlightened, and have tasted of the heavenly gift, and were made partakers of the Holy Ghost, 
5 And have tasted the good word of God, and the powers of the world to come, 
6 If they shall fall away, to renew them again unto repentance; seeing they crucify to themselves the Son of God afresh, and put him to an open shame.

People come to Christ only as an individual and that as a call from God himself and points always and only to Christ.  The Lord spoke to multitudes but only an individual believes.

JOHN 6:
45 It is written in the prophets, And they shall be all taught of God. Every man therefore that hath heard, and hath learned of the Father, cometh unto me.
JOHN 10:
3 To him the porter openeth; and the sheep hear his voice: and he calleth his own sheep by name, and leadeth them out.

Groups follow error by numbers.

MATTHEW 27:
20 But the chief priests and elders persuaded the multitude that they should ask Barabbas, and destroy Jesus.
ACTS 16:
22 And the multitude rose up together against them: and the magistrates rent off their clothes, and commanded to beat them.
REVELATION 16:
13 And I saw three unclean spirits like frogs come out of the mouth of the dragon, and out of the mouth of the beast, and out of the mouth of the false prophet.

Satan through the dragon beast and the false prophet control people by what comes out of their mouth Satan controls politics, or what form of leadership that exist in this world.

REVELATION 16:
14 For they are the spirits of devils, working miracles, which go forth unto the kings of the earth and of the whole world, to gather them to the battle of that great day of God Almighty.
LUKE 4:
5 And the devil, taking him up into an high mountain, shewed unto him all the kingdoms of the world in a moment of time. 
6 And the devil said unto him, All this power will I give thee, and the glory of them: for that is delivered unto me; and to whomsoever I will I give it.

Kingdom    932   basileia    {bas-il-i'-ah}   royal power, kingship, dominion, rule; not to be confused with an actual kingdom but rather the right or authority to rule over a kingdom

A king does not mean a leader of a country but in scriptures they were cities.  Jericho was only about 10 acres of area but had a king according to history and scripture.

JOSHUA 6:
2 And the LORD said unto Joshua, See, I have given into thine hand Jericho, and the king thereof, and the mighty men of valour.

To compare the VOGR near Jeffersonville In. covers 73 acres and has a number of other properties nearby and in other states.
The Vatican is its own state in Italy and covers 109 acres.

A king in the scripture is any persons that rules over a group of people

GENESIS 14:
8 And there went out the king of Sodom, and the king of Gomorrah, and the king of Admah, and the king of Zeboiim, and the king of Bela (the same is Zoar;) and they joined battle with them in the vale of Siddim;
9 With Chedorlaomer the king of Elam, and with Tidal king of nations, and Amraphel king of Shinar, and Arioch king of Ellasar; four kings with five.

Today we might call them mayors or governors, although some do not possess the physical power of past kings, but their persuasion and authority are in their mouths and words.

Satan control them all according to scripture and controls the power that controls religion that is false.
II CORINTHIANS 11:
12 But what I do, that I will do, that I may cut off occasion from them which desire occasion; that wherein they glory, they may be found even as we. 
13 For such are false apostles, deceitful workers, transforming themselves into the apostles of Christ. 
14 And no marvel; for Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light. 
15 Therefore it is no great thing if his ministers also be transformed as the ministers of righteousness; whose end shall be according to their works.

A false apostle is anyone who by his teaching contradicts scriptures.  They can also be a false prophet or a false teacher or all of the above.

Romans 1 speaks of a generation that was wicked and adulterous.

ROMANS 1:
21 Because that, when they knew God, they glorified him not as God, neither were thankful; but became vain in their imaginations, and their foolish heart was darkened. 
22 Professing themselves to be wise, they became fools, 
23 And changed the glory of the uncorruptible God into an image made like to corruptible man, and to birds, and fourfooted beasts, and creeping things. 

That was speaking of the history of Israel who changed from worshipping God and worshipped different idols.

24 Wherefore God also gave them up to uncleanness through the lusts of their own hearts, to dishonour their own bodies between themselves: 
25 Who changed the truth of God into a lie, and worshipped and served the creature more than the Creator, who is blessed for ever. Amen. 
26 For this cause God gave them up unto vile affections: for even their women did change the natural use into that which is against nature: 
27 And likewise also the men, leaving the natural use of the woman, burned in their lust one toward another; men with men working that which is unseemly, and receiving in themselves that recompence of their error which was meet. 
28 And even as they did not like to retain God in their knowledge, God gave them over to a reprobate mind, to do those things which are not convenient; 
29 Being filled with all unrighteousness, fornication, wickedness, covetousness, maliciousness; full of envy, murder, debate, deceit, malignity; whisperers, 
30 Backbiters, haters of God, despiteful, proud, boasters, inventors of evil things, disobedient to parents, 
31 Without understanding, covenantbreakers, without natural affection, implacable, unmerciful: 
32 Who knowing the judgment of God, that they which commit such things are worthy of death, not only do the same, but have pleasure in them that do them. 

That happened in the past to Israel, and I believe this scripture shows that it also happened again after Christ.
REVELATION 11:
7 And when they shall have finished their testimony, the beast that ascendeth out of the bottomless pit shall make war against them, and shall overcome them, and kill them. 
8 And their dead bodies shall lie in the street of the great city, which spiritually is called Sodom and Egypt, where also our Lord was crucified.

Now we are living present tense in a generation that has fulfilled the same scriptures in our generation.
ROMANS 2
1 Therefore thou art inexcusable, O man, whosoever thou art that judgest: for wherein thou judgest another, thou condemnest thyself; for thou that judgest doest the same things. 
2 But we are sure that the judgment of God is according to truth against them which commit such things. 
3 And thinkest thou this, O man, that judgest them which do such things, and doest the same, that thou shalt escape the judgment of God?

We have learned how the council of men built a religious foundation according to the thoughts of their carnal mind that from the time it was built continually has eroded into what was called the Catholic church which was so murderous and corrupt that many fled from it but continually but stayed on the foundation of what they think God is and they also corrupted because a church cannot repent nor reform only individuals can repent.

Yet it is almost universally held in Trinitarian Christianity, that denial of the Trinity is a renunciation of Christianity and salvation.

The first church that preached in the book of Acts never made statements like that but preached Jesus Christ knowing if you have the Son, you have the Father also.

II JOHN 1:
9 Whosoever transgresseth, and abideth not in the doctrine of Christ, hath not God. He that abideth in the doctrine of Christ, he hath both the Father and the Son.
ACTS 5
41 And they departed from the presence of the council, rejoicing that they were counted worthy to suffer shame for his name. 
42 And daily in the temple, and in every house, they ceased not to teach and preach Jesus Christ.

The only commission any person has is to preach the gospel it is up to each individual to believe it or reject it God is not obligated to continual persuade people.

TITUS 3:
10 A man that is an heretick after the first and second admonition reject; 
11 Knowing that he that is such is subverted, and sinneth, being condemned of himself.

Heretick.   141   hairetikos    {hahee-ret-ee-kos'}  fitted or able to take or choose a thing

Admonition   3559   nouthesia    {noo-thes-ee'-ah} an act or action of admonishing; authoritative counsel or warning:

The gospel by Word has never changed but the way it is delivered has changed

The way the gospel was preached to different places and countries was by foot, mule, or ship. Believers gather in cities or towns in homes.

ROMANS 16:
5 Likewise greet the church that is in their house. Salute my wellbeloved Epaenetus, who is the firstfruits of Achaia unto Christ.
ACTS 20:
20 And how I kept back nothing that was profitable unto you, but have shewed you, and have taught you publickly, and from house to house,

People gathered in homes for two reasons one was they were persecuted and having a designated place of worship would be a target as it is now in many countries.

The other reason was the money collected was to help poor people and support the ministry only to waste money on a building was unheard of in those days.

ROMANS 15:
26 For it hath pleased them of Macedonia and Achaia to make a certain contribution for the poor saints which are at Jerusalem.

It was about 240 years before evidence of a building dedicated for what is called a church existed.  It was still a house, but construction had been added.

Today what is called church buildings is mostly a dedication to what the particular groups believes with a sign declaring their name Baptist, Pentecost etc.

After automobiles became popular great crowds could gather from miles around even from different states.  The use of radio and even television made religion popular and has made many a minister a millionaire.

Now the internet is used much the same way but also can be used to preach the real gospel which I believe is gone back to homes as even public speaking would not draw a crowd anymore unless the man was popular or good entertainment was offered.

I SAMUEL 8:
6 But the thing displeased Samuel, when they said, Give us a king to judge us. And Samuel prayed unto the LORD.
I SAMUEL 8:
7 And the LORD said unto Samuel, Hearken unto the voice of the people in all that they say unto thee: for they have not rejected thee, but they have rejected me, that I should not reign over them.
