This question was asked to show the inability of the human mind to understand spiritual things.  That why we are given instruction to always partner with our Lord.

Thoughts can cause actions without words being spoken

The most important thing is our thoughts about the Word of God and Satan begin by placing a thought in the mind of Eve and that thought became action and words to Adam as I assume you spoke to Adam as she gave him the fruit.

Baal also Baalim,  Baal = "lord"  supreme male divinity of the Phoenicians/Canaanites
Ba’al is really a title given to various gods and is not really their name. Scripture will use Ba’al for various gods. Baal means ownership or Lord. It is even applied to a husband.  https://www.chaimbentorah.com/  Hebrew word study.

I believe in One God.  I do not believe that Christ is a second God, and the Holy Ghost is a third God and the teaching that although they are three Gods, you only call them one God which is 100% a council of man.  I mentioned prayed the other day you will find much teaching on the different prayers to be prayed sometime to Christ and other times to The Father and the Holy Ghost.  What does the scripture teach that is what we will be responsible to answer.

And as the question was asked in my text there is not a carnal answer.  No amount of learning will bring understand unless it is spiritual understand and no college or theology degree will help only your reasoning with the Lord will bring correct results which will be spiritual understanding.

We are taught in error that God somehow is a thrice holy God

JOHN 15:
16 Ye have not chosen me, but I have chosen you, and ordained you, that ye should go and bring forth fruit, and that your fruit should remain: that whatsoever ye shall ask of the Father in my name, he may give it you.
JOHN 16:
23 And in that day ye shall ask me nothing. Verily, verily, I say unto you, Whatsoever ye shall ask the Father in my name, he will give it you.
JOHN 16:
26 At that day ye shall ask in my name: and I say not unto you, that I will pray the Father for you:

Tradition not scripture tells us Gods name was so holy it could not be spoken out loud so the way to speak it is not known. Many have tried to translate the name which is English letters is YHWH many have tried to say that is Jehovah other say Yahweh in Greek it is Kyrios meaning Lord.

Forgetting education from this world and the many attempts lets just study to see what the scripture tells us.

The way the word I AM is used in other scriptures means one thing to be identified in many ways.

"I have therefore whereof I may glory through Jesus Christ in those things which pertain to God" (Rom. 15:17).

Paul was very careful throughout his ministry not to glory, boast or brag in the flesh (Phil. 3:7-9). He taught others not to do this and certainly he would not glory in himself not in his religious heritage, nor in his attainments or gifts, nor in his labors and success in the ministry but only "through Jesus Christ" (Gal. 6:14). All the apostles and those who truly believe the gospel of God’s grace only glory; "In those things that pertain to God." As a result of Adam’s sin, rebellion and fall into condemnation, we have absolutely no reason to glory in the flesh. The things that pertain to our sinful nature give us no motivation to glory or honor the old man and his deeds (Gal. 5:19-21). We are told in scripture to, "put off the old man with his deeds"(Col. 3:9). We truly can only glory in those things that pertain to God. What are those things?

1). We glory in Christ incarnate as the only hope for sinners. "God was manifest in the flesh, justified in the Spirit, seen of angels, preached unto the Gentiles, believed on in the world, received up into glory" (1 Tim. 3:16).
2). We glory in Christ crucified as the only remedy to put away our sin. "For Christ also hath once suffered for sins, the just for the unjust, that he might bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh, but quickened by the Spirit" (1 Pet. 3:18; Gal. 6:14).
3). We glory in Christ Jesus Who is all our sufficient righteousness and acceptance before a holy God. "Wherein he hath made us accepted in the beloved. In whom we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of his grace" (Eph. 1:6-7).
4). We glory in Christ Jesus exalted and seated at God’s right hand as all our justification before God. "Who was delivered for our offences, and was raised again for our justification"(Rom. 4:25). 
5). We glory in Christ Jesus coming again as all our hope throughout eternity. When He comes we shall not only see Him as He is, but we shall also be made like Him forever (Psa. 17:15; 1 John 3:1-2). 

Every believer can say with David, "My soul shall make her boast in the LORD: the humble shall hear thereof, and be glad. O magnify the LORD with me, and let us exalt his name together" (Psalm 34:1-4).
