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4-22-26 THE WORD JESUS.
The Words in italics are my comments.
Other references Strong’s concordance unless indicated otherwise.
JOHN 1:
14 And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.

To my understanding when I speak of Christ being the Word to me it means every Word of God.  Christ was what God spoke and that became flesh.  Any Christ presented that is not 100% Word is another Jesus.  Christ’s Life protruded the Word of God again 100%.

His life is that which is the fulfilment of the Old testament scriptures which no person was able to keep. Christ has been, is and always will be the fulfilling of scriptures. He not only fulfilled scripture he became the scriptures.

A failed teaching is that you can accept Christ as a person without the fulness of the scripture, but this is wrong as Christ is the Word.

You cannot receive Christ without receiving the Word for the Word is the seed that brings new birth.
I PETER 1:
23 Being born again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the word of God, which liveth and abideth for ever. 
24 For all flesh is as grass, and all the glory of man as the flower of grass. The grass withereth, and the flower thereof falleth away: 
25 But the word of the Lord endureth for ever. And this is the word which by the gospel is preached unto you.

Most of the scripture in the Old Testament was a prophecy of things to come other than the judgment that sometimes came to the tribes of Isreal and those were give as a shadow to show things to the believer in the New Testament.

COLOSSIANS 2:
16 Let no man therefore judge you in meat, or in drink, or in respect of an holyday, or of the new moon, or of the sabbath days: 
17 Which are a shadow of things to come; but the body is of Christ.
HEBREWS 8:
4 For if he were on earth, he should not be a priest, seeing that there are priests that offer gifts according to the law: 
5 Who serve unto the example and shadow of heavenly things, as Moses was admonished of God when he was about to make the tabernacle: for, See, saith he, that thou make all things according to the pattern shewed to thee in the mount.

The Word of the Old Testament could not give life. It had to be made substance in Christ, and we partake of Christ as we partake of the Word.

HEBREWS 10:
1 For the law having a shadow of good things to come, and not the very image of the things, can never with those sacrifices which they offered year by year continually make the comers thereunto perfect.
GALATIANS 3
21 Is the law then against the promises of God? God forbid: for if there had been a law given which could have given life, verily righteousness should have been by the law.

All or any keeping of any of the law in the Old Testament will never make a person righteous.  Living any scripture in the Old Testament is not fulfilling the Word because Christ has already done that.
GALATIANS 2
21 I do not frustrate the grace of God: for if righteousness come by the law, then Christ is dead in vain.
ACTS 3:
18 But those things, which God before had shewed by the mouth of all his prophets, that Christ should suffer, he hath so fulfilled.
ACTS 8:
26 And the angel of the Lord spake unto Philip, saying, Arise, and go toward the south unto the way that goeth down from Jerusalem unto Gaza, which is desert. 
27 And he arose and went: and, behold, a man of Ethiopia, an eunuch of great authority under Candace queen of the Ethiopians, who had the charge of all her treasure, and had come to Jerusalem for to worship, 
28 Was returning, and sitting in his chariot read Esaias the prophet. 
29 Then the Spirit said unto Philip, Go near, and join thyself to this chariot. 
30 And Philip ran thither to him, and heard him read the prophet Esaias, and said, Understandest thou what thou readest? 
31 And he said, How can I, except some man should guide me? And he desired Philip that he would come up and sit with him. 
32 The place of the scripture which he read was this, He was led as a sheep to the slaughter; and like a lamb dumb before his shearer, so opened he not his mouth:
ISAIAH 53
1 Who hath believed our report? and to whom is the arm of the LORD revealed?

To reveal is to make known

2 For he shall grow up before him as a tender plant, and as a root out of a dry ground: he hath no form nor comeliness; and when we shall see him, there is no beauty that we should desire him.

Jesus looked no different, nor did he dress different from others of that day even Judas had to identify him with a kiss.  Any beauty that man can produce does not represent Christ.
3 He is despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: and we hid as it were our faces from him; he was despised, and we esteemed him not.
JOHN 15:
25 But this cometh to pass, that the word might be fulfilled that is written in their law, They hated me without a cause.
ISAIAH 53
4 Surely he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows: yet we did esteem him stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted.
5 But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed.
GALATIANS 3:
13 Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse for us: for it is written, Cursed is every one that hangeth on a tree:
II CORINTHIANS 5
21 For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in him.
ISAIAH 53
6 All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; and the LORD hath laid on him the iniquity of us all.

This is the scripture we fulfil by applying it to ourselves.

ROMANS 3:
10 As it is written, There is none righteous, no, not one: 
11 There is none that understandeth, there is none that seeketh after God. 
12 They are all gone out of the way, they are together become unprofitable; there is none that doeth good, no, not one.

We fulfil scripture by being the children of wrath or the children of God.

ISAIAH 53
7 He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he opened not his mouth: he is brought as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers is dumb, so he openeth not his mouth.
MATTHEW 27:
13 Then said Pilate unto him, Hearest thou not how many things they witness 
14 And he answered him to never a word; insomuch that the governor marvelled greatly.
ISAIAH 53
8 He was taken from prison and from judgment: and who shall declare his generation? for he was cut off out of the land of the living: for the transgression of my people was he stricken.


I CORINTHIANS 15:
3 For I delivered unto you first of all that which I also received, how that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures;
ISAIAH 53
9 And he made his grave with the wicked, and with the rich in his death; because he had done no violence, neither was any deceit in his mouth.
ACTS 13:
28 And though they found no cause of death in him, yet desired they Pilate that he should be slain.
ISAIAH 53
10 Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise him; he hath put him to grief: when thou shalt make his soul an offering for sin, he shall see his seed, he shall prolong his days, and the pleasure of the LORD shall prosper in his hand.
11 He shall see of the travail of his soul, and shall be satisfied: by his knowledge shall my righteous servant justify many; for he shall bear their iniquities.
I PETER 2:
22 Who did no sin, neither was guile found in his mouth: 
23 Who, when he was reviled, reviled not again; when he suffered, he threatened not; but committed himself to him that judgeth righteously: 
24 Who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree, that we, being dead to sins, should live unto righteousness: by whose stripes ye were healed.
ISAIAH 53
12 Therefore will I divide him a portion with the great, and he shall divide the spoil with the strong; because he hath poured out his soul unto death: and he was numbered with the transgressors; and he bare the sin of many, and made intercession for the transgressors.
ROMANS 8
34 Who is he that condemneth? It is Christ that died, yea rather, that is risen again, who is even at the right hand of God, who also maketh intercession for us.

Those could never bring life until they were manifested or became material in flesh.

Now the word that brings life has been manifested in the flesh and we partake of that same righteousness by faith as our sins die at calvary and our life lives the word we believe.
We become members of that same body spiritually.

I CORINTHIANS 12:
13 For by one Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free; and have been all made to drink into one Spirit.

Every word Christ spoke will become material at the appointed time.

The Passover which Israel still partake of is a type in the Old Testament as these scriptures declare.
EXODUS 12
5 Your lamb shall be without blemish, a male of the first year: ye shall take it out from the sheep, or from the goats:
6 And ye shall keep it up until the fourteenth day of the same month: and the whole assembly of the congregation of Israel shall kill it in the evening.
7 And they shall take of the blood, and strike it on the two side posts and on the 
8 And they shall eat the flesh in that night, roast with fire, and unleavened bread; and with bitter herbs they shall eat it.
9 Eat not of it raw, nor sodden at all with water, but roast with fire; his head 
10 And ye shall let nothing of it remain until the morning; and that which remaineth of it until the morning ye shall burn with fire.
11 And thus shall ye eat it; with your loins girded, your shoes on your feet, and your staff in your hand; and ye shall eat it in haste: it is the LORD'S passover.
12 For I will pass through the land of Egypt this night, and will smite all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, both man and beast; and against all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgment: I am the LORD.
13 And the blood shall be to you for a token upon the houses where ye are: and when I see the blood, I will pass over you, and the plague shall not be upon you to destroy you, when I smite the land of Egypt.
JOHN 6:
51 I am the living bread which came down from heaven: if any man eat of this bread, he shall live for ever: and the bread that I will give is my flesh, which I will give for the life of the world.
52 The Jews therefore strove among themselves, saying, How can this man give us his flesh to eat? 
53 Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except ye eat the flesh of the Son of man, and drink his blood, ye have no life in you.
MATTHEW 26:
26 And as they were eating, Jesus took bread, and blessed it, and brake it, and gave it to the disciples, and said, Take, eat; this is my body.
27 And he took the cup, and gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, Drink ye all of it; 
28 For this is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the remission of sins.

All of this I have tried to show that we can not teach or understand any prophecy until God makes it material or manifested.   Man’s teaching on future is all in vain other than what is made plain by scripture.  When something is taught to be future when it is either history or present tense puts stops a person’s faith.  If a scripture is to be fulfilled in the future any interpretation of it is at best a guess.

MATTHEW 24:
31 And he shall send his angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and they shall gather together his elect from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other.
32 Now learn a parable of the fig tree; When his branch is yet tender, and putteth forth leaves, ye know that summer is nigh: 
33 So likewise ye, when ye shall see all these things, know that it is near, even at the doors.

We were taught that the fig tree represented Israel and when it became a nation it was a sign of the end.
Any meaning of a scripture other then comparing it with other scriptures is an interpretation.  It should be examined to see if it is a man’s interpretation.

II PETER 
20 Knowing this first, that no prophecy of the scripture is of any private interpretation.
MATTHEW 24:
34 Verily I say unto you, This generation shall not pass, till all these things be fulfilled.
LUKE 21:
28 And when these things begin to come to pass, then look up, and lift up your heads; for your redemption draweth nigh.
29 And he spake to them a parable; Behold the fig tree, and all the trees;

If we take all the scriptures about a fig tree, do we find it represent Israel?

 See attachment “Fig tree” you will not find one scripture that would identify Israel with a fig tree.

You will find it is likened to an olive tree.

ROMANS 11:
17 And if some of the branches be broken off, and thou, being a wild olive tree, wert graffed in among them, and with them partakest of the root and fatness of the olive tree;
ROMANS 11:
24 For if thou wert cut out of the olive tree which is wild by nature, and wert graffed contrary to nature into a good olive tree: how much more shall these, which be the natural branches, be graffed into their own olive tree?
JEREMIAH 11:
16 The LORD called thy name, A green olive tree, fair, and of goodly fruit: with the noise of a great tumult he hath kindled fire upon it, and the branches of it are broken.
HOSEA 14:
5 I will be as the dew unto Israel: he shall grow as the lily, and cast forth his roots as Lebanon.
6 His branches shall spread, and his beauty shall be as the olive tree, and his smell as Lebanon.

Read all the scripture pertaining to the fig tree and we would understand.
MATTHEW 24:
29 Immediately after the tribulation of those days shall the sun be darkened, and the moon shall not give her light, and the stars shall fall from heaven, and the powers of the heavens shall be shaken: 
30 And then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven: and then shall all the tribes of the earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming in the clouds of heaven with power and great glory.
31 And he shall send his angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and they shall gather together his elect from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other.
32 Now learn a parable of the fig tree; When his branch is yet tender, and putteth forth leaves, ye know that summer is nigh: 
33 So likewise ye, when ye shall see all these things, know that it is near, even at the doors.
34 Verily I say unto you, This generation shall not pass, till all these things be fulfilled.
35 Heaven and earth shall pass away, but my words shall not pass away.

My understand is the fig tree and all the trees meant exactly what it said.

Now Christ is the church the individual is the Word again made flesh not this corruption but Christ in you.
COLOSSIANS 1:
25 Whereof I am made a minister, according to the dispensation of God which is given to me for you, to fulfil the word of God; 
26 Even the mystery which hath been hid from ages and from generations, but now is made manifest to his saints: 
27 To whom God would make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles; which is Christ in you, the hope of glory: 
28 Whom we preach, warning every man, and teaching every man in all wisdom; that we may present every man perfect in Christ Jesus:
PHILIPPIANS 2
13 For it is God which worketh in you both to will and to do of his good pleasure.
COLOSSIANS 3:
16 Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in all wisdom; teaching and admonishing one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with grace in your hearts to the Lord.
I THESSALONIANS 2
13 For this cause also thank we God without ceasing, because, when ye received the word of God which ye heard of us, ye received it not as the word of men, but as it is in truth, the word of God, which effectually worketh also in you that believe.

Each member of the body of Christ make material or manifest a part of what Christ is.

I CORINTHIANS 12
15 If the foot shall say, Because I am not the hand, I am not of the body; is it therefore not of the body? 
16 And if the ear shall say, Because I am not the eye, I am not of the body; is it therefore not of the body? 
17 If the whole body were an eye, where were the hearing? If the whole were hearing, where were the smelling? 
18
18 But now hath God set the members every one of them in the body, as it hath pleased him. 
19 And if they were all one member, where were the body? 
20 But now are they many members, yet but one body. 
21 And the eye cannot say unto the hand, I have no need of thee: nor again the head to the feet, I have no need of you. 
22 Nay, much more those members of the body, which seem to be more feeble, are necessary: 
23 And those members of the body, which we think to be less honourable, upon these we bestow more abundant honour; and our uncomely parts have more abundant comeliness. 
24 For our comely parts have no need: but God hath tempered the body together, having given more abundant honour to that part which lacked: 
25 That there should be no schism in the body; but that the members should have the same care one for another. 
26 And whether one member suffer, all the members suffer with it; or one member be honoured, all the members rejoice with it. 
27 Now ye are the body of Christ, and members in particular.
ROMANS 12:
3 For I say, through the grace given unto me, to every man that is among you, not to think of himself more highly than he ought to think; but to think soberly, according as God hath dealt to every man the measure of faith. 
4 For as we have many members in one body, and all members have not the same office: 
5 So we, being many, are one body in Christ, and every one members one of another.

Some of the Word at the end time every believer will fulfil.

I CORINTHIANS 15:
54 So when this corruptible shall have put on incorruption, and this mortal shall have put on immortality, then shall be brought to pass the saying that is written, Death is swallowed up in victory. 
55 O death, where is thy sting? O grave, where is thy victory? 
56 The sting of death is sin; and the strength of sin is the law. 
57 But thanks be to God, which giveth us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ
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Life, Liberty and the Pursuit of Happiness

2.     He that has Christ has Liberty. Luke 4:18;  “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that are bruised, “
John 8:36;  “If the Son therefore shall make you free, ye shall be free indeed.”
3.     He that has Christ has true Happiness. Psalm 146:5;  “Happy is he that hath the God of Jacob for his help, whose hope is in the LORD his God…”
The Truth is pursue Christ and you will have, Life, Liberty and Happiness.  Pursue Life, Liberty and Happiness and you will never have them.
