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12-21-25. SIN
The Words in italics are my comments.
Other references Strong’s concordance unless indicated otherwise.
MATTHEW 1:
18 Now the birth of Jesus Christ was on this wise: When as his mother Mary was espoused to Joseph, before they came together, she was found with child of the Holy Ghost. 
19 Then Joseph her husband, being a just man, and not willing to make her a publick example, was minded to put her away privily
20 But while he thought on these things, behold, the angel of the Lord appeared unto him in a dream, saying, Joseph, thou son of David, fear not to take unto thee Mary thy wife: for that which is conceived in her is of the Holy Ghost. 
21 And she shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt call his name JESUS: for he shall save his people from their sins.

Everyone knows the word sin, but do we know how to apply it by scripture.
A short but accurate description of sin is found here.

I JOHN 3:
4 Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the law: for sin is the transgression of the law.
ROMANS 3:
20 Therefore by the deeds of the law there shall no flesh be justified in his sight: for by the law is the knowledge of sin.
ROMANS 3
23 For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;
ROMANS 5:
12 Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned: 
13 (For until the law sin was in the world: but sin is not imputed when there is no law. 
14 Nevertheless death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over them that had not sinned after the similitude of Adam's transgression, who is the figure of him that was to come.
GALATIANS 3:
19 Wherefore then serveth the law? It was added because of transgressions, till the seed should come to whom the promise was made; and it was ordained by angels in the hand of a mediator.

Paul makes this clear.
ROMANS 7:
7 What shall we say then? Is the law sin? God forbid. Nay, I had not known sin, but by the law: for I had not known lust, except the law had said, Thou shalt not covet.

Sin:   264   hamartano    {ham-ar-tan'-o}. Two words same meaning.
Sin:  266   hamartia    {ham-ar-tee'-ah}  
to be without a share in; to miss the mark; to err, be mistaken; to miss or wander from the path of uprightness and honour, to do or go wrong; to wander from the law of God, violate God's law, sin. that which is done wrong, sin, an offense, a violation of the divine law in thought or in act.

It is impossible to define every act that would be sin although religion has tried especially in what is called Pentecost holiness.  Baptist generally teach we continue to sin, but we are forgiven if we confess but that is often taught in degrees.   What I mean they teach you are forgiven by God, but our religion will still hold you accountable for some things.
Some Baptists as Catholics do teach we remain sinners even after conversion.

What you identify with often also identifies you.

MATTHEW 26
45 Then cometh he to his disciples, and saith unto them, Sleep on now, and take your rest: behold, the hour is at hand, and the Son of man is betrayed into the hands of sinners.
REVELATION 18
4 And I heard another voice from heaven, saying, Come out of her, my people, that ye be not partakers of her sins, and that ye receive not of her plagues.

Some use this scripture to say Paul was identifying himself as a sinner

I TIMOTHY 1:
15 This is a faithful saying, and worthy of all acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners; of whom I am chief.
16 Howbeit for this cause I obtained mercy, that in me first Jesus Christ might shew forth all longsuffering, for a pattern to them which should hereafter believe on him to life everlasting.

Paul was identifying what he was before he obtained mercy not after. You cannot be a saint and a sinner you have to identify with one or the other.

I JOHN 3:
10 In this the children of God are manifest, and the children of the devil: whosoever doeth not righteousness is not of God, neither he that loveth not his brother. 
11 For this is the message that ye heard from the beginning, that we should love one another. 
12 Not as Cain, who was of that wicked one, and slew his brother. And wherefore slew he him? Because his own works were evil, and his brother's righteous.

Some would make Cain a man different from Abel by birth, but the truth is before conversion we all of the devil.
I JOHN 3:
8 He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil.
9 Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin; for his seed remaineth in him: and he cannot sin, because he is born of God. 
10 In this the children of God are manifest, and the children of the devil: whosoever doeth not righteousness is not of God, neither he that loveth not his brother.
MATTHEW 6:
33 But seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his righteousness; and all these things shall be added unto you.
ROMANS 3:
22 Even the righteousness of God which is by faith of Jesus Christ unto all and upon all them that believe: for there is no difference: 
23 For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;
ROMANS 3:
25 Whom God hath set forth to be a propitiation through faith in his blood, to declare his righteousness for the remission of sins that are past, through the forbearance of God;
ROMANS 4:
5 But to him that worketh not, but believeth on him that justifieth the ungodly, his faith is counted for righteousness. 
6 Even as David also describeth the blessedness of the man, unto whom God imputeth righteousness without works, 
7 Saying, Blessed are they whose iniquities are forgiven, and whose sins are covered. 
8 Blessed is the man to whom the Lord will not impute sin.

Impute:  3049   logizomai    {log-id'-zom-ahee}to reckon, count, compute, calculate, count over, to take into account, to make an account of; metaph. to pass to one's account, to impute, a thing is reckoned as or to be something,

Faith is easy to impersonate religion does it all the time just like love you can say it without having it.
HEBREWS 13:
12 Wherefore Jesus also, that he might sanctify the people with his own blood, suffered without the gate.
13 Let us go forth therefore unto him without the camp, bearing his reproach.

It is a reproach to have religion without a name to identify with other than Christ.

ROMANS 5:
12 Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned: 
13 (For until the law sin was in the world: but sin is not imputed when there is no law. 
14 Nevertheless death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over them that had not sinned after the similitude of Adam's transgression, who is the figure of him that was to come.

Reigned:  936   basileuo    {bas-il-yoo'-o}    to be king, to exercise kingly power, to reign, to exercise the highest influence, to control.

HEBREWS 2:
9 But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death, crowned with glory and honour; that he by the grace of God should taste death for every man.

Remember sin is the transgression of the law.

ROMANS 10
4 For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to every one that believeth.
COLOSSIANS 2:
13 And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he quickened together with him, having forgiven you all trespasses; 
14 Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross;

The Christian is not walking by a law but by Faith in Jesus Christ for their sin, their life, their leadership.
I JOHN 1:
7 But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin.
ROMANS 8:
14 For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God.

When you become a Christian, it is not just a testimony about what you believe it is a new creation within you that has taken leadership.

II CORINTHIANS 5:
16 Wherefore henceforth know we no man after the flesh: yea, though we have known Christ after the flesh, yet now henceforth know we him no more. 
17 Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new. 

To know or acknowledge no man or person after the flesh it would also include yourself.

18 And all things are of God, who hath reconciled us to himself by Jesus Christ, and hath given to us the ministry of reconciliation; 
19 To wit, that God was in Christ, reconciling the world unto himself, not imputing their trespasses unto them; and hath committed unto us the word of reconciliation.

Reconciliation:  643   katallage    {kat-al-lag-ay'} exchange; adjustment of a difference, reconciliation, restoration to favour;

You have exchanged your state as a sinner for the righteousness of Jesus Christ.
This is a spiritual exchange by faith.  You will find your old nature still hangs around.

ROMANS 7:
14 For we know that the law is spiritual: but I am carnal, sold under sin. 
15 For that which I do I allow not: for what I would, that do I not; but what I hate, that do I. 
16 If then I do that which I would not, I consent unto the law that it is good. 
17 Now then it is no more I that do it, but sin that dwelleth in me. 

The guilt was removed from Paul to the sin of his flesh which has never changed.  The new creature has nothing to do with the old person.  That is what we fight against we still have a carnal mind but are given the mind of Christ to know the will of God.

I CORINTHIANS 2:
15 But he that is spiritual judgeth all things, yet he himself is judged of no man. 
16 For who hath known the mind of the Lord, that he may instruct him? But we have the mind of Christ.
ROMANS 7:
18 For I know that in me (that is, in my flesh,) dwelleth no good thing: for to will is present with me; but how to perform that which is good I find not. 
19 For the good that I would I do not: but the evil which I would not, that I do. 
20 Now if I do that I would not, it is no more I that do it, but sin that dwelleth in me. 
ROMANS 8:
20 For the creature was made subject to vanity, not willingly, but by reason of him who hath subjected the same in hope, 
21 Because the creature itself also shall be delivered from the bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the children of God.

That is what the resurrection and change of the body is about.

I CORINTHIANS 15:
50 Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; neither doth corruption inherit incorruption. 
51 Behold, I shew you a mystery; We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed, 
52 In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed. 
53 For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on 
54 So when this corruptible shall have put on incorruption, and this mortal shall have put on immortality, then shall be brought to pass the saying that is written, Death is swallowed up in victory.
ROMANS 7:
21 I find then a law, that, when I would do good, evil is present with me. 
22 For I delight in the law of God after the inward man: 
23 But I see another law in my members, warring against the law of my mind, and bringing me into captivity to the law of sin which is in my members. 
24 O wretched man that I am! who shall deliver me from the body of this death? 
25 I thank God through Jesus Christ our Lord. So then with the mind I myself serve the law of God; but with the flesh the law of sin. 
ROMANS 8:
1 There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. 
2 For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and death. 
3 For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh:

Some things that are sin I will point out.

JOHN 4:
23 But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to worship him.
24 God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth.
MATTHEW 15:
9 But in vain they do worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men.
REVELATION 9:
20 And the rest of the men which were not killed by these plagues yet repented not of the works of their hands, that they should not worship devils, and idols of gold, and silver, and brass, and stone, and of wood: which neither can see, nor hear, nor walk:
MATTHEW 15
18 But those things which proceed out of the mouth come forth from the heart; and they defile the man.
19 For out of the heart proceed evil thoughts, murders, adulteries, fornications, 
20 These are the things which defile a man: but to eat with unwashen hands defileth not a man.

Put your faith with Paul.
ROMANS 15
5 Now the God of patience and consolation grant you to be likeminded one toward another according to Christ Jesus: 
6 That ye may with one mind and one mouth glorify God, even the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ.
1 CORINTHIANS 8
6 But to us there is but one God, the Father, of whom are all things, and we in him; and one Lord Jesus Christ, by whom are all things, and we by him.
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The only power God recognizes in His Church, is the power of His Spirit. Whereas the only power actually recognized today by the majority of evangelicals, is the power of man. God does His work by the operation of the Spirit; while Christian leaders attempt to do theirs, by the power of entertainment. Bright personality, has taken the place of the Spirit's influence. But only what is done through the Holy Spirit, will abide eternally.

For centuries the Church stood solidly against every form of worldly entertainment, recognizing it for what it was: 
  a device for wasting time,
  a refuge from the disturbing voice of conscience,
  a scheme to divert attention from eternal realities.
But of late she appears to have decided that if she cannot conquer the great god entertainment, then she may as well join forces with him and make what use she can of his trifles. 
 
Christianity is so entangled with the world, that millions never guess how radically they have missed the New Testament pattern. Compromise is everywhere! 
Evangelical Christianity is now tragically below the New Testament standard.
Worldliness is an accepted part of our way of life. 
Our religious mood is social, instead of spiritual. 
We have lost the art of genuine worship. 
We are not producing holy people.
Our models are successful business men, celebrated athletes and performers. 
We carry on our religious activities, after the methods of the modern advertiser. 
Our homes have been turned into theaters. 
Our desires are worldly, our literature is shallow, and our music borders on sacrilege. 
And scarcely anyone appears to care!
