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11-5-25 The Second Crucifixion of Jesus Christ
The Words in italics are my comments.
Other references Strong’s concordance unless indicated otherwise.
NUMBERS 20:
 10 And Moses and Aaron gathered the congregation together before the rock, and he said unto them, Hear now, ye rebels; must we fetch you water out of this rock?
 11 And Moses lifted up his hand, and with his rod he smote the rock twice: and the water came out abundantly, and the congregation drank, and their beasts also.
 12 And the LORD spake unto Moses and Aaron, Because ye believed me not, to sanctify me in the eyes of the children of Israel, therefore ye shall not bring this congregation into the land which I have given them.
I CORINTHIANS 10:
 10 Neither murmur ye, as some of them also murmured, and were destroyed of the destroyer. 
 11 Now all these things happened unto them for ensamples: and they are written for our admonition, upon whom the ends of the world are come. 
 12 Wherefore let him that thinketh he standeth take heed lest he fall.

I don’t want to misunderstand the meaning of scriptures so I will tread lightly as I go into detail about this subject.

I know that Christ has been crucified and does not need nor can He be crucified a second time physically, but I do believe as Christ is the Word and represented by the written word the effects of the Word can be made of none effect to you.

We are told that Christ is the rock that followed them.

I CORINTHIANS 10:
 4 And did all drink the same spiritual drink: for they drank of that spiritual Rock that followed them: and that Rock was Christ.
EXODUS 17:
 6 Behold, I will stand before thee there upon the rock in Horeb; and thou shalt smite the rock, and there shall come water out of it, that the people may drink. And Moses did so in the sight of the elders of Israel.

In our text Moses smote the rock twice but broke the Word of the Lord given him to strike it only once.
NUMBERS 20
 8 Take the rod, and gather thou the assembly together, thou, and Aaron thy brother, and speak ye unto the rock before their eyes; and it shall give forth his water, and thou shalt bring forth to them water out of the rock: so thou shalt give the congregation and their beasts drink.
HEBREWS 9:
 24 For Christ is not entered into the holy places made with hands, which are the figures of the true; but into heaven itself, now to appear in the presence of God for us: 
 25 Nor yet that he should offer himself often, as the high priest entereth into the holy place every year with blood of others; 
 26 For then must he often have suffered since the foundation of the world: but now once in the end of the world hath he appeared to put away sin by the sacrifice of himself.

Christ was sacrificed by Israel to stop His influence but the operation of the effects of human reasoning cannot not stop the purpose of God.

ACTS 2:
 22 Ye men of Israel, hear these words; Jesus of Nazareth, a man approved of God among you by miracles and wonders and signs, which God did by him in the midst of you, as ye yourselves also know: 
 23 Him, being delivered by the determinate counsel and foreknowledge of God, ye have taken, and by wicked hands have crucified and slain: 
 24 Whom God hath raised up, having loosed the pains of death: because it was not possible that he should be holden of it.
HEBREWS 6:
 4 For it is impossible for those who were once enlightened, and have tasted of the heavenly gift, and were made partakers of the Holy Ghost, 
 5 And have tasted the good word of God, and the powers of the world to come, 
 6 If they shall fall away, to renew them again unto repentance; seeing they crucify to themselves the Son of God afresh, and put him to an open shame.
II PETER 3:
 15 And account that the longsuffering of our Lord is salvation; even as our beloved brother Paul also according to the wisdom given unto him hath written unto you; 
 16 As also in all his epistles, speaking in them of these things; in which are some things hard to be understood, which they that are unlearned and unstable wrest, as they do also the other scriptures, unto their own destruction. 
 17 Ye therefore, beloved, seeing ye know these things before, beware lest ye also, being led away with the error of the wicked, fall from your own stedfastness.

  Wrest 4761    strebloo    {streb-lo'-o}    to twist, turn awry, to torture, put to the rack; metaph. to pervert, of one who wrests or tortures language in a false sense.

JUDGES 2:
 8 And Joshua the son of Nun, the servant of the LORD, died, being an hundred and ten years old.
 9 And they buried him in the border of his inheritance in Timnathheres, in the mount of Ephraim, on the north side of the hill Gaash.

 10 And also all that generation were gathered unto their fathers: and there arose another generation after them, which knew not the LORD, nor yet the works which he had done for Israel.
 11 And the children of Israel did evil in the sight of the LORD, and served Baalim:
 12 And they forsook the LORD God of their fathers, which brought them out of the land of Egypt, and followed other gods, of the gods of the people that were round about them, and bowed themselves unto them, and provoked the LORD to anger.
 13 And they forsook the LORD, and served Baal and Ashtaroth.
 14 And the anger of the LORD was hot against Israel, and he delivered them into the hands of spoilers that spoiled them, and he sold them into the hands of their enemies round about, so that they could not any longer stand before their enemies.
 15 Whithersoever they went out, the hand of the LORD was against them for evil, as the LORD had said, and as the LORD had sworn unto them: and they were greatly distressed.

What caused them to forsake the Lord and serve idols they did not know the works which the Lord had done for Iseral.

God did many mighty works in his earthly ministry and continued to do so in the early church not just with the apostles but with other chosen.

ACTS 6:
 8 And Stephen, full of faith and power, did great wonders and miracles among the people.
ACTS 15:
 32 And Judas and Silas, being prophets also themselves, exhorted the brethren with many words, and confirmed them.

God brought plagues to Egypt showing His power with sign and wonders He continued by parting the sea, and with Joshua caused the walls of Jerico to fall down defeated enimies with plagues.

JOSHUA 10:
 11 And it came to pass, as they fled from before Israel, and were in the going down to Bethhoron, that the LORD cast down great stones from heaven upon them unto Azekah, and they died: they were more which died with hailstones than they whom the children of Israel slew with the sword.
II KINGS 19:
 35 And it came to pass that night, that the angel of the LORD went out, and smote in the camp of the Assyrians an hundred fourscore and five thousand: and when they arose early in the morning, behold, they were all dead corpses.

Israel had forgotten about the power of God to do miracles but when one remember God He came back on the scene. 
JUDGES 6:
 12 And the angel of the LORD appeared unto him, and said unto him, The LORD is with thee, thou mighty man of valour.
 13 And Gideon said unto him, Oh my Lord, if the LORD be with us, why then is all this befallen us? and where be all his miracles which our fathers told us of, saying, Did not the LORD bring us up from Egypt? but now the LORD hath forsaken us, and delivered us into the hands of the Midianites.

We know Paul warned of a departure from the faith.

ACTS 20:
 29 For I know this, that after my departing shall grievous wolves enter in among you, not sparing the flock. 
 30 Also of your own selves shall men arise, speaking perverse things, to draw away disciples after them. 
 31 Therefore watch, and remember, that by the space of three years I ceased not to warn every one night and day with tears. 
 32 And now, brethren, I commend you to God, and to the word of his grace, which is able to build you up, and to give you an inheritance among all them which are sanctified.
 
Paul warned of the danger to come and the only thing to build them up.

JUDGES 2:
 7 And the people served the LORD all the days of Joshua, and all the days of the elders that outlived Joshua, who had seen all the great works of the LORD, that he did for Israel.

As one generation passes unto another people forger the power and promises of God as Jude warned.
JUDE 1:
 3 Beloved, when I gave all diligence to write unto you of the common salvation, it was needful for me to write unto you, and exhort you that ye should earnestly contend for the faith which was once delivered unto the saints. 
 4 For there are certain men crept in unawares, who were before of old ordained to this condemnation, ungodly men, turning the grace of our God into lasciviousness, and denying the only Lord God, and our Lord Jesus Christ. 
 5 I will therefore put you in remembrance, though ye once knew this, how that the Lord, having saved the people out of the land of Egypt, afterward destroyed them that believed not. 
 6 And the angels which kept not their first estate, but left their own habitation, he hath reserved in everlasting chains under darkness unto the judgment of the great day. 
 7 Even as Sodom and Gomorrha, and the cities about them in like manner, giving themselves over to fornication, and going after strange flesh, are set forth for an example, suffering the vengeance of eternal fire. 
 8 Likewise also these filthy dreamers defile the flesh, despise dominion, and speak evil of dignities.

The First Council of Constantinople occurred in AD 381 in the city of the same name 
 And in the Holy Ghost, [the Lord and Giver of life, who proceedeth from the Father, who with the Father and the Son together is worshiped and glorified, who spake by the prophets. In one holy catholic and apostolic Church; 

ISAIAH 42:
 8 I am the LORD: that is my name: and my glory will I not give to another, neither my praise to graven images.
JOHN 8:
 50 And I seek not mine own glory: there is one that seeketh and judgeth.

Only God the Father has the right to give or share glory.

JOHN 13:
 32 If God be glorified in him, God shall also glorify him in himself, and shall straightway glorify him.

Of the 219 times glory is used in some form not once is it mentioned to glorify the Holy Ghost because when God the Father who is a Spirit is glorified that should settle it for the believer.

Most religions have rejected Jesus Christ and invented their own Jesus.

II CORINTHIANS 11:
 4 For if he that cometh preacheth another Jesus, whom we have not preached, or if ye receive another spirit, which ye have not received, or another gospel, which ye have not accepted, ye might well bear with him.
People believe on Christ as individuals but mostly reject him as and with a group.

MARK 15
 11 But the chief priests moved the people, that he should rather release Barabbas unto them. 
 12 And Pilate answered and said again unto them, What will ye then that I shall do unto him whom ye call the King of the Jews? 
 13 And they cried out again, Crucify him.

Christ speaks to groups but deals with each individual.

ACTS 16:
 14 And a certain woman named Lydia, a seller of purple, of the city of Thyatira, which worshipped God, heard us: whose heart the Lord opened, that she attended unto the things which were spoken of Paul.
ACTS 16:
 27 And the keeper of the prison awaking out of his sleep, and seeing the prison doors open, he drew out his sword, and would have killed himself, supposing that the prisoners had been fled. 
 28 But Paul cried with a loud voice, saying, Do thyself no harm: for we are all here. 
 29 Then he called for a light, and sprang in, and came trembling, and fell down before Paul and Silas, 
 30 And brought them out, and said, Sirs, what must I do to be saved? 
 31 And they said, Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved, and thy house.
ACTS 8:
 28 Was returning, and sitting in his chariot read Esaias the prophet. 
 29 Then the Spirit said unto Philip, Go near, and join thyself to this chariot. 
 30 And Philip ran thither to him, and heard him read the prophet Esaias, and said, Understandest thou what thou readest? 
 31 And he said, How can I, except some man should guide me? And he desired Philip that he would come up and sit with him.
REVELATION 2:
1  Unto the angel of the church of Ephesus write; These things saith he that holdeth the seven stars in his right hand, who walketh in the midst of the seven golden candlesticks;

He speaks to the church, but the promise is to the individual.

REVELATION 2:
7 He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the churches; To him that overcometh will I give to eat of the tree of life, which is in the midst of the paradise of God.

What is the faith first delivered to the saints?  It would have to be by hearing the Word.

ROMANS 10:
17 So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.
MATTHEW 8:
8 The centurion answered and said, Lord, I am not worthy that thou shouldest come under my roof: but speak the word only, and my servant shall be healed. 
9 For I am a man under authority, having soldiers under me: and I say to this man, Go, and he goeth; and to another, Come, and he cometh; and to my servant, Do this, and he doeth it. 
10 When Jesus heard it, he marvelled, and said to them that followed, Verily I say unto you, I have not found so great faith, no, not in Israel.
11 And I say unto you, That many shall come from the east and west, and shall sit down with Abraham, and Isaac, and Jacob, in the kingdom of heaven.

Most religions teach faith based upon their doctrine but many also teach that the faith that Christ recognized does not exist for us today.

Romans 11:
29 For the gifts and calling of God are without repentance.
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J.C. Ryle 1884

Matthew 11:1, "After Jesus had finished instructing His twelve disciples; He went on from there to teach and preach in the towns of Galilee."
 
A great change has taken place in the last forty years. A large quantity of church-work is continually being carried on both by clergymen and laymen, which, however well-meant, can hardly be called Christian--and in reality has a painful tendency to throw true Christian work into the background, if not to throw it entirely out! 

No one, for instance, can fail to observe that a large number of professors are spending all their time and strength on church music, church decorations, church programs, and an incessant round of church   attractions. Others are equally absorbed in social work, feeding the poor, and improved dwellings for everyone. Others are incessantly getting up popular concerts, secular lectures, and evening recreations. These things proclaim everywhere, that the way to do good is to amuse people!

Others are always occupied with secular clubs, and societies, and associations--and think that you are very wrong and heathenish, if you do not join them. Myriads of professors are restlessly busy about such mundane things from one end of the land to the other; and superficial observers are often saying, "What a great deal of church-work there is in these days!" 
 
Now I would not for a moment be supposed to mean that all the things I have just mentioned, are wrong and wicked. Yet I doubt whether the present state of things is spiritually healthy. I doubt whether the work of the Holy Spirit on hearts and consciences, is not insensibly being left out in the cold and neglected. Amidst the incessant hustle and bustle about matters of entirely secondary importance--I doubt whether the sort of direct spiritual work to which Jesus and the Apostles wholly gave themselves, receives as much attention as it ought. 
 
It is quite certain that musical performances, and church decorations, and concerts, and bazaars, and social work, and the like--will not save souls. It is equally certain that, without repentance, and faith, and holy living--that no one will enter Heaven. Do these simple, old-fashioned graces fill the place which they ought to do, in the daily proceedings of many so-called church-workers in this day? I exceedingly doubt it. 
 
I certainly see on every side, a vast increase of what people call "church-work." But there is little or no increase of true religion. There undoubtedly are more show and glitter and display. But I extremely doubt whether there is more spiritual reality, and more practical godliness.
