He awakens to eternal torment, where hope never dawns, and mercy is no longer offered.”

First eternal hell is not found in the scriptures.

Eternity is used mostly speaking of life given to the believer but unbelievers also many goes in eternal or everlasting punishment.

MATTHEW 25
46 And these shall go away into everlasting punishment: but the righteous into life eternal.

Tradition, not the scripture teach that everyone has eternal life which is to me almost blasphemy.

I TIMOTHY 6:
14 That thou keep this commandment without spot, unrebukeable, until the appearing of our Lord Jesus Christ: 
15 Which in his times he shall shew, who is the blessed and only Potentate, the King of kings, and Lord of lords;

To be tormented eternality you would have to have eternal life which is only promised to the believer.  Eternal soul and eternal hell fire was introduced to scare people into submission to church doctrine.  The words “eternal soul” is not found in the scriptures.

The word hell is used many times but with different meanings.

MATTHEW 10:

12 times this definition was used. 1067   geenna    {gheh'-en-nah} This was originally the valley of Hinnom, south of Jerusalem, where the filth and dead animals of the city were cast out and burned;

To say it represents some place where people are bunning eternal is an educated teaching but not scriptural but mostly someone’s ideal like Scofield comments.

II PETER 1:
20 Knowing this first, that no prophecy of the scripture is of any private interpretation. 
21 For the prophecy came not in old time by the will of man: but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost..

I believe Christ used it to say without eternal life you will be like the waste that is burned outside of Jerusalem.

MATTHEW 16:
18 And I say also unto thee, That thou art Peter, and upon this rock I will build my church; and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it.

We will speak of the gates of hell later.

Where the rich man was is the same place David was and also Christ.

31 He seeing this before spake of the resurrection of Christ, that his soul was not left in hell neither his flesh did see corruption.

The gates of hell or the grave or death has no power to hold any believer because of the price Christ paid.
ROMANS 6:
22 But now being made free from sin, and become servants to God, ye have your fruit unto holiness, and the end everlasting life. 
23 For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.

If the wages of punishment for sin is eternal life in a burning hell or lake of fire the Christ never paid the full cost.  He suffered greatly and was only dead 3 days and nights, but the bible say that was the price for every man.

HEBREWS 2:
9 But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death, crowned with glory and honour; that he by the grace of God should taste death for every man.
I PETER 2:
24 Who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree, that we, being dead to sins, should live unto righteousness: by whose stripes ye were healed.

Tradition as Spurgeon and most others taught that when a sinner dies, they immediately go to eternal fire leaves out a couple of things.

HEBREWS 9:
26 For then must he often have suffered since the foundation of the world: but now once in the end of the world hath he appeared to put away sin by the sacrifice of himself. 
27 And as it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment:
I TIMOTHY 5
24 Some men's sins are open beforehand, going before to judgment; and some men they follow after.
REVELATION 20:
13 And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell delivered up the dead which were in them: and they were judged every man according to their works. 
14 And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death.

They are teaching without being judged you are cast into an eternal hell which could not be eternal if you have to be brought out of it to be judged and wherever you might thank the rich man was in Luke 16 that place itself is cast into the lake of fire.
REVELATION 20:
13 And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell delivered up the dead which were in them: and they were judged every man according to their works. 

I know there is a spiritual dead, but this is speaking on physical dead.

The beast represents a spiritual control of the nations, and the false prophet represents the religious control.

EPHESIANS 6:
12 For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places.
REVELATION 19:
20 And the beast was taken, and with him the false prophet that wrought miracles before him, with which he deceived them that had received the mark of the beast, and them that worshipped his image. These both were cast alive into a lake of fire burning with brimstone. 
21 And the remnant were slain with the sword of him that sat upon the horse, which sword proceeded out of his mouth: and all the fowls were filled with their flesh.

The beast is a symbol not a physical being with seven heads and the false prophet is representation of hundreds of false prophets which have brought people into the worship and mark of Satan through the beast.

No where will you find any person cast alive into the fire.

I THESSALONIANS 5:
23 And the very God of peace sanctify you wholly; and I pray God your whole spirit and soul and body be preserved blameless unto the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.

Body, Soul and Spirit is also used in this scripture.

What is called the Word of God in this scripture refers to the man Jesus Christ not just the scripture
