Inasmuch as we’re 
each something like miniature expressions of 
God, made in God’s image, imbued with some 
of God’s qualities, it strikes me as important to 
take seriously that God appreciates our words 
of thanks. Okay, we may write a note out of a 
nagging sense of social duty, as we may pray for 
much the same reason. Still, the note arrives, is 
read, and the reader feels considered and  
appreciated. Why on earth would God in  
heaven be any different? It doesn’t matter what 
it might be: another sunrise, a cup of coffee, 
people with whom to share same, Facetime 
with grandchildren, a kind word, a new idea, a 
pain that goes away, the evening and the  
opportunity to lie down and sleep; these are a 
tiny example of reasons for thanksgiving and 
I’ve not even mentioned the Man for Others 
who came that we might have life, and have it 
abundantly! Yes, I think God enjoys the  
simplest “Thank you.” Let’s not be stingy. If I 
see you Sunday, I’ll thank God for that.

   Thank you for your care and love. We’re 
stunned, and New Zealand communities 
are grappling with trying to understand 
just how this could have happened. Our 
hearts ache for the Muslim community in 
Christchurch and throughout our country. 
For their agony in dealing with so many 
lost, seriously injured, and for the deep 
psychological trauma for all of them. But 
we’re greatly heartened by the widespread 
outpouring of love and inclusiveness from 
all kinds of people and groups throughout 
the nation, and around the world. We 
keep seeing cards and posters stating “You 
Are US”, which is a phrase that Prime 
Minister Ardern herself used! The  
Linwood Avenue Mosque is very close to 
our congregation — Linwood Avenue  
Union Church. 8 worshippers from there 
died. They did not deserve that, no one 
does. Our new young minister and people 
held an open prayer meeting on Saturday, 
and all are struggling to work out how to 
respond going forward. (Jonathan Barb 
started ministry with us just 4 weeks ago.) 
Please pray that our nation’s people, our 
local communities, will grow in  
understanding, inclusiveness, solidarity 
with and for all people. This is the purist 
Christian message. May we be blessed 
with, and bless all others by offering God’s 
love, grace, hope and peace, to you and 
yours and everyone, today and always. Not 
just in words, but in practical ways that 
join us together at the hip.
