This is the dry kibble that we leave out continuously for our puppies and nursing mothers. After about a week, you can graduate them to a food of their/your choice. We feed PurinaProPlan in combination with fresh meat and daily vitamins.
(The dry kibble is really just a staple for snacking because we feed a RAW MEAT diet (Hamburger / Chicken) every evening. They also get a Doc Roy’s Daily Extra Canine vitamin every day (Revivalanimal.com, Item # 60314-522). Supplements: They get a Doc Roy’s Daily Extra Canine vitamin every day (Revivalanimal.com, Item # 60314-522).

Treats: We recommend as close to natural treats as possible (as opposed to store bought; dried and processed). This can include baked chicken or raw stew beef cubed and frozen. baby carrots, blueberries, cheese cubes (moderately), raw bones (see attached article.) TIP: Soft frozen meat helps sooth sore puppy gums that are teething.
