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NOTES from the Pastor’s Desk  June 10 2026

Hello Beloveds,

| have been here for about a year now. A year!!! Time flies when you are having fun. | do love this
community so much. We have had several changes this year, but | am hoping that we are finding a
good rhythm that feels authentic.

July 1% will bring another change. Before | arrived at Tualatin UMC, | was asked to serve on a
Superintendency Team. This team approach is a new concept. | will help oversee the Columbia and
Sage districts (we are in the Cascadia district). As part of this task, | will be the primary Superinten-
dent on record for 18 churches. Here are some of the changes you will notice:

1. Rev. Carly Hodge (ordained elder) will serve approximately 10 hours a week as part of a ministry
team. Her title will be Pastor of Care and Connection. She will help make sure that care and con-
nection is strong, when | am away from the church. Please remember that Carly has a full-time
job as a Chaplain. She is responsive and she will hold good time boundaries. She plans to have
evening office hours from 4:30-7:30pm on Tuesdays and Thursdays

2. Tualatin UMC is still my primary appointment. About 15 hours a week will be devoted to superin-
tendency. This will require some flexibility as sometimes tension and immediate needs arise un-
expectedly.

3. I will be in the office Mondays and Wednesdays. | am still your pastor on Tuesdays and Thursdays
but will schedule the superintendency work that | can on Tuesdays and Thursdays. That means
you may or may not see me in the office on those days, but | will still be reachable by phone and
email.

4. You will not see me in the pulpit every week. There will be times that | need to worship with
another congregation. Carly Hodge will be preaching fairly regularly.

5. You will not see Rev. Hodge in church every Sunday.
She is 10 hours a week and also fills the pulpit in other congregations.

6. Stay tuned for information about the creation of a new Care Team.

7. Our church office hours will remain the same.
