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SF Juniors Volleyball Cleaning & Sanitizing Procedures 

 

The following procedures will include the following guidelines to clean and sanitize areas used 

by SF Juniors staff and athletes. 

 

Staff will clean and sanitize: 

• Before allowing athletes into the gym 

• In-between first and second sessions 

• After all athletes leave the gym 

 

How will this be accomplished: 

• All staff will be trained in the process of cleaning/sanitizing prior to start of camp 

• Sanitizing wipes and/or bleach solution will be used to wipe down the nets/pads, balls, 

ball carts and any other equipment that will be used. 

• Additional wiping down of stage surface, in the area where athletes will put their bags 

and water bottles 

• Bathroom sink areas will be wiped down by staff  

o SF Juniors highly suggests the use of paper napkins to dry hands after washing 

versus the hand dryer method 

• If staff decides to have their meal break in the lobby, they will be responsible to clean and 

sanitize the area. 

 

Items to be provided to staff by SF Juniors 

• Clorox Sanitizing wipes 

• Bleach solution in spray bottle 

• Paper towels 

• Latex gloves 

• Additional face coverings 

• Eye protection 

• Purell hand sanitizer
