Election Day is May 2, 2026, and polls are open 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m.

The BCMUD 
owns the lakes, and the land surrounding them. Their decisions relating 
to the care of the lakes and the land around them DIRECTLY impacts 
LOPF residents. It affects the look of the neighborhood, which impacts 
property values, and it affects residents financially, as you pay BCMUD 
taxes as well as HOA dues.
