WHO CAN ENTER?

Anyone who can legally drive his or her off-road vehicle in rough terrain.

Off-Road sticker. Helmets or seat belts must be worn at all times. No riding
in the back of vehicles without proper restraints. Alcohol, firearms or
explosives (such as fireworks) are not allowed on the course. Pets must
be on a leash at all times while at Base Camp. The speed limitis 10 MPH
around Base Camp and all other campsites. Participants & campers must
follow all BLM rules & regulations while on BLM land.
